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Preface.

MANY and many a time during the latter years of my College course, as I had

taken up my Bible for the daily chapter, had I thought of the time in the near

future of my Seminary days, when the Book of Books itself would be my constant

study. But the ideal was never realized ; for there were ever a hundred other vol

umes claiming one's attention : Greek and Hebrew, and Theology and History, and

Homiletics and Church Polity, and a score of allied subjects besides. And while the

Bible was back of them all, while the Bible inspired them all, there was not in my own

life the deep, earnest study of God's Word for which I had longed for years. Without

doubt, it was all my own fault ; at any rate, the Bible study was not there.

It was at this juncture that the idea came for a Harmony of the Books of Samuel,

Kings, and Chronicles. I had begun, for my own private Bible study, a Harmony of

the Four Gospels. A long walk succeeded the first two hours' work on the Gospel

narratives; and with it came the thought : A thousand men have done this work before ;

why not accept some of the work that they have done—at least for a while—and try

your skill in unplowed fields ? The result of that thought was the conception of the

present volume.

Until the completion of the first draft of the manuscript, I was not aware that

such a work had ever been undertaken before. Since then I have learned that there

are certain works, out of date and out of print, that have embodied the conception,

more or less fully. But so far as it has been possible to learn, the present work is

the only one of its kind.

The volume as it stands to-day is the outgrowth of its first conception, in its

general outline. The six books of the Old Testament that have been used as material,

have been subjected to the most careful analysis ; and the result is a " Harmony,"

divided into five books, under the general name of "The Books of the Kings of Judah

and Israel "—which, by the way, happens to be the title, with the exception of the

addition of one letter, of one of the thirty and more Books of Old Testament times

now lost to the world—which Books, in their turn, have been, more or less, the original

material from which the six books under consideration have been compiled. The

question of the compilation or the editing of the said books, however, does not fall

within the province of this work.

The result of our study is something more than simply a Harmony of the Books
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of First and Second Samuel, First and Second Kings, and First and Second Chron

icles ; it embodies a careful analytical outline, the value of which, it is thought, will

be as great as those sections displaying the Harmony idea—an outline, toward the

perfection of which every verse of the six books in question has contributed its share—

an outline, in which books, parts, divisions, sections, subsections, and even the sub

divisions of the subsections, all have their own individual raison d'itre.

From the very nature of the case, the Harmony involves a study of the chronology.

Such study, while it has been one of the most fascinating features of the whole work,

has likewise been the most difficult. In the matter of Biblical chronology, the basal

law seems to be, " Every man for himself, and the critic take the hindermost." In

conformity with the workings of this law, the author of the present work does not

profess to agree with any one among the many different authorities on Bible chro

nology—that is, in detail ; though it would be here proper to state that all the material

available for chronological study has been used, and where traditional views and

interpretations have been departed from, it has been only after the maturest consider

ation and the most careful weighing of evidence.

It would simply be an impossibility, in a volume of this size, to give all the

reasons for adopting the particular order in the disputed cases ; for those reasons are

oftentimes purely internal. A full discussion of the reasons for the particular order

of events in Elisha's life, for example, would occupy many pages. The same may be

said of the interpretation of the life and history of David ; but where it has been

feasible, attention has been called to such reasons in the footnotes.

For the merits of the chronology, my especial thanks are due to Dr. Willis J.

Beecher, of Auburn Theological Seminary, whose study and system of chro

nology have not only been of inestimable value, but whose personal suggestions

have always been most helpful. For a few felicitous phrases in the Analytical

Outline, I am indebted to the translators of Lange's Commentaries.

The text is that of the Revised Version of 1884, which, for purposes of historical

study, is confessedly the best English version to be had. The footnotes are, to a

great extent, the marginal readings of the Revised Version ; though from the natural

requirements of the Harmony, several hundred of these have been omitted as needless,

and a few others for other reasons. Many have been slightly changed, or added to,

for the convenience of the student. The remaining notes are inserted for chronolog

ical or other explanatory reasons.

The Four Gospels, as the original material for the study of the life of Christ, must

ever be the ground of absorbing and supremest interest to the Bible student. What

those four books are to the New Testament, as the field for historical study, the six

books of Samuel, Kings, and Chronicles are to the Old : they are the principal sources
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of Old Testament history and chronology, and are the books most under discussion

to-day. A Harmony of the Gospels has already become the indispensable aid to

every student of the life of Christ, or even of the literature of the New Testament.

It is hoped that this work will meet a long-felt want for some such study of the

principal historical books of the Older Revelation.

A " Harmony," the volume has been called, though, as already stated above, it is

much more than a mere Harmony. On the other hand, it is to be remembered that

much that is arranged in parallel columns in it is not harmonious—cannot be made

harmonious. And yet, in this very connection, it is also to be remembered, that the

parallel passages are valuable, not so much for their perfect correspondences as for

their many differences; for God's Word and we are the richer far for every such

difference. It is hoped that the careful study of these pages will help to reconcile

some of these divergencies. Many will probably never be solved until we come to

stand before the Great White Throne. But if this volume will aid in any way to a

clearer knowledge of some of the many knowable things, and by that knowledge, aid—

though but indirectly—in the fulfilling of the loving Master's greatest prayer, that the

Kingdom may come, it will accomplish that whereunto it is sent.

Introduction.

By Professor WILLIS J. BEECHER, D.D.,

Of the Theological Seminary of Auburn in the State of New York.

1 GLADLY accept the invitation to write a few words of introduction to the volume

which my friend Mr. Crockett has prepared. Not many words are needed. The

plan of the book speaks for itself.

In Old Testament study, at present, the thing that most demands investigation is

the Old Testament itself. This fact is so obvious as to be accepted by all and under

stood by only a very few. By studying the Old Testament itself, some mean the

looking up of points therein for illustrating current religious doctrine and experience.

Others mean the repeating of the interpretations of the history, as these have been

handed down to us from the time of Josephus. Others mean the examination of the

new knowledge concerning the Bible derived from travels and surveys and explora

tions. Yet others understand the mental unraveling of the literary work done by the

men who wrote the books of the Old Testament, the analyzing of these into certain

real or supposed original documents, with conjectures as to the authorship of the

original documents, and the processes by which they were combined until they

assumed the form in which we now have them.

All these ways of study have their value, but none of them is, properly speaking,

the study of the Old Testament as it now exists. The first is the study of certain

matters in the Old Testament, and not of the Old Testament itself. One might

pursue it for a lifetime without acquiring anything like a connected idea as to either

the books or their contents. The second, except indirectly, is not a study of the Old

Testament at all. From babyhood we have been familiar with the current superficial

understanding of the events recorded ; it is time that we turn from this and ask what

the Old Testament actually says concerning these events. The third is indissolubly

connected with the second. If through our traditional mistakes we misinterpret the

statements made in the Scriptures, this will lead us equally to misinterpret what the

monuments have to say on the same subjects. And the fourth form of study above

mentioned is not a study of the Old Testament, but of the real or supposed sources of

the Old Testament. As far as it is based upon an inadequate understanding of the

Old Testament as it stands, so far is it necessarily crude and misleading.
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What we need is something different from these four forms of study, something

that is presupposed by each of the four, something that is demanded as the basis of

each of the four, namely, the study of the contents and the form of the books of the

Old Testament as they stand. When we thoroughly understand the things which the

existing Old Testament says, and the literary form in which it says them, we shall be

better prepared to analyze our existing Scriptures into their primary component parts,

and to understand those parts ; and we shall be qualified to perceive the true bearing

of the information gained by recent discoveries, to estimate traditional interpretations

rightly, to appreciate more fully the religious teachings.

It is a thing especially commendable in the work of my friend Mr. Crockett that

he has labored in this part of the field, here where labor is needed. He has set him

self to understand, and to help others understand, a portion of the contents of the

Old Testament itself.

In large sections of the volume he has done nothing more than print parallel

accounts in parallel columns for ready reference. So far the value is merely mechani

cal—a mere bit of convenient machinery. This by itself was worth the doing, but he

has done far more than this. He has himself attained to a firm grasp upon the history

as a whole, and has attempted, by a careful analysis, to show others how to take the

same grasp. In traversing three fourths of the path this was relatively simple. It

was the remaining fourth, lying in separate sections at half a dozen different points,

that taxed his skill and industry and patience. The larger half of the value of his

work is that which appears, in comparatively small bulk, in these difficult sections.

Of course, not all his results will at once be accepted as final. Every scholar will

think him correct to the extent to which he agrees with him, and no further. It is for

these best parts of Mr. Crockett's work that fault is most likely to be found with him.

The reader will occasionally miss the confusing but familiar landmarks of the Josephan

interpretation of the history, and will be ready at once to exclaim that Mr. Crockett has

lost his way. In such instances, however, he will do well to take the trouble to

understand the offered interpretation before absolutely rejecting it.

I have enough confidence in the intelligence and industry of the present genera

tion of students of the Bible to lead me to expect that this volume will have wide

acceptance and usefulness.

I. The Early Life of Samuel.

20. SAMUEL'S BIRTH AND INFANCY.

(i) Samuel's Birth in Answer to Prayer.•

i Samuel I : 1-20.

1 Now there was a certain man of Ramathaim-zophim, of the hill country of Ephraim, and his

name was Elkanah, the son of Jeroham, the son of Elihu, the son of Tohu, the son of Zuph, an

Ephraimite : 2 and he had two wives ; the name of the one was Hannah, and the name of the

other Peninnah : and Peninnah had children, but Hannah had no children. 3 And this man went

up out of his city from year to year to worship and to sacrifice unto the Lord of hosts in Shiloh.

And the two sons of Eli, Hophni and Phinehas, priests unto the Lord, were there. 4 And when

the day came that Elkanah sacrificed, he gave to Peninnah his wife, and to all her sons and her

daughters, portions : 5 but unto Hannah he gave la double portion : for he loved Hannah, but the

Lord had shut up her womb. 6 And her rival provoked her sore, for to make her fret, because

the Lord had shut up her womb. 7 And as he did so year by year, when she went up to the

house of the Lord, so she provoked her ; therefore she wept, and did not eat. 8 And Elkanah

her husband said unto her, Hannah, why weepest thou ? and why eatest thou not? and why is

thy heart grieved ? am not I better to thee than ten sons ? 9 So Hannah rose up after they had

eaten in Shiloh, and after they had drunk. Now Eli the priest sat upon his seat by the doorpost

of the temple of the Lord. 10 And she was in bitterness of soul, and prayed unto the Lord,

and wept sore. 11 And she vowed a vow, and said, O Loud of hosts, if thou wilt indeed look

on the affliction of thine handmaid, and remember me, and not forget thine handmaid, but wilt

give unto thine handmaid 'a man child, then I will give him unto the Lord all the days of his

life, and there shall no razor come upon his head. 12 And it came to pass, as she continued

praying before the Lord, that Eli marked her mouth. 13 Now Hannah, she spake in her heart ;

only her lips moved, but her voice was not heard : therefore Eli thought she had been drunken.

.'4 And Eli said unto her, How long wilt thou be drunken? put away thy wine from thee. 15 And

Hannah answered and said. No, my lord, I am a woman of a sorrowful spirit : I have drunk

neither wine nor strong drink, but I poured out my soul before the Lord. 16 Count not thine

handmaid for * a tlaughter of ' Belial : for out of the abundance of my complaint and my provo

cation have I spoken hitherto. 17 Then Eli answered and said, Go in peace: and the God of

Israel grant thy petition that thou hast asked of him. 18 And she said, Let thy servant find

grace in thy sight. So the woman went her way, and did eat, and her countenance was no more

sad. 19 And they rose up in the morning early, and worshipped before the Lord, and returned,

and came to their house to Ramah : and Elkanah knew Hannah his wile; and the LoRd remem

bered her. 20 And it came to pass, when the time was come about, that Hannah conceived,

and bare a son ; and she called his name Samuel, saying. Because I have asked him of the Lord.

(2) Samuel's Consecration to the Lord.

1 Samuel 1 : 21-28.

21 And the man Elkanah, and all his house, went up to offer unto the Lord the yearly

sacrifice, and his vow. 22 But Hannah went not up; for she said unto her husband, I will not

go up until the child be weaned, and then I will bring him, that he may appear before the Lord,

a The Story of ruth was very nearly synchronous with the birth of Samuel. b The Sept. reads, "a single portion, because

she had no child ; howbeit Elkanah loved,'' etc. cHeb. "seed ofmen." rfOr," a wicked woman." * I. e., " worthlessness."

9 Therefore Eli said unto Samuel, Go, lie down : and it shall

be, if he call thee, that thou shalt say. Speak, Lord ; for thy servant heareth. So Samuel went

and lay down in his place. 10 And the Lord came, and stood, and called as at other times,

Samuel, Samuel. Then Samuel said, Speak; for thy servant heareth. II And the Lord said to

Samuel, Behold, I will do a thing in Israel, at which both the ears of every one that heareth it shall

tingle. 12 In that day I will perform against Eli all thnt I have spoken concerning his house, from

the beginning even unto the end. 13 For I have told him that I will judge his house for ever, for

the iniquity which he knew, because his sons 'did bring a curse upon themselves, and he re

strained them not. 14 And therefore I have sworn unto the house of Eli, that the iniquity of Eli's

house shall not be * purged with sacrifice nor offering for ever. 15 And Samuel lay until the morn

ing, and opened the doors of the house of the Lord. And Samuel feared to shew Eli the vision.

19 And Samuel grew, and the Lord was with him, and did let none of his words fall to the

ground. 20 And all Israel from Dan even to Beer-sheba knew that Samuel was established to be

a prophet of the Lord, 2i And the Lord appeared again in Shiloh : for the Lord revealed him

self to Samuel in Shiloh by the word of the Lord, ta And the word of Samuel came to all Israel.

II. The Period of National Disaster.

22. ISRAEL'S DEFEAT AND LOSS OF THE ARK.

1 Samuel 4: \b-l\a.

i*Now Israel went out against the Philistines to battle, and pitched beside *Eben-ezer: and

the Philistines pitched in Aphek. 2 And the Philistines put themselves in array against Israel :

and when •they joined battle, Israel was smitten before the Philistines: and they slew of the

-army in the field about four thousand men. 3 And when the people were come into the camp,

the elders of Israel said, Wherefore hath the Lord smitten us to-day before the Philistines? Let

us fetch the ark of the covenant of the Lord out of Shiloh unto us, that it may come among us,

and save us out of the hand of our enemies. 4 So the people sent to Shiloh, and they brought

from thence the ark of the covenant of the Lord of hosts, which • sitteth upon the cherubim : and

the two sons of Eli, Hophni and Phinehas, were there with the ark of the covenant of God.

5 And when the ark of the covenant of the Lord came into the camp, all Israel shouted with a

great shout, so that the earth rang again. 6 And when the Philistines heard the noise of the

shout, they said, What meaneth the noise of this great shout in the camp of the Hebrews? And

they understood that the ark of the Lord was come into the camp. 7 And the Philistines were

afraid, for they said, God is come into the camp. And they said, Woe unto us ! for there hath

not been such a thing heretofore. 8 Woe unto us! who shall deliver us out of the hand of these

mighty gods ? these are the gods that smote the Egyptians with all manner of / plagues in the

wilderness. 9 Be strong, and quit yourselves like men, O ye Philistines, that ye be not servants

unto the Hebrews, as they have been to you : quit yourselves like men, and fight. 10 And the

Philistines fought, and Israel was smitten, and they tied every man to his tent: and there was a

very great slaughter; for there fell of Israel thirty thousand footmen. I la And the ark of God

was taken.

23. THE FALL OF THE HOUSE OF ELI.

1 Samuel 4: 1 1/5-22.

11* And the two sons of Eli, Hophni and Phinehas, were slain. 12 And there ran a man of

Benjamin out of the *army, and came to Shiloh the same day with his clothes rent, and with earth

upon his head. 13 And when he came, lo, Eli sat upon his seat > by the way side watching: for

his heart trembled for the ark of God. And when the man came into the city, and told it, all the

city cried out. 14 And when Eli heard the noise of the crying, he said, What meaneth the noise

of this tumult? And the man hasted, and came and told Eli. 15 Now Eli was ninety and eight

years old ; and his eyes were *set, that he could not see. 16 And the man said unto Eli, I am he

that came out of the *army, and I fled to-day out of the *army. And he said, How went the

matter, my son ? 17 And he that brought the tidings answered and said, Israel is fled before the

Philistines, and there hath been also a great slaughter among the people, and thy two sons also,

Hophni and Phinehas, are dead, and the ark of God is taken. 18 And it came to pass, when he

a It ts. to be remembered that this period of disaster h.td begun fully forty years before the time of the text. id.

and his neck brake, and he died : for he was an old man, and heavy. And he had judged Israel

forty years. 19 And his daughter in law, Phinehas.' wile, was with child, near to be delivered : and

when she heard the tidings that the ark of God was taken, and that her father in law and her hus

band were dead, she bowed herself and brought forth ; for her pains came upon her. 20 And

about the time of her death the women that stood by her said unto her, Fear not ; for thou hast

brought forth a son. But she answered not, neither did she regard it. 21 And she named the

child • Ichabod, saying. The glory is departed from Israel : because the ark of God was taken,

and because of her father in law and her husband. 22 And she said, The glory is departed from

Israel ; for the ark of God is taken.

24. THE ARK OF GOD.

(1) The Chastisement of the Philistines for the Removal of the Ark.

1 Samuel 5:1-12.

1 Now the Philistines had taken the ark of God, and they brought it from Eben-ezer unto

Ashdod. 2 And the Philistines took the ark of God, and brought it into the house of Dagon, and

set it by Dagon. 3 And when they of Ashdod arose early on the morrow, behold, Dagon was

fallen *upon his face to the ground before the ark of the Lord. And they took Dagon, and set

him in his place again. 4 And when they arose early on the morrow morning, behold, Dagon was

fallen *upon his face to the ground before the ark of the Lord ; and the head of Dagon and both

the palms of his hands lay cut off upon the threshold ; only the stump of Dagon was left to him.

5 Therefore neither the priests of Dagon, nor any that come into Dagon's house, tread on the

threshold of Dagon in Ashdod, unto this day.

6 But the hand of the Lord was heavy upon them of Ashdod, and he destroyed them, and

smote them with • tumours, * even Ashdod and the borders thereof. 7 And when the men of

Ashdod saw that it was so, they said. The ark of the God of Israel shall not abide with us : for

his hand is sore upon us, and upon Dagon our god. 8 They sent therefore and gathered all the

lords of the Philistines unto them, and said, What shall we do with the ark of the God of Israel?

And they answered. Let the ark of the God of Israel be carried about unto Gath. And they car

ried the ark of the God of Israel about thither. 9 And it was so, that, after they had carried it

about, the hand of the Lord was against the city with a very great discomfiture: and he smote

the men of the city, both small and great, and tumours brake out upon them. 10 So they sent the

ark of God to Ekron. And it came to pass, as the ark of God came to Ekron, that the Ekronites

cried out, saying, They have brought about the ark of the God of Israel to us, to slay us and our

people. 1 1 They sent therefore and gathered together all the lords of the Philistines, and they

said, Send away the ark of the God of Israel, and let it go again to its own place, that it slay us

not, and our people : for there was a deadly discomfiture throughout all the city; the hand of God

was very heavy there. 12 And the men that died not were smitten with the tumours: and the

cry of the city went up to heaven.

(2) The Restoration of the Ark with expiatory Gifts.

1 Samuel 6: i-11.

1 And the ark of the Lord was in the •country of the Philistines seven months'. 2 And the

Philistines called for the priests and the diviners, saying, What shall we do with the ark of the

Lord ? shew us wherewith we shall send it to its place. 3 And they said, If ye send away the

ark of the God of Israel, send it not empty ; but in any wise return him a "guilt offering: then

ye shall be healed, and it shall be known to you why his hand is not removed from you. 4 Then

i»I. c," Thert is no glory." b Or, "before it." rOr, "plague boils."

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said they. What shall be the guilt offering which we shall return to him ? And they said, Five

golden tumours, and five golden mice, according to the number of the lords of the Philistines : for

one plague was on 'you all, and on your lords. 5 Wnerefore ye shall make images of your

tumours, and images of your mice that mar the land ; and ye shall give glory unto the God of

Israel : peradventure he will lighten his hand from off you, and from off your gods, and from off

your land. 6 Wherefore then do ye harden \our hearts, as the Egyptians and Pharaoh hardened

their hearts ? when he had * wrought wonderfully among them, did they not let • the people go,

and they departed ? 7 Now therefore take and prepare you a new cart, and two milch kine, on

which there hath come no yoke, and tie the kine to the cart, and bring their calves home from

them : 8 and take the ark of the Lord, and lay it upon the cart ; and put the jewels of gold, which

ye return him for a guilt offering, in a coffer by the side thereof ; and send it away, that it may

go. 9 And see, if it goeth up by the way of its own border to Beth-shemesh, then he hath done

us this great evil : but if not, then we shall know that it is not his hand that smote us; it was a

chance that happened to us. 10 And the men did so ; and took two milch kine, and tied them to

the cart, and shut up their calves at home : 1 1 and they put the ark of the Lord upon the cart, and

the coffer with the mice of gold and the images of their tumours.

(3) The Reception and Settlement of the Ark in Israel.

1 Samuel 6 : 1 2-7 : 1.

12 And the kine took the straight way by the way to Beth-shemesh ; they went along • the high

way, lowing as they went, and turned not aside to the right hand or to the left ; and the lords of

the Philistines went after them unto the border of Beth-shemesh. 13 And they of Beth-shemesh

were reaping their wheat harvest in the valley : and they lifted up their eyes, and saw the ark, and

rejoiced to see it. 14 And the cart came into the field of Joshua the Beth-shemite, and stood

there, where there was a great stone : and they clave the wood of the cart, and offered up the kine

for a burnt offering unto the Lord. 15 And the Levites took down the ark ol the Lord, and the

coffer that was with it, wherein the jewels of gold were, and put them on the great slone : and the

men of Beth-shemesh offered burnt offerings and sacrificed sacrifices the same day unto the LOrd.

16 And when the five lords of the Philistines had seen it, they returned to Ekron the same day.

17 And these are the golden tumours which the Philistines returned for a guilt offering unto

the Lord ; for Ashdod one, for Gaza one, for Ashkelon one, for Gath one, for Ekron one; 18 and

the golden mice, according to the number of all the cities of the Philistines belonging to the

five lords, hoth of fenced cities and of country villages : even unto the great * stone, whereon they

set down the ark of the Lord, which stone remaineth unto this day in the field of Joshua the

Beth-shemite. 19• And he smote of the men of Beth-shemesh, because they had looked into the ark

of the Lord, even he smote of the people seventy men, and fifty thousand men : and the people

mourned, because the Lord had smitten the people with a great slaughter. 20 And the men of

Beth-shemesh said, Who is able to stand before the Lord, this holy God? and to whom shall he

go up from us? 21 And they sent messengers to the inhabitants of Kiriath-jearim, saying, The

Philistines have brought again the ark of the Lord; come ye down, and fetch it up to you.

1 And the men of Kiriath-jearim came, and fetched up the ark of the Lord, and brought it into

the house of Abinadab in / the hill, and sanctified Eleazar his son to keep the ark of the Lord.

25. THE TWENTY YEARS OF WAITING.

1 Samuel 7 : 2.

2 And it came to pass, from the day that the ark abode in Kiriath-jearim, that the time was

long; for it was twenty years: and all the house of Israel ' lamented after the Lord.

26. NATIONAL REPENTANCE THROUGH SAMUEL'S LABORS.

1 Samuel 7 : 3-6.

3 And Samuel spake unto all the house of Israel, saying, If ye do return unto the Lord with all

your heart, then put away the strange gods and the Aslitaroth from among you, and « prepare

your hearts unto the Lord, and serve him only : and he will deliver you out of the hand of the

Philistines. 4 Then the children of Israel did put away the Baalim and the Ashtaroth, and

served the Lord only.

S And Samuel said, Gather all Israel to Mizpah, and I will pray for you unto the Lord.

6 And they gathered together to Mizpah. and drew water, and poured it out before the Lord,

and fasted on that day, and said there, We have sinned against the LOrd. And Samuel judged

the children of Israel in Mizpah.

27. ISRAEL'S VICTORY OVER THE PHILISTINES.

1 Samuel 7:7-1?.

7 And when the Philistines heard that the children of Israel were gathered together to Mizpah,

the lords of the Philistines went up against Israel. And when the children of Israel heard it,

they were afraid of the Philistines. 8 And the children of Israel said to Samuel, Cease not to

cry unto the Lord our God for us, that he will save us out of the hand of the Philistines. 9 And

Samuel took a sucking lamb, and offered it for a whole burnt offering unto the LOrd : and Sam

uel cried unto the Lord for Israel ; anil the Lord answered him. 10 And as Samuel was offer

ing up the burnt offering, the Philistines drew near to battle against Israel : but the Lord thun

dered with a great * thunder on that day upon the Philistines, and discomfited them ; and they

were smitten down before Israel. 1 1 And the men of Israel went out of Mizpah, and pursued the

Philistines, and smote them, until they came under Beth-car. 12 Then Samuel took a stone, and

set it between Mizpah and Shen, and called the name of it 'Eben-ezer, saying, Hitherto hath the

Lord helped us.

28. SUMMARY STATEMENT OF SAMUEL'S WORK AS JUDGE.*

I Samuel 7 : 13- 17.

13 So the Philistines were subdued, and they came no more within the border of Israel : and

the hand of the Lord was against the Philistines all the days of Samuel. 14 And the cities

which the Philistines had taken from Israel were restored to Israel, from Ekron even unto Gath :

and the border thereof did Israel deliver out of the hand of the Philistines. And there was peace

between Israel and the Amorites. 15 And Samuel judged Israel all the days of his life. 16 And

he went from year to year in circuit to Beth-el, and Gilgal, and Mizpah ; and he judged Israel in

all those places. 17 And his teturn was to Ramah, for there was his house ; and there he judged

Israel: and he built there an altar unto the Lord.

The Reign of Saul.

PART I.

ESTABLISHMENT BY SAMUEL OF SAUL AS FIRST KING

OF ISRAEL.

29. THE PERSISTENT DEMAND OF THE PEOPLE FOR A KING.

1 Samuel 8: 1-22.

1 And it came to pass, when Samuel was old, that he made his sons judges over Israel.

2 Now the name of his firstborn was Joel ; and the name of his second, Abijah : they were judges

in Beer-sheba. 3 And his sons walked not in his ways, but turned aside after lucre, and took

bribes, and perverted judgement.

4 Then all the elders of Israel gathered themselves together, and came to Samuel unto

Ramah : 5 and they said unto him, Behold, thou art old, and thy sons walk not in thy ways : now

make us a king to judge us like all the nations. 6 But the thing displeased Samuel, when they

said, Give us a king to judge us. And Samuel prayed unto the Lord. 7 And the Lord said

unto Samuel, Hearken unto the voice of the people in all that they say unto thee : for they have

not rejected thee, but they have rejected me, that I should not be king over them. 8 According

to all the works which they have done since the clay that I brought them up out of Egypt even unto

this day, in that they have forsaken me, and served other gods, so do they also unto thee. 9 Now

therefore hearken unto their voice : howbeit thou shalt protest solemnly unto them, and shalt

shew them the manner of the king that shall reign over them.

10 And Samuel told all the words of the Lord unto the people that asked of him a king.

n And he said. This will be the manner of the king that shall reign over you : he will take your

sons, and appoint them unto him, « for his chariots, and to be his horsemen ; and they shall run

before his chariots : 12 and he will appoint them unto him for captains of thousands, and captains

of fifties; and he will set some to plow his ground, and to reap his harvest, and to make his

instruments of war, and the instruments of his chariots. 13 And he will take your daughters to

be *confectionaries, and to be cooks, and to be bakers. 14 And he will take your fields, and your

vineyards, and vour oliveyards. even the best of them, and give them to his servants. 15 And he

will take the tenth of your seed, and of your vineyards, and give to his •officers, and to his serv

ants. 16 And he will take your menservants, and your maidservants, and your goodliest * young

men. and vour asses, and put them to his work. 17 He will take the tenth of your flocks : and ye

shall be his servants. 18 And ye shall cry out in that day because of your kmg which ye shall

have chosen you ; and the Lord will not answer vou in that day. 19 But the people refused to

hearken unto'the voice of Samuel; and thev said. Nay; but we will have a king over us ; 20 that

we also may be like all the nations ; and that our king may judge us, and go out before us, and

fight our battles. 21 And Samuel heard all the words of the people, and he rehearsed them in

the ears of the Lord. 22 And the Lord said to Samuel, Hearken unto their voice, and make

them a king. And Samuel said unto the men of Israel, Go ye every man unto his city.

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30. SAMUEL MEETS SAUL, WHO IS DESTINED BY JEHOVAH TO BE

KING OVER ISRAEL.

I Samuel 9 : 1-25.

1 Now there was a man of Benjamin, whose name was Kish, the son of Abiel, the son of

Zeror, the son of Becorath, the son of Aphiah, the son of a Benjamite, a mighty man of •valour.

2 And he had a son, whose name was Saul, a *young man and a goodly : and there was not

among the children of Israel a goodlier person than he: from his shoulders and upward he was

higher than any of the people. 3 And the asses of Kish Saul's father were lost. And Kish said

to Saul his son. Take now one of the servants with thee, and arise, go seek the asses. 4 And

he passed through the hill country of Ephraim, and passed through the land of Shalishah, but

they found them not : then they passed through the land of Shaalim, and there they were not :

and he passed through the land of the Benjamites, but they found them not. 5 When they were

come to the land of Zuph, Saul said to his servant that was with him, Come and let us return ;

lest my father leave caring for the asses, and take thought for us. 6 And he said unto him. Be

hold now, there is in this city a man of God, and he is a man that is held in honour; all that he

saith cometh surely to pass : now let us go thither ; peradventure he can tell us concerning our

journey whereon we go. 7 Then said Saul to his servant. But, beholdvif we go, what shall we

bring the man ? for the bread is spent in our vessels, and there is not a present to bring to the

man of God : what have we ? 8 And the servant answered Saul again, and said, Behold, I have

in my hand the fourth part of a shekel of silver: that will I give to the man of God, to tell us our

way. 9(Beforetime in Israel, when a man went to inquire of God, thus he said, Come and let us

go to the seer: for he that is now called a Prophet was beforetime called a Seer.) 10 Then said

Saul to his servant, Well said ; come, let us go. So they went unto the city where the man of

God was. 11 As they went up the ascent to the city, they found young maidens going out to

draw water, and said unto them, Is the seer here? 12 And they answered them, and said, He is;

behold, he is before thee : make haste now, for he is come to-day into the city ; for the people

have a sacrifice to-day in the high place : 1 3 as soon as ye be come into the city, ye shall straightway

find him, before he go up to the high place to eat : for the people will not eat until he come, be

cause he doth bless the sacrifice ; and afterwards they eat that be bidden. Now therefore get you

up; for at this time ye shall find him. 14 And they went up to the city; and as they came within

the city, behold, Samuel came out against them, for to go up to the high place.

1 5 Now the Lord had •revealed unto Samuel a day before Saul came, saying, 16To-morrow

about this time I will send thee a man out of the land of Benjamin, and thou shall anoint him to

be * prince over my people Israel, and he shall save my people out of the hand of the Philistines :

for I have looked upon my people, because their cry is come unto me. 17 And when Samuel saw

Saul, the Lord •said unto him, Behold the man /of whom I spake to thee! this same shall have

authority over my people. 18 Then Saul drew near to Samuel in the gate, and said. Tell me, I

pray thee, where the seer's house is. 19 And Samuel answered Saul, and said, I am the seer; go

up before me unto the high place, for ye shall eat with me to-day : and in the morning I will let

thee go, and will tell thee all that is in thine heart. 20 And as for thine asses that were lost

three days ago, set not thy mind on them ; for they are found. And > for whom is all that is de

sirable in Israel? Is it not for thee, and for all thy father's house? 21 And Saul answered and

said, Am not I a Benjamite, of the smallest of the tribes of Israel ? and my family the least of all

the families of the * tribe of Benjamin? wherefore then speakest thou to me after this manner?

22 And Samuel took Saul and his servant, and brought them into the guest-chamber, and made

them sit in the chiefest place among them that were bidden, which were about thirty persons.

23 And Samuel said unto the cook, Bring the portion which I gave thee, of which 1 said unto

thee, Set it by thee. 24 And the cook took up the 'thigh, and that which was upon it, and set it

a Or, "wealth." h Or, " choice." r Heb. " uncovered the ear of Samuel." _ rfOr. " leader." * Heb. " answerer!

before Saul. And Samuel said, Behold that which hath been reserved ! set it before thee and

eat; because unto the appointed time hath it been kept for thee, •for I said, I have invited the

people. So Saul did eat with Samuel that day. 25 And when they were come down from the

high place into the city, *he communed with Saul upon the housetop.

31. SAUL IS PRIVATELY ANOINTED BY SAMUEL.

1 Samuel 9 : 26-10 : 1.

26 And they arose early : and it came to pass about the spring of the day, that Samuel called

to Saul on the housetop, saying, Up, that I may send thee away. And Saul arose, and they went

out, both of them, he and Samuel, abroad. 27 As they were going down at the end of the city,

Samuel said to Saul, Bid the servant pass on before us, (and he passed on,) but stand thou still at

this time, that I may cause thee to hear the word of God. 1 Then Samuel took the vial of oil,

and poured it upon his head, and kissed him, and said, Is it not that the Lord hath anointed thee

to be prince over his inheritance ?

32. THE SIGNS OF THE DIVINE CONFIRMATION.

1 Samuel 10:2-16.

2 When thou art departed from me to-day, then thou shalt find two men by Rachel's sepul

chre, in the border of Benjamin at Zelzah ; and they will say unto thee, The asses which thou

wentest to seek are found : and, lo, thy father hath left the care of the asses, and taketh thought

for you, saying. What shall I do for my son ? 3 Then shalt thou go on forward from thence, and

thou shalt come to the • oak of Tabor, and there shall meet thee there three men going up to God

to Beth-el, one carrying three kids, and another carrying three loaves of bread, and another

carrying a * bottle of wine: 4 and they will salute thee, and give thee two loaves of bread ; which

thou shalt receive of their hand. 5 After that thou shalt come to • the hill of God, where is the

garrison of the Philistines : and it shall come to pass, when thou art come thither to the city, that

thou shalt meet a band of prophets coming down from the high place with a psaltery, and a tim

brel, and a pipe, and a harp, before them ; and they shall be prophesying : 6 and the spirit of the

Lord will come mightily upon thee, and thou shalt prophesy with them, and shalt be turned into

another man. 7 And •/'let it be, when these signs are come unto thee, > that thou do as occasion

serve thee; for God is with thee. 8 And thou shalt go down before me to Gilgal ; and, behold, I

will come down unto thee, to offer burnt offerings, and to sacrifice sacrifices of peace offerings :

seven days shalt thou tarry, till I come unto thee, and shew thee what thou shalt do. 9 And it

was so, that when he had turned his back to go from Samuel, God * gave him another heart : and

all those signs came to pass that day.

10 And when they came hither to •the hill, behold, a band of prophets met him; and the

spirit of God came mightily upon him, and he prophesied among them. 11 And it came to pass,

when all that knew him beforetime saw that, behold, he prophesied with the prophets, then the

people said one to another, What is this that is come unto the son of Kish ?

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33. THE CHOICE OF SAUL BY LOT AT MIZPAH.

1 Samuel 10: 17-21.

17 And Samuel called the people together unto the LOrd to Mizpah ; 18 and he said unto the

children of Israel, Thus saith the Lord, the God of Israel, I brought up Israel out of Egypt, and

I delivered you out of the hand of the Egyptians, and out ot the hand of all the kingdoms that

oppressed you: 19 but ye have this day rejected your God, who himself saveth you out of all

your calamities and your distresses; and ye have said unto him, Nay, but set a king over us.

Now therefore present yourselves before the Lord by your tribes, and by your thousands. 20 So

Samuel brought all the tribes of Israel near, and the tribe of Benjamin was taken. 21 And he

brought the tribe of Benjamin near by their families, and the family of the Matrites was taken•:

and Saul the son of Kish was taken ; but when they sought him, he could not be found.

34. THE INSTALLATION OF SAUL AS KING.

1 Samuel 10 : 22-25.

22 Therefore they asked of the Lord further, * Is there yet a man to come hither? And the

Lord answered, Behold, he hath hid himself among the stuff. 23 And they ran and fetched him

thence; and when he stood among the people, he was higher than any ol the people from his

shoulders and upward. 24 And Samuel said to all the people, See ye him whom the Lord hath

chosen, that there is none like him among all the people? And all the people shouted, and said,

' God save the king.

25 Then Samuel told the people the manner of the kingdom, and wrote it in ' a book, and

laid it up before the Lord. And Samuel sent all the people away, every man to his house.

36. A GENERIC ACCOUNT OF THE WHOLE OF SAUL'S REIGN.

I Samuel 14:47-52.

47 Now when Saul had taken the kingdom over Israel, he fought against all his enemies on

every side, against Moab, and against the children of Ammon, and against Edom, and against the

kings of Zobah, and against the Philistines: and whithersoever he turned himself, 'he vexed

them. 48 And he did valiantly, and smote the Amalekites, and delivered Israel out of the hands

of them that spoiled them.

49 Now the sons of Saul were Jonathan, and Ishvi, and Malchi-shua : and the names of

his two daughters were these ; the name of the firstborn Merab, and the name of the younger

Michal : 50 and the name of Saul's wife was Ahinoam the daughter of Ahimaaz : and the name of

the captain of his host was Abner the son of Ner, Saul's uncle. 51 *And Kish was the father of

Saul ; and Ner the father of Abner was the son of Abiel.

52 And there was sore war against the Philistines all the days of Saul : and when Saul saw

any mighty man, or any valiant man, he 1took him unto him.

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37. CONFIRMATION AND GENERAL RECOGNITION OF SAUL AS KING.

(1) Saul's Victory over the Ammonites.

1 Samuel 11 : 1-11.

1 Then • Nahash the Ammonite came up, and encamped against Jabesh-gilead : and all the

men of Jabesh said unto Nahash, Make a covenant with us, and we will serve thee. 2 And Nahash

the Ammonite said unto them, On this condition will I make it with you, that all your right eyes

be put out; and I will lay it for a reproach upon all Israel. 3 And the elders of Jabesh said unto

him, Give us seven days' respite, that we may send messengers unto all the borders of Israel :

and then, if there be none to save us, we will come out to thee. 4 Then came the messengers to

Gibeah of Saul, and spake these words in the ears of the people : and all the people lifted up their

voice, and wept. 5 And, behold, Saul came following the oxen out of the field ; and Saul said,

What aileth the people that they weep ? And they told him the words of the men of Jabesh.

6 And the spirit of God came mightily upon Saul when he heard those words, and his anger was

kindled greatly. 7 And he took a yoke of oxen, and cut them in pieces, and sent them through

out all the borders of Israel by the hand of messengers, saying. Whosoever cometh not forth after

Saul and after Samuel, so shall it be done unto his oxen. And * the dread of the Lord fell on the

people, and they came out as one man. 8 And he numbered them in Bezek ; and the children of

Israel were three hundred thousand, and the men of Judah thirty thousand. 9 And they said unto

the messengers that came, Thus shall ye say unto the men of Jabesh-gilead, To-morrow, by the

time the sun is hot, ye shall have deliverance. And the messengers came and told the men of

Jabesh; and they were glad. 10 Therefore the men of Jabesh said, To-morrow we will come

out unto you, and ye shall do with us all that seemeth good unto you. 1 1 And it was so on the

morrow, that Saul put the people in three companies ; and they came into the midst of the camp

in the morning watch, and smote the Ammonites until the heat of the day : and it came to pass,

that they which remained were scattered, so that two of them were not left together.

(2) Confirmation of Saul as King at Gilgal.

1 Samuel 11 : 12-15.

12 And the people said unto Samuel, Who is he that said, Shall Saul reign over us? bring the

men, that we may put them to death. 13 And Saul said, There shall not a man be put to death

this day: for to-day the Lord hath wrought •deliverance in Israel.

14 Then said Samuel to the people, Come, and let us go to Gilgal, and renew the kingdom

there. 15 And all the people went to Gilgal ; and there they made Saul king before the Lord in

Gilgal ; and there they sacrificed sacrifices of peace offerings before the Lord ; and there Saul

and all the men of Israel rejoiced greatly.

(3) Samuel's last Transaction with the People at Gilgal.

1 Samuel 12: 1-25.

1 And Samuel said unto all Israel, Behold, I have hearkened unto your voice in all that ye

said unto me, and have made a king over you. 2 And now, behold, the king walketh before you :

and I am old and grayheaded ; and, behold, my sons are with you : and I have walked before you

from my youth unto this day. 3 Here I am : witness against me before the Lord, and before his

anointed : whose ox have I taken ? or whose ass have I taken ? or whom have I defrauded ?

whom have I oppressed ? or of whose hand have I taken a * ransom ' to blind mine eyes therewith ?

and I will restore it you. 4 And they said, Thou hast not defrauded us, nor oppressed us, neither

hast thou taken aught of any man's hand. 5 And he said unto them. The Lord is witness against

a The Sept. has, " And it came to pass after about a month, that Nahash," etc. b Or, " a terror from the Lord."

And they

said, He is witness. 6 And Samuel said unto the people, It is the Lord that • appointed Moses

and Aaron, and that brought your fathers up out of the land of Egypt. 7 Now therefore stand

still, that I may plead with you before the Lord concerning all the righteous acts of the Lord,

which he did to you and to your fathers. 8 When Jacob was come into Egypt, and your fathers

cried unto the LOrd, then the Lord sent Moses and Aaron, who brought forth your fathers out

of Egypt, and made them to dwell in this place. 9 But they forgat the Lord their God, and he

sold them into the hand of Sisera, captain of the host of Hazor, and into the hand of the Philis

tines, and into the hand of the king of Moab, and they fought against them. 10 And they cried

unto the Lord, and said, We have sinned, because we have forsaken the Lord, and have served

the Baalim and the Ashtaroth : but now deliver us out of the hand of our enemies, and we will

serve thee. 1 1 And the Lord sent Jerubbaal, and ' Bedan, and Jephthah, and Samuel, and de

livered you out of the hand of your enemies on every side, and ye dwelled in safety. 12 And

when ye saw that Nahash the king of the children of Ammon came against you, ye said unto me,

Nay, but a king shall reign over us : when the Lord your God was your king. 13 Now therefore

behold the king whom ye have chosen, and whom ye have asked for: and, behold, the Lord hath

set a king over you. 14 If ye will fear the Lord, and serve him, and hearken unto his voice, and

not rebel against the commandment of the Lord, • and both ye and also the king that reigneth over

you be followers of the Lord your God, well: 15 but if ye will not hearken unto the voice of the

Lord, but rebel against the commandment of the Lord, then shall the hand of the Lord be

against you, *as it was against your fathers. 16 Now therefore stand still and see this great thing,

which the Lord will do before your eyes. 17 Is it not wheat harvest to-day? I will call unto

the Lord, that he may send thunder and rain ; and ye shall know and see that your wickedness

is great, which ye have done in the sight of the Lord, in asking you a king. 18 So Samuel called

unto the Lord; and the Lord sent thunder and rain that day: and all the people greatly feared

the Lord and Samuel.

22 For

the Lord will not forsake his people for his great name's sake : because it hath pleased the Lord

to make you a people unto himself. 23 Moreover as for me, God forbid that I should sin against

the Lord in ceasing to pray for you : but I will instruct you in the good and the right way.

24 Only fear the Lord, and serve him in truth with all your heart : for consider how great things he

hath done for you. 25 But if ye shall still do wickedly, ye shall be consumed, both ye and your

king.

1 Samuel 13: 1,2.

1 Saul was \f thirty] years old when he began to reign ; and he reigned two years over Israel.

2 And Saul chose him three thousand men of Israel ; whereof two thousand were with Saul in

Michmash and in the mount of Beth-el, and a thousand were with Jonathan in Gibeah of Benja

min : and the rest of the people he sent every man to his tent.

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39. THE WAR AGAINST THE PHILISTINES.•

(1) Jonathan's Exploit in Gibeah.

1 Samuel 1 3 : 30.

3a And Jonathan smote the garrison of the Philistines that was in Geba, and the Philistines

heard of it.

(2) Saul summons Israel to Gilgal.

1 Samuel 13: 3*,4.

3* And Saul blew the trumpet throughout all the land, saying. Let the Hebrews hear. 4 And

all Israel heard say that Saul had smitten the garrison of the Philistines, and that Israel al-o

was had in abomination with the Philistines. And the people were gathered together after Saul

to Gilgal.

(3) The Philistines encamp in Michmash.

1 Samuel 13:5.

5 And the Philistines assembled themselves together to fight with Israel, thirty thousand

chariots, and six thousand horsemen, and people as the sand which is on the sea shore in multi

tude : and they came up, and pitched in Michmash, eastward of Beth-aven.

(4) The Distress of Israel.

I Samuel 1 3 : 6, 7, 19-23.

6 When the men of Israel saw that they were in a strait, (for the people were distressed,) then

the people did hide themselves in caves, and in thickets, and in rocks, and in *holds, and in •pits.

7 Now some of the Hebrews had gone over Jordan to the land of Gad and Gilead ; but as for

Saul, he was yet in Gilgal, and all the people followed him trembling.

19 Now there was no smith found throughout all the land of Israel : for the Philistines said,

Lest the Hebrews make them swords or spears: 20 but all the Israelites went down to the Phil

istines, to sharpen every man his share, and his coulter, and his axe, and his mattock; 21 *yet

they had a file for the mattocks, and for the coulters, and for the forks, and for the axes ; and to

set the gonds. 22 So it came to pass in the day of battle, that there was neither sword nor spear

found in the hand of any of the people that were with Saul and Jonathan : but with Saul and with

Jonathan his son was there found. 23 And the garrison of the Philistines went out unto the pass

of Michmash.

(5) Saul wrongly offers Sacrifice.

1 Samuel 13: 8, 9.

8 And he tarried seven days, according to the set time that Samuel had appointed : but Sam

uel came not to Gilgal; and the people were scattered from him. 9 And Saul said, Bring hither

the burnt offering to me, and the peace offerings. And he offered the burnt offering.

(6) Samuel's Prophecy of Retribution.

1 Samuel 13 : 10-14.

10 And it came to pass that, as soon as he had made an end of offering the burnt offering, be

hold, Samuel came ; and Saul went out to meet him, that he might •salute him. 11 And Samuel

said, What hast thou done? And Saul said, Because I saw that the people were scattered from

me, and that thou camest not within the days appointed, and that the Philistines assembled them-

rt Fifteen years, at least, and perhaps twenty, have been passed over m silence, since the last event mentioned in $38 ; for

Saul was a very young man at the time of his accession to the throne, ancptimc enough must have elapsed between the events

of vv.

Gilgal, and I have not intreated the favour of the Lord : I forced myself therefore, and offered

the burnt offering. 13 And Samuel said to Saul, Thou hast done foolishly : thou hast not kept the

commandment of the Lord thy God, which he commanded thee : for now would the Lord have

established thy kingdom upon Israel forever. 14 But now thy kingdom shall not continue: the

Lord hath sought him a man after his own heart, and the LOrd hath appointed him to be prince

over his people, because thou hast not kept that which the Lord commanded thee.

(7) Saul moves his Headquarters to Gibeah.

1 Samuel 13: 15, 16.

1 5 And Samuel arose, and gat him up from Gilgal unto Gibeah of Benjamin. And Saul

numbered the people that were present with him, about six hundred men. 16 And Saul, and

Jonathan his son, and the people that were present with them, abode in Geba of Benjamin : but

the Philistines encamped in Michmash.

(8) The three marauding Bands of the Philistines.

1 Samuel 1 3 : 1 7, 1 8.

17 And the spoilers came out of the camp of the Philistines in three companies : one company

turned unto the way that leadeth to Ophrah, unto the land of Shual: 18 and another company

turned the way to Beth-horon : and another company turned the way of the border that looketh

down upon the valley of Zeboim toward the wilderness.

(9) Jonathan's bold Attack on the Philistines.

1 Samuel 14: 1-16.

1 Now it fell upon a day, that Jonathan the son of Saul said unto the young man that bare

his armour, Come and let us go over to the Philistines' garrison, that is on yonder side. But he

told not his father. 2 And Saul abode in the uttermost part of Gibeah under the pomegranate

tree which is in Migron : and the people that were with him were about six hundred men ; 3 and

Ahijah, the son of Ahitub, Ichabod's brother, the son of Phinehas, the son of Eli, the priest of the

Lord in Shiloh, wearing an ephod. And the people knew not that Jonathan was gone. 4 And

between the passes, by which Jonathan sought to go over unto the Philistines' garrison, there was

a rocky crag on the one side, and a rocky crag on the other side : and the name of the one was

Bozez, and the name of the other Seneh. 5 The one crag rose up on the north in front of Mich

mash, and the other on the south in front of Geba. 6 And Jonathan said to the young man that

bare his armour. Come and let us go over unto the garrison of these uncircumcised : it may be that

the Lord will work for us: for there is no restraint to the Lord to save by many or by few.

7 And his armourbearer said unto him, Do all that is in thine heart; turn thee, behold I am with

thee according to thy heart. 8 Then said Jonathan, Behold, we will pass over unto the men, and

we will discover ourselves unto them. 9 If they say thus unto us, Tarry until we come to you;

then we will stand still in our place, and will not go up unto them. 10 But if they say thus, Come

up unto us; then we will go up: for the LOrd hath delivered them into our hand : and this shall

be the sign unto us. 11 And both of them discovered themselves unto the garrison of the Philis

tines: and the Philistines said, Behold, the Hebrews come forth out of the holes where they had

hid themselves. 12 And the men of the garrison answered Jonathan and his armourbearer, and

said, Come up to us, and we will shew you a thing. And Jonathan said unto his armourbearer.

Come up after me: for the Lord hath delivered them into the hand of Israel. 13 And Jonathan

climbed up upon his hands and upon his feet, and his armourbearer after him : and they fell before

Jonathan; and his armourbearer slew them after him. 14 And that first slaughter, which Jonathan

and his armourbearer made, was about twenty men, within as it were • half a furrow's length in an

a Or, " half an acre of land."
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acre of land. 15 And there was a trembling in the camp, in the field, and among all the people ;

the garrison, and the spoilers, they also trembled: and the earth quaked; so there was •an ex-

teeding great trembling. 16 And the watchmen of Saul in Gibeah of Benjamin looked ; and, be

hold, the multitude melted away, and they we:.t hither and thither.

(10) Flight and Overthrow of the Philistines.

1 Samuel 14: 17-23.

17 Then said Saul unto the people that were with him, Number now, and see who is gone

from us. And when they had numbered, behold, Jonathan and his armourbearer were not there.

18 And Saul said unto Ahijah, * Bring hither the ark of God. For the ark of God was there at

that time •with the children of Israel. 19 And it came to pass, while Saul talked unto the priest,

that the tumult that was in the camp of the Philistines went on and increased: and Saul said unto

the priest, Withdraw thine hand. 20 And Saul and all the people that were with him were gath

ered together, and came to the battle . and, behold, every man's sword was against his fellow,

and there was a very great discomfiture. 21 Now the Hebrews that were with the Philistines as

beforetime, which went up with them * into the camp •from the country round about ; even they

also turned to be with the Israelites that were with Saul and Jonathan. 22 Likewise all the men

of Israel which had hid themselves in the hill country of Ephraim, when they heard that the

Philistines fled, even they also followed hard after them in the battle. 23 So the Lord saved

Israel that day : and the battle passed over by Beth-aven.

(n) Saul's rash Curse and its Consequences.

1 Samuel 14 : 24-46.

24 And the men of Israel were distressed that day : but Saul adjured the people, saying, Cursed

be the man that eateth any food until it be evening, and I be avenged on mine enemies. So none

of the people tasted food. 25 And all /the people came into the forest; and there was honey

upon the ground. 26 And when the people were come unto the forest, behold, a the honey dropped :

but no man put his hand to his mouth ; for the people feared the oath. 27 But Jonathan heard

not when his father charged the people with the oath : wherefore he put forth the end of the rod

that was in his hand, and dipped it in the honeycomb, and put his hand to his mouth; and his

eyes were enlightened. 28 Then answered one of the people, and said, Thy father straitly charged

the people with an oath, saying, Cursed be the man that eaieih food this day. And the people

were faint. 2c)Then said Jonathan, My father hath troubled the land ; see, I pray you, how mine

eyes have been enlightened, because I tasted a little of this honey. 30 How much more, if haply

the people had eaten freely to-day of the spoil of their enemies which they found ? * for now hath

there been no great slaughter among the Philistines. 31 And they smote of the Philistines that

day from Michmash to Aijalon : and the people were very faint. 32 And the people flew upon

the spoil, and took sheep, and oxen, and calves, and slew them on the ground: and the people

did eat them with the blood. 33 Then they told Saul, saying, Behold, the people sin against the

Lord, in that they eat with the blood. And he said, Ye have dealt treacherously : roll a great

stone unto me this day. 34 And Saul said, Disperse yourselves among the people, and say unto

them, Bring me hither every man his ox, and every man his sheep, and slay them here, and eat ;

and sin not against the Lord in eating with the blood. And all the people brought every man

his ox with him that night, and slew them there. 35 And Saul built an altar unto the Lord : the

same was the first altar that he built unto the Lord.

36 And Saul said, Let us go down after the Philistines by night, and spoil them until the morning

light, and let us not leave a man of them. And they said, Do whatsoever seemeth good unto thee.

But he answered

him not that day. 38 And Saul said, Draw nigh hither, all ye • chiefs of the people : and know and

see wherein this sin hath been this day. 39 For, as the Lord liveth, which saveth Israel, though it

be in Jonathan my son, he shall surely die. But there was not a man among all the people that an

swered him. 4oThen said he unto all Israel, Be ye on one side, and I and Jonathan my son will be

on the other side. And the people said unto Saul. Do what seemeth good unto thee. 41 There

fore Saul said unto the Lord, the God of Israel, *Shew the right. And Jonathan and Saul were

taken by lot : but the people escaped. 42 And Saul said, Cast lots between me and Jonathan my

son. 43 And Jonathan was taken. Then Saul said to Jonathan, Tell me what thou hast done. And

Jonathan told him, and said, I did certainly taste a little honey with the end of the rod that was in

mine hand ; and, lo, I must die. 44 And Saul said, God do so and more also : for thou shalt surely

die, Jonathan. 45 And the people said unto Saul, Shall Jonathan die, who hath wrought this

great salvation in Israel ? God forbid : as the Lord liveth, there shall not one hair of his head

fall to the ground ; for he hath wrought with God this day. So the people * rescued Jonathan,

that he died not. 46 Then Saul went up from following the Philistines : and the Philistines went

to their own place.

40. JEHOVAH'S REJECTION OF SAUL.

(1) The Commission to destroy Amai.ek.

1 Samuel 15 : 1-3.

I And Samuel said unto Saul, The Lord sent me to anoint thee to be king over his people,

over Israel : now therefore hearken thou unto the voice of the words of the Lord. 2 Thus saith

the Lord of hosts, I * have marked that which Amalek did to Israel, how he set himself against

him in the way, when he came up out of Egypt. 3 Now go and smite Amalek, and • utterly

destroy all that they have, and spare them not ; but slay both man and woman, infant and suck

ling, ox and sheep, camel and ass.

(2) Saul's Disobedience.

I Samuel 1 5 : 4-9.

4 And Saul summoned the people, and numbered them in Telaim, two hundred thousand

footmen, and ten thousand men of Judah. 5 And Saul came to the city of Amalek, and /laid

wait in the valley. 6 And Saul said unto the Kenites, Go, depart, get you down from among the

Amalekites, lest I destroy you wiih them : for ye shewed kindness to all the children of Israel,

when they came up out of Egypt. So the Kenites departed from among the Amalekites. 7 And

Saul smote the Amalekites. from Havilah as thou goest to Shur, that is before Egypt. 8 And he

took Agagthe king of the Amalekites alive, and utterly destroyed all the people with the edge of

the sword. 9 But Saul and the people spared Agag, and the best of the sheep, and of the oxen,

and of the fatlings, and the lambs, and all that was good, and would not utterly desiroy them : but

every thing that was vile and refuse, that they destroyed utterly.

(3) The Penalty of Disobedience.

I Samuel 15 : 10-31.

IoThen came the word of the Lord unto Samuel, saying, 11 It repenteth me that I have set

up Saul to he king: for he is turned back from following me, and halh not performed my com

mandments. And Samuel was wroth ; and he cried unto the Lord all night. 12 And Samuel

rose early to meet Saul in the morning; and it was told Samuel, saying, Saul came to Carmel.and,

behold, he set him up a " monument, and is gone about, and passed on, and gone down to Gilgal.

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13 And Samuel came to Saul : and Saul said unto him, Blessed be thou of the Lord : I have per

formed the commandment of the Lord. 14 And Samuel said, What meaneth then this bleating

of the sheep in mine ears, and the lowing of the oxen which I hear? 15 And Saul said, They have

brought them from the Amalekites : for the people spared the best of the sheep and of the oxen,

to sacrifice unto the Lord thy God ; and the rest we have • utterly destroyed. 16 Then Samuel

said unto Saul, Stay, and I will tell thee what the Lord hath said to me this night. And he said

unto him, Say on. 17 And Samuel said, * Though thou wast little in thine own sight, wast thou not

made the head of the tribes of Israel ? And the Lord anointed thee king over Israel ; 18 and the

Lord sent thee on a journey, and said. Go and utterly destroy the sinners the Amalekites, and

fight against them until they be consumed. 19 Wherefore then didst thou not obey the voice of

the Lord, but didst fly upon the spoil, and didst that which was evil in the sight of the Lord ?

20 And Saul said unto Samuel, Yea, I have obeyed the voice of the Lord, and have gone the way

which the Lord sent me, and have brought Agag the king of Amalek, and have • utterly destroyed

the Amalekites. 21 But the people took of the spoil, sheep and oxen, the chief of the devoted

things, to sacrifice unto the Lord thy God in Gilgal. 22 And Samuel said. Hath the Lord

as great delight in burnt offerings and sacrifices, as in obeying the voice of the Lord ? Behold,

to obey is better than sacrifice, and to hearken than the fat of rams. 23 For rebellion is as the

sin of •witchcraft, and stubbornness is as *idolatry and •teraphim. Because thou hath rejected

the word of the Lord, he hath also rejected thee from being king. 24 And Saul said unto Samuel,

I have sinned : for I have transgressed the commandment of the Lord, and thy words : because

I feared the people, and obeyed their voice. 25 Now therefore, I pray thee, pardon my sin, and

turn again with me, that I may worship the Lord. 26 And Samuel said unto Saul, I will not re

turn with thee : for thou hast rejected the word of the Lord, and the Lord hath rejected thee

from being king over Israel. 27 And as Samuel turned about to go away, he laid hold upon

the skirt of his robe, and it rent. 28 And Samuel said unto him, The Lord hath rent the king

dom of Israel from thee this day, and hath given it to a neighbour of thine, that is better than thou.

29 And also the /Strength of Israel will not lie nor repent : for he is not a man, that he should

repent. 30 Then he said, I have sinned : yet honour me now, I pray thee, before the elders of my

people, and before Israel, and turn again with me, that I may worship the Lord thy God. 31 So

Samuel turned again after Saul; and Saul worshipped the Lord.

(4) The Fate of Agag.

1 Samuel 15:32, 33.

32 Then said Samuel, Bring ye hither to me Agag the king of the Amalekites. And Agag

came unto him > delicately. And Agag said, Surely the bitterness of death is past. 33 And

Samuel said, As thy sword hath made women childless, so shall thy mother be childless among

women. And Samuel hewed Agag in pieces before the Lord in Gilgal.

(5) Samuel and Saul part.

1 Samuel 15:34, 35.

34 Then Samuel went to Ramah ; and Saul went up to his house to Gibeah of Saul. 35 And

Samuel came no more to see Saul until the day of his death ; * for Samuel mourned for Saul : and

the Lord repented that he had made Saul king over Israel.

THE DECLINE OF SAUL AND THE RISE OF DAVID.

I. The Early History of David.

41. DAVID CHOSEN AND ANOINTED AS SAUL'S SUCCESSOR BY SAMUEL.

1 Samuel 16: 1- 13.

1 And the Lord said unto Samuel, How long wilt thou mourn for Saul, seeing I have re

jected him from being king over Israel? fill thine horn with oil, and go, I will send thee to Jesse

the Beth-lehemite : for I have provided me a king among his sons. 2 And Samuel said, How can

I go ? if Saul hear it, he will kill me. And the LOrd said. Take an heifer with thee, and say, I

am come to sacrifice to the Lord. 3 And call Jesse to the sacrifice, and I will shew thee what

thou shalt do : and thou shalt anoint unto me him whom I name unto thee. 4 And Samuel did

that which the Lord spake, and came to Beth-lehem. And the elders of the city came to meet

him trembling, and said, Comest thou peaceably ? 5 And he said, Peaceably : I am come to sac

rifice unto the Lord : sanctify yourselves, and come with me to the sacrifice. And he sanctified

Jesse and his sons, and called them to the sacrifice. 6 And it came to pass, when they were come,

that he looked on • Eliab, and said, Surely the Lord's anointed is before him. 7 But the Lord

said unto Samuel, Look not on his countenance, or on the height of his stature ; because I have

rejected him : for the Lord seeth not as man seeth; for man looketh on the outward appearance,

but the Lord looketh on the heart. 8 Then Jesse called Abinadab, and made him pass before

Samuel. And he said, Neither hath the LOrd chosen this. 9 Then Jesse made *Shammah

to pass by. And he said, Neither hath the Lord chosen this. 10 And Jesse made seven of his

sons to pass before Samuel. And Samuel said unto Jesse, The Lord hath not chosen these.

II And Samuel said unto Jesse, Are here all thy children ? And he said, There remaineth yet the

youngest, and, behold, he keepeth the sheep. And Samuel said unto Jesse, Send and fetch him :

for we will not sit •down till he come hither. 12 And he sent, and brought him in. Now he was

ruddy, and withal *of a beautiful countenance, and goodly to look upon. And the Lord said,

Arise, anoint him: for this is he. 13 Then Samuel took the horn of oil, and anointed him in the

midst of his brethren : and the spirit of the Lord came mightily upon David from that day for

ward. So Samuel rose up, and went to Ramah.

42. DAVID'S INTRODUCTION TO THE COURT OF SAUL.

1 Samuel 16: 14-23.

14 Now the spirit of the Lord had departed from Saul, and an evil spirit from the Lord

•troubled him. 15 And Saul's servants said unto him. Behold now, an evil spirit from God

troubleth thee. 16 Let our lord now command thy servants, which are before thee, to seek out a

man who is a cunning player on the harp: and it shall come to pass, when the evil spirit from

God is upon thee, that he shall play with his hand, and thou shalt be well. 17 And Saul said unto

his servants, Provide me now a man that can play well, and bring him to me. 18 Then answered

one of the young men, and said. Behold, I have seen a son of Jesse the Beth-lehemite, that is cun

ning in playing, and a mighty man of valour, and a man of war, and /prudent in 'speech, and a

comely person, and the Lord is with him. 19 Wherefore Saul sent messengers unto Jesse, and

Slid, Send me David thy son, which is with the sheep. 20 And Jesse took an ass laden with

bread, and a * bottle of wine, and a kid, and sent them by David his son unto Saul. 21 And David

a In 1 Chronicles 27 : 18, " Elihu."

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came to Saul, and stood before him : and he loved him greatly ; and he became his armourbearer.

22 And Saul sent to Jesse, saying, Let David, I pray thee, stand before me; for he hath found

favour in my sight. 23 And it came to pass, when the evil spirit from God was upon Saul, that

David took the harp, and played with his hand : so Saul was refreshed, and was well, and the evil

spirit departed from him.

II. David's Advancement and Saul's growing Jealousy.

43. THE STORY OF DAVID AND GOLIATH.

(1) The Invasion of the Philistines.

I Samuel 17:1-3.

I Now the Philistines gathered together their armies to battle, and they were gathered together

at Socoh, which belongeth to Judah, and pitched between Socoh and Azekah, in Ephes-dammim.

2 And Saul and the men of Israel were gathered together, and pitched in the vale of • Elah, and

set the battle in array against the Philistines. 3 And the Philistines stood on the mountain on

the one side, and Israel stood on the mountain on the other side : and there was a valley between

ihem.

(2) The Challenge of Goliath.

I Samuel 17:4-11.

4 And there went out a champion out of the camp of the Philistines, named Goliath, of Gath,

whose height was six cubits and a span. 5 And he had an helmet of brass upon his head, and he

A'as clad with a coat of mail ; and the weight of the coat was five thousand shekels of brass.

6 And he had greaves of brass upon his legs, and a *javelin of brass between his shoulders. 7 And

the • staff of his spear was like a weaver's beam ; and his spear's hcudweighed six hundred shekels

of iron : and his shieldbearer went before him. 8 And he stood and cried unto the *armies of

Israel, and said unto them, Why are ye come out to set your battle in array ? am not I a Philis

tine, and ye servants to Saul ? choose you a man for you, and let him come down to me. 9 If

he be able to fight with me, and kill me, then will we be your servants: but if I prevail against

him, and kill him, then shall ye be our servants, and serve us. 10 And the Philistine said, I •defy

the armies of Israel this day ; give me a man, that we may fight together. 1 1 And when Saul and

all Israel heard those words of the Philistine, they were dismayed, and greatly afraid.

(3) David is sent by his Father to his Brethren in the Army.

1 Samuel 17 : 12-22.

12 / Now David was the son of that Ephrathite of Beth-lehem-judah, whose name was Jesse ;

and he had eight sons : and the man was an old man in the days of Saul, stricken in years among

men. 13 And the three eldest sons of Jesse had gone after Saul to the battle : and the names of

his three sons that went to the battle were Eliab the firstborn, and next unto him Abinadab, and

the third Shammah. 14 And David was the youngest : and the three eldest followed Saul. 15 Now

David went to and fro from Saul to feed his father's sheep at Beth-lehem. 16 And the Philistine

drew near morning and evening, and presented himself forty days.

17 And Jesse said unto David his son, Take now for thy brethren an ephah of this parched corn,

and these ten loaves, and carry them quickly to the camp to thy brethren ; 18 and bring these ten

cheeses unto the captain of their thousand, and look how thy brethren fare, anil take their pledge.

19 Now Saul, and they, and all the men of Israel, > were in the vale of Elah, fighting with the

Philistines. 20 And David rose up early in the morning, and left the sheep with a keeper, and

a Or, * the terebinth." £The Sept. and Vulgate have, "target." c Or, according to another reading, ''blade.*

rfHeb. "ranks," and in vv. io» 21, 22, 26, etc. e Or, " reproach." /The Sept. omits vv.

took, and went, as Jesse had commanded him ; and he came to the • place of the wagons, as the

host which was going forth to the * tight shouted for the battle. 21 And Israel and the Philistines

put the battle in array, army against army. 22 And David left his baggage in the hand of the

keeper of the baggage, and ran to the army, anil came and saluted his brethren.

(4) David accepts Goliath's Challenge.

I Samuel 17 : 23-37.

23 And as he talked with them, behold, there came up the champion, the Philistine of Gath,

Goliath by name, out of the ranks of the Philistines, and spake according to the same words : and

David heard them. 24 And all the men of Israel, when they saw the man, fled from him, and

were sore afraid. 25 And the men of Israel said, Have ye seen this man that is come up ? surely

to defy Israel is he come up : and it shall be, that the man who killeth him, the king will enrich

him with great riches, and will give him his daughter, and make his father's house free in Israel.

26 And David spake to the men that stood by him, saying, What shall be done to the man that

killeth this Philistine, and taketh away the reproach from Israel ? for who is this uncircumcised

Philistine, that he should defy the armies of the living God ? 27 And the people answered him

after this manner, saying. So shall it be done to the man that killeth him. 28 And Eliab his eldest

brother heard when he spake unto the men ; and Eliab's anger was kindled against David, and

he said. Why art thou come down ? and with whom hast thou left those few sheep in the wilder

ness ? I know thy pride, and the naughtiness of thine heart ; for thou art come down that thou

mightest see the battle. 29 And David said, What have I now done? eIs there not a cause?

30 And he turned away from him toward another, and spake after the same manner: and the

people answered him again after the former manner. 31 And when the words were heard which

David spake, they rehearsed them before Saul; and he sent for him. 32 And David said to Saul,

Let no man's heart fail *because of him ; thy servant will go and fight with this Philistine. 33 And

Saul said to David, Thou art not able to go against this Philistine to fight with him : for thou art

but a youth, and he a man of war from his youth. 34 And David said unto Saul, Thy servant

kept his father's sheep ; • and when there came a lion, or a bear, and took a lamb out of the flock,

35 I went out after him, and smote him, and delivered it out of his mouth : and when he arose

against me, I caught him by his beard, and smote him, and slew him. 36 Thy servant smote both

the lion and the bear: and this uncircumcised Philistine shall be as one of them, seeing he hath

/defied the armies of the living God. 37 And David said, The Lord that delivered me out of the

paw of the lion, and out of the paw of the bear, he will deliver me out of the hand of this Philis

tine. And Saul said unto David, Go, and the Lord shall be with thee.

(5) David's Contest with Goliath.

1 Samuel 17:38-51.

38 And Saul clad David with his apparel, and he put an helmet of brass upon his head, and he

clad him with a coat of mail. 39 And David girded his sword upon his apparel, and he assayed

to go ; for he had not proved it. And David said unto Saul, I cannot go with these ; for I have

not proved them. And David put them off him. 40 And he took his staff in his hand, and chose

him five smooth stones out of the t brook, and put them in the shepherd's bag which he had, even

in his scrip ; and his sling was in his hand : and he drew near to the Philistine. 41 And the

Philistine came on and drew near unto David , and the man that bare the shield went before him.

42 And when the Philistine looked about, and saw David, he disdained him : for he was but a

youth, and ruddy, and withal of a fair countenance. 43 And the Philistine said unto David, Am I

a dog, that thou comest to me with staves ? And the Philistine cursed David by his gods. 44 And

the Philistine said to David, Come to me, and I will give thy flesh unto the fowls of the air, and to

a Or, ''barricade." b Or, " battle ground." c Or, " Was it not but a word?" rfOr, ** within him." *Or,"and

there came a lion and a bear . . . and I went out," etc. /Or, " reproached." ^Or, " torrent bed."
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the beasts of the field. 45 Then said David to the Philistine, Thou comest to me with a sword,

and with a spear, and with a javelin : but I come to thee in the name of the Lord of hosts, the

God of the armies of Israel, which thou hast defied. 46 This day will the Lord deliver thee into

mine hand ; and I will smite thee, and take thine head from off thee ; and I will give the carcases

of the hosts of the Philistines this day unto the fowls of the air, and to the wild beasts of the

earth ; that all the earth may know that there is a God in Israel : 47 and that all this assembly

may know that the Lord saveth not with sword and spear : for the battle is the Lord's, and he

will give you into our hand. 48 And it came to pass, when the Philistine arose, and came and drew

nigh to meet David, that David hastened, and ran toward the army to meet the Philistine. 49 And

David put his hand in his bag, and took thence a stone, and slang it, and smote the Philistine in

his forehead ; and the stone sank into his forehead, and he fell upon his face to the earth. 50 So

David prevailed over the Philistine with a sling and with a stone, and smote the Philistine, and

slew him ; but there was no sword in the hand of David. 51 Then David ran, and stood over the

Philistine, and took his sword, and drew it out of the sheath thereof, and slew him, and cut off his

head therewith. And when the Philistines saw that their •champion was dead, they fled.

(6) David once more in the royal Presence.

1 Samuel 17: 55-58.

55 And when Saul saw David go forth against the Philistine, he said unto Abner, the captain

of the host, Abner, whose son is this youth ? And Abner said. As thy soul liveth, O king, I can

not tell. 56 And the king said, Inquire thou whose son the stripling is. 57 And as David returned

from the slaughter of the Philistine, Abner took him, and brought him before Saul with the head

of the Philistine in his hand. 58 And Saul said to him. Whose son art thou, thou young man ? And

David answered, I am the son of thy servant Jesse the Beth-lehemite.

(7) The Deed of Shammah.*

[2 Samuel 23 : 1 \b, 12.]

1 1* And the Philistines were gathered to

gether • into a troop, where was a plot of ground

full of lentils ; and the people fled from the Phi

listines. 12 But he stood in the midst of the plot,

and defended it, and slew the Philistines : and

the Lord wrought a great * victory.

[1 Chronicles 11:13, 14.]

13 He was with David at•Pas-dammim.and

there the Philistines were gathered together to

battle, where was a plot of ground full of barley ;

and the people fled from before the Philistines.

14 And they stood in the midst of the plot, and

defended it, and slew the Philistines; and the

Lord saved them by a great * victory.

(8) The Rout of the Philistines.

1 Samuel 17 : 52-54.

52 And the men of Israel and of Judah arose, and shouted, and pursued the Philistines, until

thou comest to / Gai, and to the gates of Ekron. And the wounded of the Philistines fell down by

the way to f Shaaraim, even unto Gath.and unto Ekron. 53 And the children of Israel returned

from chasing after the Philistines, and they spoiled their camp. 54 And David took the head of

the Philistine, and brought it to Jerusalem ; but he put his armour in his tent.

44. DAVID AT THE COURT OF SAUL.

(1) Saul attaches David to his Suit.

1 Samuel 18:2.

2 And Saul took him that day, and would let him go no more home to his father's house.

I Samuel 18: I, 3, 4.

1 And it came to pass, when he had made an end of speaking unto Saul, that the soul of Jona

than was knit with the soul of David, and Jonathan loved him as his own soul. 3 Then Jonathan

and David made a covenant, because he loved him as his own soul. 4 And Jonathan stripped him

self of the robe that was upon him, and gave it to David, and his apparel, even to his sword, and

to his bow, and to his girdle.

(3) David's Popularity.

1 Samuel 18: 5.

5 And David • went out whithersoever Saul sent him, and * behaved himself wisely : and Saul

set him over the men of war, and it was good in the sight of all the people, and also in the sight

of Saul's servants.

(4) Saul's Hatred toward David.

1 Samuel 18 :6-16.

6 And it came to pass as they came, when David returned from the slaughter of the • Philistine,

that the women came out of all the cities of Israel, singing and dancing, to meet king Saul, with

timbrels, with joy, and with * instruments of music. 7 And the women 'sang one to another in

their play, and said,

Saul hath slain his thousands,

And David his ten thousands.

8 And Saul was very wroth, and this saying displeased him ; and he said, They have ascribed unto

David ten thousands, and to me they have ascribed but thousands : and what can he have more

but the kingdom ? 9 And Saul eyed David from that day and forward.

10 And it came to pass on the morrow, that an evil spirit from God came mightily upon Saul,

and he / prophesied in the midst of the house: and David played with his hand, as he did day by

day : and Saul had his spear in his hand, 11 And Saul cast the spear; for he said, I will smite

David even to the wall. And David avoided out of his presence twice. 12 And Saul was afraid

of David, because the Lord was with him, and was departed from Saul. ^Therefore Saul re

moved him from him, and made him his captain over a thousand ; and he went out and came in

before the people. 14 And David 'behaved himself wisely in all his ways; and the Lord was with

him. 15 And when Saul saw that he behaved himself very wisely, he stood in awe of him. 16 But

all Israel and Judah loved David ; for he went out and came in before them.

(5) Saul's artful Attempt against David's Life.

17 And Saul said to David. Behold, my elder daughter Merab, her will I give thee to wife:

only be thou valiant for me, and fight the Lord's battles. For Saul said, Let not mine hand be

upon him, but let the hand of the Philistines be upon him. 18 And David said unto Saul, Who am

I, and > what is my life, or my father's family in Israel, that I should be son in law to the king?

19 But it came to pass at the time Merab Saul's daughter should have been given to David, that

she was given unto Adriel the Meholathite to wife. 20 And Michal Saul's daughter loved David :

and they told Saul, and the thing pleased him. 21 And Saul said, I will give him her, that she

may be a snare to him, and that the hand of the Philistines may be against him. Wherefore Saul

said to David, Thou shalt this day be my son in law a second time. 22 And Saul commanded his

servants, saying. Commune with David secretly, and say, Behold, the king hath delight in thee,

and all his servants love thee : now therefore be the king's son in law. 23 And Saul's servants

aOr,"went out; whithersoever Saul sent him. he," etc. b Or, " prospered." c Or, " Philistines." rfOr/'tri-

angles."

And David said, Seemeth it to you a light thing to be

the king's son m law, seeing that I am a poor man, and lightly esteemed ? 24 And the servants

of Saul told him, saying, On this manner spake David. 25 And Saul said, Thus shall ye say to

David, The kingdesireth not any dowry, but an hundred foreskins of the Philistines, to be avenged

of the king's enemies. Now Saul thought to make David fall by the hand of the Philistines. 26 And

when his servants told David these words, it pleased David well to be the king's son in law. And

the days were not expired ; 27 and David arose and went, he and his men, and slew of the Philis

tines two hundred men ; and David brought their foreskins, and they gave them in full tale to the

king, that he might be the king's son in law. And Saul gave him Michal his daughter to wife.

28 And Saul saw and knew that the Lord was with David ; and Michal Saul's daughter loved

him. 29 And Saul was yet the more afraid of David ; and Saul was David's enemy continually.

(6) David's increasing Popularity.

1 Samuel 18 : 30.

30 Then the princes of the Philistines went forth : and it came to pass, as often as they went

forth, that David • behaved himself more wisely than all the servants of Saul ; so that his name

was much * set by.

(7) Jonathan proves his Friendship for David.

1 Samuel 19: 1-7.

1 And Saul spake to Jonathan his son, and to all his servants, that they should slay David.

2 But Jonathan Saul's son delighted much in David. And Jonathan told David, saying, Saul my

father seeketh to slay thee : now therefore, I pray thee, take heed to thyself in the morning, and

abide in a secret place, and hide thyself : 3 and I will go out and stand beside my father in the

field where thou art, and I will commune with my father of thee ; and if I see aught. I will tell

thee. 4 And Jonathan spake good of David unto Saul his father, and snid unto him. Let not the

king sin against his servant, against David ; because he hath not sinned against thee, and because

his works have been to thee-ward very good : 5 for he put his life in his hand, and smote the

Philistine, and the Lord wrought a great • victory for all Israel : thou sawest it, and didst rejoice :

wherefore then wilt thou sin against innocent blood, to slay David without a cause ? 6 And Saul

hearkened unto the voice of Jonathan : and Saul sware. As the LOrd liveth, he shall not be put to

death. 7 And Jonathan called David, and Jonathan shewed him all those things. And Jonathan

brought David to Saul, and he was in his presence, as beforetime.

45. DAVID IS FORCED TO LEAVE COURT.

(1) David escapes by Michal's Help.

1 Samuel 19:8-17.

8 And there was war again : and David went out, and fought with the Philistines, and slew

them with a great slaughter ; and they fled before him. 9 And * an evil spirit from the Lord was

upon Saul, as he sat in his house with his spear in his hand; and David played with his hand.

10 And Saul sought to smite David even to the wall with the spear; but he slipped away out of

Saul's presence, and he smote the spear into the wall : and David fled, and escaped that night.

11 And Saul sent messengers unto David's house, to watch him, and to slay him in the morning:

and Michal David's wife told him, saying, If thou save not thy life to-night, to-morrow thou shalt

be slain.

18 Now David fled, and escaped, and came to Samuel to Ramah, and told him all that Saul had

done to him. And he and Samuel went and dwelt in Naioth. 19 And it was told Saul, saying.

Behold, David is at Naioth in Ramah. 20 And Saul sent messengers to take David : and when

they saw the company of the prophets prophesying, and Samuel standing as head over them, the

spirit of God came upon the messengers of Saul, and they also prophesied. 21 And when it was

told Saul, he sent other messengers, and they also prophesied. And Saul sent messengers again

the third time, and they also prophesied. 22 Then went he also to Ramah, and came to • the great

* well that is in Secu : and he asked and said, Where are Samuel and David ? And one said, Be

hold, they be at Naioth in Ramah. 23 And he went thither to Naioth in Ramah : and the spirit

of God came upon him also, and he went on, and prophesied, until he came to Naioth in Ramah.

24 And he also stripped off his clothes, and he also prophesied before Samuel, and • lay down naked

all that day and all that night. Wherefore they say, Is Saul also among the prophets ?

(3) The Conference between David and Jonathan.

1 Samuel 20 : 1-23.

1 And David fled from Naioth in Ramah, and came and said before Jonathan, What have I

done? what is mine iniquity ? and what is my sin before thy father, that he seeketh my life? 2 And

he said unto him, God forbid ; thou shalt not die : behold, my father doeth nothing either great or

small, but that he * discloseth it unto me : and why should my father hide this thing from me ? it is not

so. 3 And David sware moreover, and said, Thy father knoweth well that I have found grace in

thine eyes; and he saith, Let not Jonathan know this, lest he be grieved : but truly as the LOrd liveth,

as thy soul liveth, there is but a step between me and death. 4 Then said Jonathan unto David,

•Whatsoever thy soul / desireth, I will even do it for thee. 5 And David said unto Jonathan, Be

hold, to-morrow is the new moon, and I should not fail to sit with the king at meat : but let me go,

that I may hide myself in the field unto the third day at even. 6 If thy father miss me at all, then

say, David earnestly asked leave of me that he might run to Beth-lehem his city : for it is the yearly

sacrifice there for all the family. 7 If he say thus, It is well ; thy servant shall have peace : but if

he be wroth, then know that evil is determined by him. 8 Therefore deal kindly with thy servant ;

for thou hast brought thy servant into a covenant of the Lord with thee: but if there be in me

iniquity, slay me thyself; for why shouldest thou bring me to thy father? 9 And Jonathan said,

Far be it from thee : for if I should at all know that evil were determined by my father to come

upon thee, then would not I tell it thee? 10Then said David to Jonathan, Who shall tell me if

perchance thy father answer thee roughly ? 1 1 And Jonathan said unto David, Come and let us

go out into the field. And they went out both of them into the field.

12 And Jonathan said unto David, The Lord, the God of Israel, be witness ; when I have

sounded my father about this time to-morrow, or the third day, behold, if there be good toward

David, shall I not then send unto thee, and disclose it unto thee? 13 The LOrd do so to Jona

than, and more also, should it please my father to do thee evil, if I disclose it not unto thee, and

send thee away, that thou mayest go in peace: and the LOrd be with thee, as he hath been with

my father. 14 And thou shalt not only while yet I live shew me the kindness of the Lord, that I

a The Sept. has." the well of the threshing-floor that is," etc. £0r, "cistern.'* _ r Or, " fell." dHeb." uncovereth

mine ear." e Or, " What doth thy soul desire, that I should do it for theihee ? " /Heb. " saith."

Lord hath cut off the enemies of David every one from the face of the earth. 16 So Jonathan

made a covenant with the house of David, saying. And the Lord shall require it at the hand of

David's enemies. 17 And Jonathan caused David to swear again. « for the love that he had to

him : for he loved him as he loved his own soul. 18 Then Jonathan said unto him. To-morrow

is the new moon: and thou shalt be missed, because thy seat will be *empty. 19 And when thou

hast stayed three days, thou shalt go down ' quickly, and come to the place where thou didst hide

thyself ''when the business was in hand, and shalt remain by •the stone Ezel. 20 And I will

shoot three arrows on the side thereof, as though I shot at a mark. 21 And, behold, I will send

the lad, saying, Go, find the arrows. If I say unto the lad, Behold, the arrows are on this side of

thee : take / them, and come ; for there is peace to thee and > no hurt, as the LorD liveth. 22 But

if I say thus unto the boy, Behold, the arrows are beyond thee: go thy way; for the Lord hath

sent thee away. 23 And as touching the matter which thou and I have spoken of, behold, the

Lord is between thee and me forever.

(4) Jonathan learns of his Father's Intentions towards David.

1 Samuel 20 : 24-34.

24 So David hid himself in the field : and when the new moon was come, the king sat him

down to eat meat. 25 And the king sat upon his seat, as at other times, even upon the seat by

the wall ; and Jonathan stood up, and Abner sat by Saul's side: but David's place was empty.

26 Nevertheless Saul spake not any thing that day: for he thought, Something hath befallen him,

he is not clean ; surely he is not clean. 27 And it came to pass on the morrow after the new moon,

which was the second day, that David's place was empty : and Saul said unto Jonathan his son,

Wherefore cometh not the son of Jesse to meat, neither yesterday, nor to-day ? 28 And Jonathan

answered Saul, David earnestly asked leave of me to go to Beth-lehem : 29 and he said, Let me go,

I pray thee ; for our family hath a sacrifice in the city ; and my brother, he hath commanded me

to be there : and now, if I have found favour in thine eyes, let me get away, I pray thee, and see

my brethren. Therefore he is not come unto the king's table. 30 Then Saul's anger was kindled

against Jonathan, and he said unto him, Thou son of a perverse rebellious woman, do not I know

that thou hast chosen the son of Jesse to thine own shame, and unto the shame of thy mother's

nakedness? 31 For as long as the son of Jesse liveth upon the ground, thou shalt not be stab-

lished, nor thy kingdom. Wherefore now send and fetch him unto me, for he * shall surely die.

32 And Jonathan answered Saul his father, and said unto him, Wherefore should he be put to

death? what hath he done? 33 And Saul cast his spear at him to smite him : whereby Jonathan

knew that it was determined of his father to put David to death. 34 So Jonathan arose from the

table in fierce anger, and did eat no meat the second day of the month : for he was grieved for

David, because his father had done him shame.

(5) The Parting between David and Jonathan.

1 Samuel 20 : 35-42.

35 And it came to pass in the morning, that Jonathan went out into the field iat the time ap

pointed by David, and a little lad with him. 36 And he said unto his lad, Run, find now the

arrows which I shoot. And as the lad ran, he shot an arrow * beyond him. 37 And when the lad

was come to the place of the arrow which Jonathan had shot, Jonathan cried after the lad, and

said, Is not the arrow beyond thee ? 38 And Jonathan cried after the lad, Make speed, haste, stay

not. And Jonathan's lad gathered up the arrows, and came to his master. 39 But the lad knew

not anything : only Jonathan and David knew the matter. 40 And Jonathan gave his weapons

unto the lad, and said unto him, Go, carry them to the city. 41 And as soon as the lad was gone,

self three times : and they kissed one another, and wept one with another, until David exceeded.

42 And Jonathan said to David, Go in peace, forasmuch as we have sworn both of us in the name

ol" the Lord, saying, The Lord shall be between me and thee, and between my seed and thy seed,

for ever. *And he arose and departed : and Jonathan went into the city.

III. David's Outlaw Life.

46. DAVID'S FLIGHT.

(1) To Nob, to Ahimelech, the High Priest.

I Samuel 21:1-9.

1 Then came David to Nob to Ahimelech the priest : and Ahimelech came to meet David

trembling, and said unto him, Why art thou alone, and no man with thee? 2 And David said

unto Ahimelech the priest, The king hath commanded me a business, and hath said unto me, Let

no man know ;iny thing of the business whereabout I send thee, and what I have commanded

thee : and I have appointed the young men to such and such a place. 3 Now therefore what is

under thine hand ? give me five loaves of bread in mine hand, or whatsoever there is present.

4 And the priest answered David, and said, There is no common bread under mine hand, but there

is holy bread ; if only the young men have kept themselves from women. 5 And David answered

the priest, and said unto him, Of a truth women have been kept from us about these three days ;

when I came out, the vessels of the young men were holy, • though it was but a common journey ;

how much more then to-day shall their vessels be holy ? 6 So the priest gave him holy bread : for

there was no bread there but the shewbread, that was taken from before the Lord, to put hot

bread in the day it was taken away. 7 Now a certain man of the servants of Saul was there that

day, detained before the Lord; and his name was Doeg the Edomite, the *chiefest of the herd-

men that belonged to Saul. 8 And David said unto Ahimelech, And is there not here under thine

hand spear or sword ? for I have neither brought my sword nor my weapons with me, because the

king's business required haste. 9 And the priest said. The sword of Goliath the Philistine, whom

thou slewest in the vale of • Elah, behold, it is here wrapped in a cloth behind the ephod : if thou

wilt take that, take it : for there is none other save that here. And David said, There is none like

that ; give it me.

(2) To Achish, King of Gath.

1 Samuel 21 : 10-15.

10 And David arose, and fled that day for fear of Saul, and went to Achish the king of Gath.

11 And the servants of Achish said unto him, Is not this David the king of the land ? did they not

sing one to another of him in dances, saying,

Saul hath slain his thousands,

And David his ten thousands ?

12 And David laid up these words in his heart, and was sore afraid of Achish the king of Gath.

13 And he changed his behaviour before them, and feigned himself mad in their hands, and

/ scrabbled on the doors of the gate, and let his spittle fall clown upon his beard. 14 Then said

Achish unto his servants, Lo, ye see the man is mad : wherefore then have ye brought him to me ?

1 5 Do I lack mad men, that ye have brought this fellow to play the mad man in my presence?

shall this fellow come into my house ?

1 David therefore departed thence, and escaped

to the cave of Adullam : and when his brethren

and all his father's house heard it, they went

down thither to him. 2 And every one that was

in distress, and every one that was in debt, and

every one that was • discontented, gathered

themselves unto him ; and he became captain

over them : and there were with him about four

hundred men.

1 Chronicles 12: 16-18.

16 And there came of the children of Benjamin

and Judah to the hold unto David. 17 And

David went out to meet them, and answered and

said unto them, If ye be come peaceably unto

me to help me, mine heart shall be knit unto

you : but if ye be come to betray me to mine ad

versaries, seeing there is no *wrong in mine

hands, the God of our fathers look thereon, and

rebuke it. 18 Then the spirit 'came upon

Amasai. who was chief of the * thirty, and he

said. Thine are we, David, and on thy side, thou

son of Jesse : peace, peace be unto thee, and

peace be to thine helpers ; for thy God helpeth

thee. Then David received them, and made

them captains of the band.

(4) TO MlZPEH OF MOAB, WHErE HE FINdS ASYLUM For HIS PArENTS.

I Samuel 22 : 3, 4.

3 And David went thence to Mizpeh of Moab : and he said unto the king of Moab, Let my

father and my mother, I pray thee, come forth, and be with you, till I know what God will do for

me. 4 And he brought them before the king of Moab : and they dwelt with him all the while

that David was in the hold.

(5) To the Forest of Hereth, in Judah.

I Samuel 22 : 5.

5 And the prophet Gad said unto David, Abide not in the hold : depart, and get thee into the

land of Judah. Then David departed, and came into the forest of Hereth.

47. SAUL'S VENGEANCE ON THE PRIESTS OF NOB.

I Samuel 22 : 6-20.

6 And Saul heard that David was discovered, and the men that were with him : now Saul

was sitting in Gibeah, under the tamarisk tree • in Ramah, with his spear in his hand, and all his

servants were standing about him. 7 And Saul said unto his servants that stood about him, Hear

now, ye Benjamites ; will the son of Jesse give every one of you fields and vineyards, will he make

you all captains of thousands and captains of hundreds ; 8 that all of you have conspired against

me, and /there is none that discloseth to me when my son maketh a league with the son of Jesse,

and there is none of you that is sorry for me, or discloseth unto me that my son hath stirred up

my servant against me, to lie in wait, as at this day ? 9 Then answered Doeg the Edomite, which

"stood by the servants of Saul, and said, I saw the son of Jesse coming to Nob, to Ahimelech the

son of Ahitub. 10 And he inquired of the Lord for him, and gave him victuals, and gave him the

sword of Goliath the Philistine, it Then the king sent to call Ahimelech the priest, the son of

Ahitub, and all his father's house, the priests that were in Nob : and they came all of them to

the king. 12 And Saul said, Hear now, thou son of Ahitub. And he answered, Here I am, my

lord. 13 And Saul said unto him, Why have ye conspired against me, thou and the son of Jesse,

in that thou hast given him bread, and a sword, and hast inquired of God for him, that he should

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rise against me, to lie in wait, as at this day ? 14 Then Ahimelech answered the king, and said,

And who among all thy servants is so faithful as David, which is the king's son in law, and is taken

into thy council, and is honourable in thine house? 15 Have I to-day begun to inquire of God for

him? be it far from me : let not the king impute any thing unto his servant, nor to all the house

of my father: for thy servant knoweth nothing of all this, less or more. 16 And the king said,

Thou shalt surely die, Ahimelech, thou, and all thy father's house. 17 And the king said unto

the •guard that stood about him, Turn, and slay the priests of the Lord; because their hand also

is with David, and because they knew that he fled, and did not disclose it to me. But the servants

of the king would not put forth their hand to fall upon the priests of the Lord. 18 And the king

said to Doeg, Turn thou, and fall upon the priests. And Doeg the Edomite turned, and he fell

upon the priests, and he slew on that day fourscore and five persons that did wear a linen ephod.

19 And Nob, the city of the priests, smote he with the edge of the sword, both men and women,

children and sucklings, and oxen and asses and sheep, with the edge of the sword. 20 And one

of the sons of Ahimelech the son of Ahitub, named Abiathar, escaped, and fled after David.

48. DAVID IN KEILAH.

(1) David rescues Keilah.

1 Samuel 23 : 1-5.

1 And they told David, saying, Behold, the Philistines are fighting against Keilah, and they

rob the threshing-floors. 2 Therefore David inquired of the Lord, saying, Shall I go and smite

these Philistines? And the Lord said unto David, Go, and smite the Philistines, and save Keilah.

3 And David's men said unto him, Behold, we be afraid here in Judah : how much more then if

we go to Keilah against the armies of the Philistines ? 4 Then David inquired of the LOrd yet

again. And the Lord answered him and said, Arise, go down to Keilah; for l will deliver the

Philistines into thine hand. 5 And David and his men went to Keilah, and fought with the Philis

tines, and brought away their cattle, and slew them with a great slaughter. So David saved the

inhabitants of Keilah.

(2) Abiathar joins David.

1 Samuel 22: 21-23; 23;6-

21 And Abiathar told David that Saul had slain the Lord's priests. 22 And David said unto

Abiathar, I knew on that day, when Doeg the Edomite was there, that he would surely tell Saul :

I have occasioned the death of all the persons of thy father's house. 23 Abide thou with me, fear

not ; for he that seeketh my life seeketh thy life : for with me thou shalt be in safeguard.

6 And it came to pass, when Abiathar the son of Ahimelech fled to David to Keilah, that he

came down with an ephod in his hand.

(3) David escapes from Keilah.

1 Samuel 23: 7-13.

7 And it was told Saul that David was come to Keilah. And Saul said, God hath *delivered him

into mine hand ; for he is shut in, by entering into a town that hath gates and bars. 8 And Saul

summoned all the people to war, to go down to Keilah, to besiege David and his men. 9 And

David knew that Saul devised mischief against him ; and he said to Abiathar the priest, Bring

hither the ephod. 10 Then said David, O Lord, the God of Israel, thy servant hath surely heard

that Saul seeketh to come to Keilah, to destroy the city for my sake. 11 Will the men of Keilah

deliver me up into his hand? will Saul come down, as thy servant hath heard ? O Lord, the God

of Israel, I beseech thee, tell thy ser%'ant. And the Lord said, He will come down. 12 Then said

rt Heb. " runners.' b Heb. " alienated him,*' The Sept. has, " solil."
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David, Will the men of Keilah deliver up me and my men into the hand of Saul ? And the Lord

said, They will deliver thee up. 13 Then David and his men, which were about six hundred, arose

and departed out of Keilah, and went whithersoever they could go. And it was told Saul that

David was escaped from Keilah ; and he forbare to go forth.

49. DAVID'S LAST MEETING WITH JONATHAN.

1 Samuel 23 : 14-18.

14 And David abode in the wilderness in the strong holds, and remained in the hill country

in the wilderness of Ziph. And Saul sought him every day, but God delivered him not into his

hand. 15 And David saw that Saul was come out to seek his life : and David was in the wilder

ness of Ziph in • the wood. 16 And Jonathan Saul's son arose, and went to David into • the wood,

and strengthened his hand in God. 17 And he said unto him, Fear not : for the hand of Saul my

father shall not find thee ; and thou shalt be king over Israel, and I shall be nexl unto thee ; and

that also Saul my father knoweth. 18 And they two made a covenant before the Lord : and

David abode in • the wood, and Jonathan went to his house.

50. DAVID'S BETRAYAL BY THE ZIPHITES.

I Samuel 23 : 19-240.

19 Then came up the Ziphites to Saul to Gibeah, saying, Doth not David hide himself with us in

the strong holds in •the wood, in the hill of Hachilah, which is on the south of *the desert?

20 Now therefore, O king, come down, according to all the desire of thy soul to come down ; and

our part shall be to deliver him up into the king s hand. 21 And Saul said, Blessed be ye of the

Lord ; for ye have had compassion on me. 22 Go, I pray you, make yet more sure, and know

and see his place where his ' haunt is, and who hath seen him there : for it is told me that he

dealeth very subtilly. 23 See therefore, and take knowledge of all the lurking places where he

hideth himself, and come ye again to me * of a certainty, and I will go with you : and it shall come

to pass, if he be in the land, that I will search him out among all the • thousands of Judah. 24a And

they arose, and went to Ziph before Saul.

51. DAVID'S ESCAPE FROM SAUL IN THE WILDERNESS OF MAON.

1 Samuel 23 : 24*-28.

24* Hut David and his men were in the wilderness of Maon, in the /Arabah on the south of * the

desert. 25 And Saul and his men went to seek him. And they told David : wherefore he came

down to the rock, and abode in the wilderness of Maon. And when Saul heard that, he pur

sued after David in the wilderness of Maon. 26 And Saul went on this side of the mountain, and

David and his men on that side of the mountain : and David made haste to get away for fear

of Saul ; for Saul and his men compassed David and his men round about to take them. 27 But

there came a messenger unto Saul, saying, Haste thee, and come ; for the Philistines have made

a raid upon the land. 28 So Saul returned from pursuing after David, and went against the Philis

tines: therefore they called that place ?Sela-hammahlekoth.

52. DAVID IN THE WILDERNESS OF ENGEDI: HE SPARES SAUL

IN THE CAVE.

1 Samuel 23 : 29-24 : 22.

29 iAnd David went up from thence, and dwelt in the strong holds of En-gedi.

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1 And it came to pass, when Saul was returned from following the Philistines, that it was told

him, saying, Behold, David is in the wilderness of En-gedi. 2 Then Saul took three thousand

chosen men out of all Israel, and went to seek David and his men upon the rocks of the wild goats.

3 And he came to the sheepcotes by the way, where was a cave ; and Saul went in to cover his

feet. Now David and his men were • abiding in the innermost parts of the cave. 4 And the men

of David said unto him, Behold, the day of which the Lord said unto thee, Behold, I will deliver

thine enemy into thine hand, and thou shalt do to him as it shall seem good unto thee. Then

David arose, and cut off the skirt of Saul's robe privily. 5 And it came to pass afterward, that

David's heart smote him, because he had cut off Saul's skirt. 6 And he said unto his men,

The Lord forbid that I should do this thing unto my lord, the Lord's anointed, to put

forth mine hand against him, seeing he is the Lord's anointed. 7 So David checked his

men with these words, and suffered them not to rise against Saul. And Saul rose up out

of the cave, and went on his way. 8 David also arose afterward, and went out of the cave, and

cried after Saul, saying, My lord the king. And when Saul looked behind him, David bowed with

his face to the earth, and did obeisance. 9 And David said unto Saul, Wherefore hearkenest thou

to men's words, saying, Behold, David seeketh thy hurt ? 10 Behold, this day thine eyes have seen

how that the Lord had delivered thee to-day into mine hand in the cave : and some bade me kill

thee : but mine eye spared thee ; and I said, I will not put forth mine hand against my lord ; for

he is the Lord's anointed. 1 1 Moreover, my father, see, yea, see the skirt of thy robe in my hand :

for in that I cut off the skirt of thy robe, and killed thee not, know thou and see that there is neither

evil nor transgression in mine hand, and I have not sinned against thee, though thou *huntest after

my soul to take it. 12 The Lord judge between me and thee, and the Lord avenge me of thee :

but mine hand shall not be upon thee. 13 As saith the proverb of the ancients, Out of the wicked

cometh forth wickedness: but mine hand shall not be upon thee. 14 After whom is the king of

Israel come out ? after whom dost thou pursue ? after a dead dog, after a flea. 15 The LOrd

therefore be judge, and give sentence between me and thee, and see, and plead my cause, and * de

liver me out of thine hand. 16 And it came to pass, when David had made an end of speaking

these words unto Saul, that Saul said. Is this thy voice, my son David ? And Saul lifted up his

voice, and wept. 17 And he said to David, Thou art more righteous than I : for thou hast ren

dered unto me good, whereas 1 have rendered unto thee evil. 18 And thou hast declared this day

how that thou hast dealt well with me : forasmuch as when the Lord had delivered me up into

thine hand, thou killedst me not. 19 For if a man find his enemy, will he let him go well away ?

wherefore the Lord reward thee good for that thou hast done unto me this day. 20 And now,

behold, I know that thou shalt surely be king, and that the kingdom of Israel shall be established

in thine hand. 21 Swear now therefore unto me by the Lord, that thou wilt not cut off my seed

after me, and that thou wilt not destroy my name out of my father's house. 22 And David sware

unto Saul. And Saul went home , but David and his men gat them up unto the hold.

3 Now the name of the man was Nabal ; and the name of his wife Abigail : and the woman

was of good understanding, and of a beautiful countenance : but the man was churlish and evil in his

doings ; and he was of the house of Caleb. 4 And David heard in the wilderness that Nabal did

shear his sheep. 5 And David sent ten young men, and David said unto the young men, Get you up

to Carmel, and go to Nabal, and greet him in my name : 6 and • thus shall ye say *to him that liveth

inprosperity. Peace be both unto thee, and peace be to thine house, and peace be unto all that thou

hast. 7 And now 1 have heard that thou hast shearers : thy shepherds have now been with us, and

we• did them no hurt, neither was there aught missing unto them, all the while they were in Car

mel 8 Ask thy young men, and they will tell thee : wherefore let the young men find favour in thine

eyes ; for we come in a good day : give, I pray thee, whatsoever cometh to thine hand, unto thy

servants, and to thy son David. 9 And when David's young men came, they spake to Nabal ac

cording to all those words in the name of David, and "ceased. 10 And Nabal answered David's

servants, and said, Who is David ? and who is the son of Jesse ? there be many servants now a

days that break away every man from his master.

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thy clays. 29 And though man be risen up to pursue thee, and to seek thy soul, yet the soul of my

lord shall be bound in the bundle of « life with the Lord thy God ; and the souls of thine enemies,

them shall he sling out, as from the hollow of a sling. 30 And it shall come to pass, when the

Lord shall have done to my lord according to all the good that he hath spoken concerning thee,

and shall have appointed thee prince over Israel; 31 that this shall be no *grief unto thee, nor

offence of heart unto my lord, •either that thou hast shed blood causeless, or that my lord hath

avenged himself : and when the Lord shall have dealt well with my lord, then remember thine

handmaid. 32 And David said to Abigail, Blessed be the Lord, the God of Israel, which sent

thee this day to meet me: 33 and blessed be thy * wisdom, and blessed be thou, which hast kept

me this day from bloodguiltiness, and from avenging myself with mine own hand. 34 For in very

deed, as the Lord, the God of Israel, liveth, which hath withholden me from hurting thee, except

thou hadst hasted and come to meet me, surely there had not been left unto Nabal by the morning

light so much as one man child.

36 And Abigail came to Nabal ; and, behold, he held a feast in

his house, like the feast of a king; and Nabal's heart was merry within him, for he was very-

drunken : wherefore she told him nothing, less or more, until the morning light. 37 And it came

to pass in the morning, when the wine was gone out of Nabal, that his wife told him these things,

and his heart died within him, and he became as a stone. 38 And it came to pass about ten days

after, that the Lord smote Nabal, that he died.

Behold, thine handmaid is a servant to wash the feet of the servants of my lord. 42 And Abigail

hasted, and arose, and rode upon an ass, with five damsels of hers that followed her ; and she went

after the messengers of David, and became his wife. 43 David also took Ahinoam of Jezreel ;

and they became both of them his wives. 44 Now Saul had given Michal his daughter, David's

wife, to / Palti the son of Laish, which was of Gallim.

I And the Ziphites came unto Saul to Gibeah, saying, Doth not David hide himself in the hill

of Hachilah, which is before 'the desert? 2 Then Saul arose, and went down to the wilderness

of Ziph, having three thousand chosen men of Israel with him, to seek David in the wilderness of

Ziph. 3 And Saul pitched in the hill of Hachilah, which is before > the desert, by the way. But

David abode in the wilderness, and he saw that Saul came after him into the wilderness. 4 David

therefore sent out spies, and understood that Saul was come * of a certainty. 5 And David arose,

and came to the place where Saul had pitched : and David beheld the place where Saul lay, and

Abner the son of Ner, the captain of his host: and Saul lay within the 1place of the wagons, and

the people pitched round about him. 6 Then answered David and said to Ahimelech the Hittite,

and to Abishai ihe son of Zeruiah, brother to Joab, saying, Who will go down with me to Saul to

the camp? And Abishai said, I will go down with thee. 7 So David and Abishai came to the

people by night : and, behold, Saul lay sleeping within the • place of the wagons, with his spear

stuck in the ground at his head : and Abner and the people lay round about him. 8 Then said

Abishai to David, God hath delivered up thine enemy into thine hand this clay : now therefore let

me smile him, I pray thee, wiih the spear to the earth at one stroke, and I will not smite him the

second time. 9 And David said to Abishai, Destroy him not: for who can put forth his hand

against the Lord's anointed, and be guiltless ? 10 And David said, As the Lord liveth, the Lord

shall smite him; *or his day shall come to die; or he shall go down into battle, and perish.

11 The Lord forbid that I should put forth mine hand against the Lord's anointed : but now

take, I pray thee, the spear that is at his head, and the cruse of water, and let us go. 12 So David

took the spear and the cruse of water from Saul's head ; and they gat them away, and no man saw

it, nor knew it, neither did any awake: for they were all asleep; because a deep sleep from the

Lord was fallen upon them. 13 Then David went over to the other side, and stood on the top of

the mountain afar off; a great space being between them : 14 and David cried to the people, and

to Abner the son of Ner, saying, Answerest thou not, Abner? Then Abner answered and said.

Who art thou that criest to the king? 15 And David said to Abner, Art not thou a valiant man ?

and who is like to thee in Israel ? wherefore then hast thou not kept watch over thy lord the king ?

for there came one of the people in to destroy the king thy lord. 16 This thing is not good that

thou hast done. As the Lord liveth, ye are * worthy to die, because ye have not kept watch over

your lord, the Lord's anointed. And now, see, where the king's spear is, and the cruse of water

that was at his head. 17 And Saul knew David's voice, and said, Is this thy voice, my son David ?

And David said, It is my voice, my lord, O king. 18 And he said, Wherefore doth my lord pursue

after his servant ? for what have I done ? or what evil is in mine hand ? 19 Now therefore, I pray

thee, let my lord the king hear the words of his servant. If it be the Lord that hath stirred thee

up against me, let him * accept an offering : but if it be the children of men, cursed be they before

the Lord ; for they have driven me out this day that I should • not cleave unto the inheritance of the

Lord, saying, Go, serve other gods. 20 Now therefore, let not my blood fall to the earth away from

the presence of the Lord : for the king of Israel is come out to seek J'a flea, as when one doth

hunt a partridge in the mountains. 21 Then said Saul, I have sinned : return, my son David : for

I will no more do thee harm, because my life was precious in thine eyes this day: behold, I have

played the fool, and have erred exceedingly. 22 And David answered and said, Behold > the spear,

O king ! let then one of the young men come over and fetch it. 23 And the Lord shall render to

every man his righteousness and his faithfulness : forasmuch as the Lord delivered thee into my

hand to-day, and I would not put forth mine hand against the Lord's anointed. 24 And, behold,

as thy life was much set by this day in mine eyes, so let my life be much set by in the eyes of the

Lord, and let him deliver me out of all tribulation. 25 Then Saul said to David, Blessed be thou,

my son David : thou shalt both do mightily, and shalt surely prevail. So David went his way,

and Saul returned to his place.

57. DAVID AGAIN IN THE LAND OF THE PHILISTINES.

1 Samuel 27 : 1-4.

1 And David said in his heart, I shall now perish one day by the hand of Saul : there is noth

ing better for me than that I should escape into the land of the Philistines ; and Saul shall despair

of me, to seek me any more in all the borders of Israel : so shall I escape out of his hand. 2 And

David arose, and passed over, he and the six hundred men that were with him, unto Achish the

a Or, ''barricade." b Or, " cither." •-Heb. "sons of death." rfHeb. "smell." *Or, "have no share in."

4 And it was told Saul that David was fled to Gath : and he sought

no more again for him.

5 And David said unto Achish, If now I have found grace in thine eyes, let them give me a

place in one of the cities in the • country, that I may dwell there : for why should thy servant dwell

in the royal city with thee? 6 Then Achish gave him Ziklag that day : wherefore Ziklag pertain-

eth unto the kings of Judah unto this day.

7 And the number of the days that David dwelt in the « country of the Philistines was a full

year and four months. 8 And David and his men went up, and made a raid upon the Geshurites,

and the * Girzites, and the Amalekites : for those nations were the inhabitants of the land, * which

were of old, as thou goest to Shur, even unto the land of Egypt. 9 And David smote the land,

and saved neither man nor woman alive, and took away the sheep, and the oxen, and the asses,

and the camels, and the apparel ; and he returned, and came to Achish. 10 And Achish said,

* Whither have ye made a raid to-day ? And David said, Against the South of Judah, and

against the South of the Jerahmeelites, and against the South of the Kenites. 1 1 And David

saved neither man nor woman alive, to bring them to Gath, saying, Lest they should tell on us,

saying, So did David, and so hath been his manner all the while he hath dwelt in the • country of

the Philistines. 12 And Achish believed David, saying, He hath made his people Israel utterly to

abhor him ; therefore he shall be my servant for ever.

(l) ACHISH PLACES CONFIDENCE IN DAVId.

I Samuel 2% :\b, 2.

\b And Achish said unto David, Know thou assuredly, that thou shalt go out with me in the

host, thou and thy men. 2 And David said to Achish, Therefore thou shalt know what thy serv

ant will do. And Achish said to David, Therefore will I make thee keeper of mine head for ever.

(2) David encamps with the Philistines in Aphf.k: the Israelites pitch in

Jezreel.

1 Samuel 29 : I, 2.

1 Now the Philistines gathered together all their hosts to Aphek : and the Israelites pitched

by the fountain which is in Jezreel. 2 And the lords of the Philistines passed on by hundreds, and

by thousands : and David and his men passed on in the rearward with Achish.

(3) David, dismissed from the Philistine Army, starts for Ziklag.

I Samuel 29 : 3-1 la.

3 Then said the princes of the Philistines, What do these Hebrews here? And Achish said

unto the princes of the Philistines, Is not this David, the servant of Saul the king of Israel, which

hath been with me these days or these years, and I have found no fault in him since he fell away

unto me unto this day ? 4 But the princes of the Philistines were wroth with him ; and the princes

of the Philistines said unto him. Make the man return, that he may go back to his place where

thou hast appointed him, and let him not go down with us to battle, lest in the battle he become

an adversary to us : for wherewith should this fellow reconcile himself unto his lord ? should it

not be with the heads of these men ? 5 Is not this David, of whom they sang one to another in

dances, saying,

Saul hath slain his thousands,

And David his ten thousands ?

6 Then Achish called David, and said unto him, As the Lord liveth, thou hast been upright, and

thy going out and thy coming in with me in the host is good in my sight : for I have not found

evil in thee since the day of thy coming unto me unto this day : nevertheless the lords favour thee

not. 7 Wherefore now return, and go in peace, that thou displease not the lords of the Philis

tines. 8 And David said unto Achish, But what have I done? and what hast thou found in thy

servant so long as I have been before thee unto this day, that I may not go and fight against the

enemies of my lord the king ? 9 And Achish answered and said to David, I know that thou art

good in my sight, as an angel of God : notwithstanding the princes of the Philistines have said.

He shall not go up with us to the battle. 10 Wherefore now rise up early in the morning with the

servants of thy lord that are come with thee : and as soon as ye he up early in the morning, and

have light, depart. naSo David rose up early, he and his men, to depart in the morning, to re

turn into the land of the Philistines.

lib And the Philistines went up to Jezreel.

19 Of Manasseh also there fell away some to David, when he came with the Philistines

against Saul to battle, but they helped them not : for the lords of the Philistines upon advisement

he went to Ziklag, there fell to him of Manasseh, Adnah, and Jozabad, and Jediael, and Michael,

and Jozabad, and Elihu, and Zillethai, captains of thousands that were of Manasseh. 21 And

they helped David against • the band of rovers : for they were all mighty men of valour, and were

captains in the host. 22 For from day to day there came to David to help him, until it was a

great host, like the host of God.

60. DAVID'S VICTORY OVER THE AMALEKITES WHO HAD DE

STROYED ZIKLAG.

1 Samuel 30 : 1-31.

1 And it came to pass, when David and his men were come to Ziklag on the third day, that

the Amalekites had made a raid upon the South, and upon Ziklag, and had smitten Ziklag, and

burned it with fire ; 2 and had taken captive the women and all that were therein, both small and

great : they slew not any, but carried them off, and went their way. 3 And when David and his

men came to the city, behold, it was burned with fire ; and their wives, and their sons, and their

daughters, were taken captives. 4 Then David and the people that were with him lifted up their

voice and wept, until they had no more power to weep. 5 And David's two wives were taken

captives, Ahinoam the Jezreelitess, and Abigail the wife of Nabal the Carmelite. 6 And David was

greatly distressed ; for the people spake of stoning him, because the soul of all the people was

grieved, every man for his sons and for his daughters : but David strengthened himself in the

Lord his God.

7 And David said to Abiathar the priest, the son of Ahimelech, I pray thee, bring me hither

the ephod. And Abiathar brought thither the ephod to David. 8 And David inquired of the

Lord, saying, *If I pursue after this troop, shall I overtake them? And he answered him, Pur

sue : for thou shalt surely overtake them, and shalt without fail recover all. 9 So David went, he

and the six hundred men that were with him, and came to the brook Besor, where those that were

left behind stayed. 10 But David pursued, he and four hundred men: for two hundred stayed

behind, which were so faint that they could not go over the brook Besor : 1 1 and they found an

Egyptian in the field, and brought him to David, and gave him bread, and he did eat ; and they

gave him water to drink : 12 and they gave him a piece of a cake of figs, and two clusters of raisins ;

and when he had eaten, his spirit came again to him : for he had eaten no bread, nor drunk any

water, three days and three nights. 13 And David said unto him, To whom belongest thou? and

whence art thou ? And he said, I am a young man of Egypt, servant to an Amalekite ; and my

master left me, because three days agone I fell sick. 14 We made a raid upon the South of the

Cherethites, and upon that which belongeth to Judah, and upon the South of Caleb; and we

burned Ziklag with fire. 15 And David said to him, Wilt thou bring me down to this troop?

And he said, Swear unto me by God, that thou wilt neither kill me, nor deliver me up into the

hands of my master, and I will bring thee down to this troop. 16 And when he had brought him

down, behold, they were spread abroad over all the ground, eating and drinking, and feasting,

* because of all the great spoil that they had taken out of the land of the Philistines, and out of

the land of Judah. 17 And David smote them from the twilight even unto the evening of the next

clay : and there escaped not a man of them, save four hundred young men, which rode upon cam

els and fled. 18 And David recovered all that the Amalekites had taken : and David rescued his

two wives. 19 And there was nothing lacking to them, neither small nor great, neither sons nor

daughters, neither spoil, nor any thing that tliey had taken to them : and David brought back all.

20 And David took all the flocks and the herds, which they drave before those other cattle, and

said, This is David's spoil. 21 And David came to the two hundred men, which were so faint

that they could not follow David, whom also they had made to abide at the brook Besor: and

a See J6o, below. b Or, "Shall I pursue." c Or, " amidst."
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they went forth to meet David, and to meet the people that were with him : and when David

came near • to the people, he * saluted them. 22 Then answered all the wicked men and ' men of

they may lead them away, and depart. 23 Then said David, Ye shall not do so, my brethren,

with that which the Lord hath given unto us, who hath preserved us, and delivered the troop that

came against us into our hand. 24 And who will hearken unto you in this matter? for as his

share is that goeth down to the battle, so shall his share be that tarrieth by the stuff: they shall

share alike. 25 And it was so from that day forward, that he made it a statute and an ordinance

for Israel, unto this day.

26 And when David came to Ziklag, he sent of the spoil unto the elders of Judah, even to his

friends, saying, Behold a * present for you of the spoil of the enemies of the Lord ; 27 to them

which were in Beth-el, and to them which were in Ramoth of the South, and to them which were

in Jattir ; 28 and to them which were in Aroer, and to them which were in Siphmoth, and to them

which were in Eshtemoa; 29 and to them which were in Racal, and to them which were in the

cities of the Jerahmeelites, and to them which were in the cities of the Kenites ; 30 and to them

which were in Hormah, and to them which were in / Cor-ashan, and to them which were in

Athach ; 31 and to them which were in Hebron, and to all the places where David himself and his

men were wont to haunt.

4 And the Philistines gathered themselves together, and came and pitched in Shunem : and

Saul gathered all Israel together, and they pitched in Gilboa.

62. SAUL'S VISIT TO THE WITCH OF EN-DOR.

1 Samuel 28 : 3, 5-25.

3 Now > Samuel was dead, and all Israel had lamented him, and buried him in Ramah, even in

his own city. And Saul had put away those that had familiar spirits, and the wizards, out of the

land. 5 And when Saul saw the host of the Philistines, he was afraid, and his heart trembled

greatly. 6 And when Saul inquired of the Lord, the Lord answered him not, neither by dreams,

nor by Urim, nor by prophets. 7 Then said Saul unto his servants, Seek me a woman that hath

a familiar spirit, that I may go to her, and inquire of her. And his servants said to him, Behold,

there is a woman that hath a familiar spirit at En-dor. 8 And Saul disguised himself, and put on

other raiment, and went, he and two men with him, and they came to the woman by night : and

he said, Divine unto me, I pray thee, by the familiar spirit, and bring me up whomsoever I shall

name unto thee. 9 And the woman said unto him. Behold, thou knowest what Saul hath done,

how he hath cut off those that have familiar spirits, and the wizards, out of the land : wherefore

then layest thou a snare for my life, to cause me to die?

8 And it came to pass on the morrow, when

the Philistines came to strip the slain, that they

found Saul and his three sons fallen in mount

Gilboa. 9 And they cut off his head, and

stripped off his armour, and sent into the land

of the Philistines round about, to carry the tid

ings unto the house of their idols, and to the

people. 10 And they put his armour in the

house of the Ashtaroth : and they fastened his

body to the wall of Beth-shan. 11 And when

the inhabitants of Jabesh-gilead heard concern

ing him that which the Philistines had done to

Saul, 1 2 all the valiant men arose, and went all

night, and took the hody of Saul and the bodies

of his sons from the wall of Beth-shan ; and

they came to Jabesh, and burnt them there.

13 So Saul died *for his

trespass which he committed against the Lord,

because of the word of the Lord, which he

kept not ; and also for that he asked counsel of

one that had a familiar spirit, to inquire thereby,

14 and inquired not of the Lord: therefore he

slew him, and turned the kingdom unto David

the son of Jesse.

4 Now Jonathan, Saul's son, had a son that was lame of his feet. He was five years old when

the tidings came of Saul and Jonathan out of Jezreel, and his nurse took him up, and fled : and it

THE SEVEN AND A HALF YEARS IN HEBRON.

I. David's Behavior on Hearing of Saul's Death.

64. THE NEWS OF SAUL'S DEATH IS BROUGHT TO DAVID.

, 2 Samuel 1 : 1-16.

1 And it came to pass after the death of Saul, when David was returned from the slaughter

of the Amalekites, and David had abode two days in Ziklag ; 2 it came even to pass on the

third day, that, behold, a man came out of the camp from Saul with his clothes rent, and earth

upon his head : and so it was, when he came to David, that he fell to the earth, and did obeisance.

3 And David said unto him. From whence comest thou ? And he said unto him, Out of the camp

of Israel am I escaped. 4 And David said unto him, How went the matter? I pray thee, tell

me. And he answered, The people are fled from the battle, and many of the people also are

fallen and dead ; and Saul and Jonathan his son are dead also. 5 And David said unto the young

man that told him, How knowest thou that Saul and Jonathan his son be dead ? 6 And the young

man that told him said, As I happened by chance upon mount Gilboa, behold, Saul leaned upon

his spear ; and, lo, the chariots and the horsemen followed hard after him. 7 And when he looked

behind him, he saw me, and called unto me. And I answered, Here am I. 8 And he said unto

me, Who art thou ? And I answered him, I am an Amalekite. 9 And he said unto me, Stand,

I pray thee, • beside me, and slay me, for *anguish hath taken hold of me ; because my life is yet

whole in me. 10 So I stood •beside him, and slew him, because I was sure that he could not live

after that he was fallen : and I took the crown that was upon his head, and the bracelet that was

on his arm, and have brought them thither unto my lord. 1 1 Then David took hold on his

clothes, and rent them ; and likewise all the men that were with him : 12 and they mourned, and

wept, and fasted until even, for Saul, and for Jonathan his son, and for the people of the Lord,

and for the house of Israel ; because they were fallen by the sword. 13 And David said unto the

young man that told him, Whence art thou ? And he answered, I am the son of a stranger, an

Amalekite. 14 And David said unto him, How wast thou not afraid to put forth thine hand to de

stroy the Lord'S anointed ? 15 And David called one of the young men, and said, Go near, and

fall upon him. And he smote him that he died. 16 And David said unto him. Thy blood be

upon thy head ; for thy mouth hath testified against thee, saying, I have slain the Lord S anointed.

65. DAVID'S LAMENTATION FOR SAUL AND JONATHAN.

2 Samuel 1 : 17-27.

17 And David lamented with this lamentation over Saul and over Jonathan his son : 18 and

he bade them teach the children of Judah the song of the bow : behold, it is written in the book

of ' Jashar.

II. The Rival Kingdoms.

66. DAVID IS ANOINTED KING OVER JUDAH.

2 Samuel 2 : 1-411.

I And it came to pass after this, that David inquired of the Lord, saying, Shall I go up into

any of the cities of Judah ? And the LOrd said unto him, Go up. And David said, Whither

shall I go up ? And he said. Unto Hebron. 2 So David went up thither, and his two wives also,

Ahinoam the Jezreelitess, and Abigail the wife of Nabal the Carmelite. 3 And his men that were

with him did David bring up, every man with his household : and they dwelt in the city of Hebron.

4 And the men of Judah came, and there they anointed David king over the house of Judah.

67. DAVID'S MESSAGE TO THE MEN OF JABESH-GILEAD.

2 Samuel 2 : 4*-7.

tfi And they told David, saying, The men of Jabesh-gilead were they that buried Saul. 5 And

David sent messengers unto the men of Jabesh-gilead, and said unto them, Blessed be ye of the

Lord, that ye have shewed this kindness unto your lord, even unto Saul, and have buried him.

6 And now the Lord shew kindness and truth unto you : and I also will requite you this kind

ness, because ye have done this thing. 7 Now therefore let your hands be strong, and be ye

valiant : for Saul your lord is dead, and also the house of Judah have anointed me king over them.

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68. ISH-BOSHETH IS MADE KING OVER ISRAEL.

2 Samuel 2:8-11.

8 Now Abner the son of Ner, captain of Saul's host, had taken • Ish-bosheth the son of Saul,

and brought him over to Mahanaim ; 9and he made him king over Gilead, and over the *Ashur-

ites, and over Jezreel, and over Ephraim, and over Benjamin, and over all Israel. 10 (Ish-bosheth

Saul's son was forty years old when he began to reign over Israel, and he reigned two years.) But

the house of Judah followed David. 1 1 And the time that Davidwas king in Hebron over the

house of Judah was seven years and six months.

69. THE CIVIL WAR.

2 Samuel 2: 12-3:1.

12 And Abner the son of Ner, and the servants of Ish-bosheth the son of Saul, went out from

Mahanaim to Gibeon. 13 And Joab the son of Zeruiah, and the servants of David, went out, and

met • them by the pool of Gibeon ; and they sat down, the one on the one side of the pool, and the

other on the other side of the pool. 14 And Abner said to Joab, Let the young men, I pray thee,

arise and play before us. And Joab said, Let them arise. 1 5 Then they arose and went over by

number; twelve for Benjamin, and for Ish-bosheth the son of Saul, and twelve of the servants of

David. 16 And they caught everyone his fellow by the head, and thrust his sword in his fellow's

side ; so they fell down together : wherefore that place was called * Helkath-hazzurim, which is in

Gibeon. 17 And the battle was very sore that day ; and Abner was beaten, and the men of Israel,

before the servants of David. 18 And the three sons of Zeruiah were there, Joab, and Abishai,

and Asahel : and Asahel was as light of foot • as a wild roe. 19 And Asahel pursued after Abner ;

and in going he turned not to the right hand nor to the left from following Abner. 20 Then

Abner looked behind him, and said, Is it thou, Asahel? And he answer, It is I. 21 And Abner

said to him, Turn thee aside to thy right hand or to thy left, and lay thee hold on one of the young

men, and take thee his /armour. But Asahel would not turn aside from following of him. 22 And

Abner said again to Asahel, Turn thee aside from following me : wherefore should I smite thee to

the ground ? how then should I hold up my face to Joab thy brother? 23 Howbeit he refused to

turn aside : wherefore Abner with the hinder end of the spear smote him in the belly, that the

spear came out behind him ; and he fell down there, and died in the same place: and it came to

pass, that as many as came to the place where Asahel fell down and died stood still. 24 But Joab

and Abishai pursued after Abner: and the sun went down when they were come to the hill of

Ammah, that lieth before Giah by the way of the wilderness of Gibeon. 25 And the children of

Benjamin gathered themselves together after Abner, and became one band, and stood on the top

of an hill. 26 Then Abner called to Joab, and said, Shall the sword devour for ever ? knowest

thou not that it will be bitterness in the latter end ? how long shall it be then, ere thou bid the

people return from following their brethren ? 27 And Joab said. As God liveth, > if thou hadst not

spoken, surely then * in the morning the people had gone away, nor followed every one his brother.

28 So Joab blew the trumpet, and all the people stood still, and pursued after Israel no more,

neither fought they anymore. 29 And Abner and his men went all that night through the Ara-

bah ; and they passed over Jordan, and went through all Bithron, and came to Mahanaim. 30 And

Joab returned from following Abner : and when he had gathered all the people together, there

lacked of David's servants nineteen men and Asahel. 31 But the servants of David had smitten

of Benjamin, and of Abner's men, so that three hundred and threescore men died. 32 And they

took up Asahel, and buried him in the sepulchre of his father, which was in Beth-lehem. And

Joab and his men went all night, and the day brake upon them at Hebron.

son of Haggith ; 3 the fifth, Shephatiah of Abital ;

the sixth, Ithream by Eglah his wife. 40 Six

were born unto him in Hebron.

III. Events leading to David's Elevation to the Throne of Israel.

71. ABNER'S QUARREL WITH ISH-BOSHETH.

2 Samuel 3:6-11.

6 And it came to pass, while there was war between the house of Saul and the house of David,

that Abner * made himself strong in the house of Saul. 7 Now Saul had a concubine, whose name

was Rizpah, the daughter of Aiah : and Ish-bosheth said to Abner, Wherefore hast thou gone in

unto my father's concubine? 8 Then was Abner very wroth for the words of Ish-bosheth, and

said, Am I a dog's head that belongeth to Judah? This day do I shew kindness unto the house

of Saul thy father, to his brethren, and to his friends, and have not delivered thee into the hand

of David, and yet thou chargest me this day with ' a fault concerning this woman. 9 God do so

to Abner, and more also, if as the Lord hath sworn to David, I do not even so to him ; 10 to trans

late the kingdom from the house of Saul, and to set up the throne of David over Israel and over

tudah, from Dan even to Beer-sheba. 1 1 And he could not answer Abner another word, because

e feared him.

72. ABNER'S DESERTION TO DAVID: MICHAL RESTORED TO DAVID.

2 Samuel 3: 12-21.

12 And Abner sent messengers to David *on his behalf, saying. Whose is the land? saying

also. Make thy league with me, and, behold, my hand shall be with thee, to bring about all Israel

unto thee. 13 And he said. Well ; I will make a league with thee : but one thing I require of thee,

that is, thou shalt not see my face, except thou first bring Michal Saul's daughter, when thou

comest to see my face. 14 And David sent messengers to Ish-bosheth Saul's son, saying. Deliver

me my wife Michal, whom I betrothed to me for an hundred foreskins of the Philistines. 15 And

Ish-bosheth sent, and took her from her husband, even from * Paltiel the son of Laish. 16 And

her husband went with her, weeping as he went, and followed her to Bahurim. Then said Abner

unto him, Go, return: and he returned.

17 And Abner had communication with the elders of Israel, saying, In times past ye sought

for David to be king over you : 18 now then do it : for the Lord hath spoken of David, saying,

By the hand of my servant David I will save my people Israel out of the hand of the Philistines,

and out of the hand of all their enemies. 19 And Abner also spake in the ears of Benjamin : and

Abner went also to speak in the ears of David in Hebron all that seemed good to Israel, and to

aCf.$o8. b Or, " shewed himself strong for." c Or, " the fault of this woman." dOr, " where he was." *in

I Samuel 25 : 44, " Paid."

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the whole house of Benjamin. 20 So Abner came to David to Hebron, and twenty men with him.

And David made Abner and the men that were with him a feast. 21 And Abner said unto David,

I will arise and go, and will gather all Israel unto my lord the king, that they may make a covenant

with thee, and that thou mayest reign over all that thy soul desireth. And David sent Abner

away ; and he went in peace.

73. JOAB'S MURDER OF ABNER: DAVID'S LAMENTATION.

2 Samuel 3 : 22-39.

22 And, behold, the servants of David and Joab came from »a foray, and brought in a great

spoil with them : but Abner was not with David in Hebron ; for he had sent him away, and he

was gone in peace. 23 When Joab and all the host that was with him were come, they told Joab,

saying, Abner the son of Ner came to the king, and he hath sent him away, and he is gone in

peace. 24 Then Joab came to the king, and said, What hast thou done ? behold, Abner came

unto thee ; why is it that thou hast sent him away, and he is quite gone ? 25 Thou knowest Abner

the son of Ner, that he came to deceive thee, and to know thy going out and thy coming in, and

to know all that thou doest. 26 And when Joab was come out from David, he sent messengers

after Abner, and they brought him back from the * well of Sirah : but David knew it not. 27 And

when Abner was returned to Hebron, Joab took him aside into the midst of the gate to speak

with him quietly, and smote him there in the belly, that he died, for the blood of Asahel his

brother. 28 And afterward when David heard it, he said, I and my kingdom are guiltless before

the Lord for ever from the blood of Abner the son of Ner: 29 let it fall upon the head of Joab,

and upon all his father's house ; and let there not fail from the house of Joab one that hath an

issue, or that is a leper, or that leaneth on a staff, or that falleth by the sword, or that lacketh

bread. 30 So Joab and Abishai his brother slew Abner, because he had killed their brother Asahel

at Gibeon in the battle.

31 And David said to Joab, and to all the people that were with him, Rend your clothes, and

gird you with sackcloth, and mourn before Abner. And king David followed the bier. 32 And

they buried Abner in Hebron : and the king lifted up his voice, and wept at the grave of Abner;

and all the people wept. 33 And the king lamented for Abner, and said,

Should Abner die as a fool dieth ?

34 Thy hands were not bound, nor thy feet put into fetters :

As a man falleth before the children of iniquity, so didst thou fall.

And all the people wept again over him. 35 And all the people came to cause David to eat bread

while it was yet day; but David sware, saying, God do so to me, and more also, if I taste bread,

or aught else, till the sun be down. 36 And all the people took notice of it, and it pleased them :

as whatsoever the king did pleased all the people. 37 So all the people and all Israel understood

that day that it was not of the king to slay Abner the son of Ner. 38 And the king said unto his

servants, Know ye not that there is a prince and a great man fallen this day in Israel ? 39 And

I am this day weak, though anointed king ; and these men the sons of Zeruiah be too hard for

me : the Lord reward the wicked doer according to his wickedness.

74. THE MURDER OF ISH-BOSHETH.

2 Samuel 4: 1-3, 5-7.

1 And when Ish-bosheth, Saul's son, heard that Abner was dead in Hebron, his hands became

feeble, and all the Israelites were troubled. 2 And Ish-bosheth, Saul's son, had two men that were

captains of bands : the name of the one was Baanah, and the name of the other Rechab, the sons

of Rimmon the Beerothite, of the children of Benjamin : (for Beeroth also is reckoned to Benja

min : 3 and the Beerothites fled to Gittaim, and have been sojourners there until this day.)

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5 And the sons of Rimmon the Beerothite. Rechab and Baanah, went, and came about the

heat of the day to the house of Ish-bosheth, as he took his rest at noon. 6 •And *they came thither

into the midst of the house, as though they would have fetched wheat ; and they smote him in the

belly : and Rechab and Baanah his brother escaped. 7 Now when they came into the house, as

he lay on his bed in his bedchamber, they smote him, and slew him, and beheaded him, and took

his head, and went by the way of the Arabah all night.

75. DAVID PUNISHES THE MURDERERS OF ISH-BOSHETH.

2 Samuel 4:8-12.

8 And they brought the head of Ish-bosheth unto David to Hebron, and said to the king, Behold

the head of Ish-bosheth the son of Saul thine enemy, which sought thy life ; and the Lord hath

avenged my lord the king this day of Saul, and of his seed.

27 And Jehoiada was the

leader of the house of Aaron, and with him were three thousand and seven hundred ; 28 and Zadok,

a young man mighty of valour, and of his father's house twenty and two captains. 29 And of the

children of Benjamin, the brethren of Saul, three thousand : for hitherto the greatest part of them

had • kept their allegiance to the house of Saul. 30 And of the children of Ephraim twenty thou

sand and eight hundred, ftiighty men of valour, famous men in their fathers' houses.

2 And there was of the house of Saul a servant whose name was

Ziba, and they called him unto David; and the king said unto him, Art thou Ziba? And he

said, Thy servant is he. 3 And the king said. Is there not yet any of the house of Saul, that I

may shew the kindness of God unto him ? And Ziba said unto the king, Jonathan hath yet a

son, which is lame on his feet. 4 And the king said unto him, Where is he? And Ziba said unto

the king, Behold, he is in the house of Machir the son of Ammiel, in Lo-debar. 5 Then king

David sent, and fetched him out of the house of Machir the son of Ammiel, from Lo-debar. 6 And

Mephibosheth, the son of Jonathan, the son of Saul, came unto David, and fell on his face, and

did obeisance. And David said, Mephibosheth. And he answered, Behold thy servant ! 7 And

David said unto him, Fear not : for I will surely shew thee kindness for Jonathan thy father's

sake, and will restore thee all the * land of Saul thy father ; and thou shalt eat bread at my table

continually. 8 And he did obeisance, and said, What is thy servant, that thou shouldest look

upon such a dead dog as 1 am ? 9 Then the king called to Ziba, Saul's servant, and said unto

him, All that pertained to Saul and to all his house have I given unto thy master's son. 10 And

thou shalt till the land for him, thou, and thy sons, and thy servants; and thou shalt bring in the

fruits, that thy master's son may have bread to eat : but Mephibosheth thy master's son shall

eat bread alway at my table. Now Ziba had fifteen sons and twenty servants. 1 1 Then said

Ziba unto the king. According to all that my lord the king commandeth his servant, so shall thy

servant do. ' As for Mephibosheth, said the king, he shall eat at my table, as one of the king's

sons. 12 And Mephibosheth had a young son, wnose name was Mica. And all that dwelt in the

house of Ziba were servants unto Mephibosheth. 13 So Mephibosheth dwelt in Jerusalem : for lie

did eat continually at the king's table; and he was lame on both his feet.

I.. Family Troubles.

99. AMNON'S CRIME

2 Samuel 13: 1-22.

I And it came to pass after this, that Absalom the son of David had a fair sister, whose name

was Tamar ; and Amnon the son of David loved her. 2 And Amnon was so vexed that he fell

sick because of his sister Tamar; for she was a virgin ; and it seemed hard to Amnon to do any

thing unto her. 3 But Amnon had a friend, whose name was Jonadab, the son of Shimeah David's

brother ; and Jonadab was a very subtil man. 4 And he said unto him, Why, O son of the king,

art thou thus lean * from day to day ? wilt thou not tell me ? And Amnon said unto him, I love

Tamar, my brother Absalom's sister. 5 And Jonadab said unto him, Lay thee down on thy bed,

and feign thyself sick . and when thy father corneth to see thee, say unto him. Let my sister Tamar

come, I pray thee, and give me bread to eat, and dress the food in my sight, that I may see it, and

eat it at her hand. 6 So Amnon lay down, and feigned himself sick : and when the king was come

to see him, Amnon said unto the king, Let my sister Tamar come, I pray thee, and make me a

couple of cakes in my sight, that I may eat at her hand. 7 Then David sent home to Tamar, say

ing, Go now to thy brother Amnon"s house, and dress him food. 8 So Tamar went to her brother

Amnon 's house ; and he was laid down. And she took dough, and kneaded it, and made cakes

in his sight, and did bake the cakes. 9 And she took the pan, and poured them out before him ;

but he refused to eat. And Amnon said, Have out all men from me. And they went out every

man from him. 10 And Amnon said unto Tamar, Bring the food into the chamber, that I may

eat of thine hand. And Tamar took the cakes which she had made, and brought them into the

chamber to Amnon her brother. 1 1 And when she had brought them near unto him to eat, he

took hold of her, and said unto her, Come lie with me, my sister. 12 And she answered him, Nay,

my brother, do not • force me ; for no such thing ought to be done in Israel : do not thou this

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folly. 13 And I, whither shall I carry my shame ? and as for thee, thou shalt be as one of the

fools in Israel. Now therefore, I pray thee, speak unto the king ; for he will not withhold me

from thee. 14 Howbeit he would not hearken unto her voice : but being stronger than she, he

forced her, and lay with her. 15 Then Amnon hated her with exceeding great hatred; for the

hatred wherewith he hated her was greater than the love wherewith he had loved her. And

Amnon said unto her. Arise, be gone. 16 And she said unto him, •Not so, because this great

wrong in putting me forth is worse than the other that thou didst unto me. But he would not

hearken unto her. 17 Then he called his servant that ministered unto him, and said, Put now

this woman out from me, and bolt the door after her. 18 And she had a * garment of divers

colours upon her: for with such robes were the king's daughters that were virgins apparelled.

Then his servant brought her out, and bolted the door after her. 19 And Tamar put ashes on her

head, and rent her garment of divers colours that was on her ; and she laid her hand on her head,

and went her way, crying aloud as she went. 20 And Absalom her brother said unto her, Hath

• Amnon thy brother been with thee ? but now hold thy peace, my sister : he is thy brother ; take

not this thing to heart. So Tamar remained desolate in her brother Absalom's house. 21 But

when king David heard of all these things, he was very wroth. 22 And Absalom spake unto

Amnon neither good nor bad : for Absalom hated Amnon, because he had forced his sister

Tamar.

100. ABSALOM'S VENGEANCE.

2 Samuel 13 : 23-36.

23 And it came to pass after two full years, that Absalom had sheepshearers in Baal-hazor,

which is beside Ephraim : and Absalom invited all the king's sons. 24 And Absalom came to the

king, and said, Behold now, thy servant hath sheepshearers ; let the king, I pray thee, and his ser

vants go with thy servant. 25 And the king said to Absalom, Nay, my son, let us not all go, lest

we be burdensome unto thee. And he pressed him : howbeit he would not go, but blessed him.

26Then said Absalom, If not, I pray thee, let my brother Amnon go with us. And the king

said unto him. Why should he go with thee ? 27 But Absalom pressed him, that he let Amnon

and all the king's sons go with him. 28 And Absalom commanded his servants, saying, Mark ye

now, when Amnon's heart is merry with wine; and when I say unto you. Smite Amnon, then kill

him, fear not : have not I commanded you ? be courageous, and be valiant. 29 And the servants

of Absalom did unto Amnon as Absalom had commanded. Then all the king's sons arose, and

every man gat him up upon his mule, and fled. 30 And it came to pass, while they were in the

way, that the tidings came to David, saying, Absalom hath slain all the king's sons, and there is

not one of them left. 31 Then the king arose, and rent his garments, and lay on the earth ; and

all his servants stood by with their clothes rent. 32 And Jonadab, the son of Shimeah David's

brother, answered and said. Let not my lord suppose that they have killed all the young men the

king's sons ; for Amnon only is dead : for by the appointment of Absalom this hath been determined

from the day that he forced his sister Tamar. 33 Now therefore let not my lord the king take the

thing to his heart, to think that all the king's sons are dead : for Amnon only is dead. 34 But

Absalom fled. And the young man that kept the watch lifted up his eyes, and looked, and, be

hold, there came much people by the way of the hill side behind him. 35 And Jonadab said unto

the king, Behold, the king's sons are come : as thy servant said, so it is. 36 And it came to pass,

as soon as he had made an end of speaking, that, behold, the king's sons came, and lifted up

their voice, and wept : and the king also anil all his servants wept * very sore.

2 Samuel 13: 37-39-

37 But Absalom fled, and went to Talmai the son of •Ammihur, king of Geshur, And David

mourned for his son every day.

38 So Absalom fled, and went to Geshur, and was there three years. 39 And the soul of king

David longed to go forth unto Absalom : for he was comforted concerning Amnon, seeing he was

dead.

102. THE RECALL OF ABSALOM.

(1) Joab's Stratagem.

2 Samuel 14: 1-20.

1 Now Joab the son of Zeruiah perceived that the king's heart was toward Absalom. 2 And

Joab sent to Tekoa, and fetched thence a wise woman, and said unto her, I pray thee, feign thy

self to be a mourner, and put on mourning apparel, I pray thee, and anoint not thyself with oil,

but be as a woman that had a long time mourned for the dead : 3 and go in to the king, and speak

on this manner unto him. So Joab put the words in her mouth. 4 And when the woman of

Tekoa spake to the king, she fell on her face to the ground, and did obeisance, and said, Help, O

king, 5 And the king said unto her, What aileth thee ? And she answered, Of a truth I am a

widow woman, and mine husband is dead. 6 And thy handmaid had two sons, and they two strove

together in the field, and there was none to part them, but the one smote the other, and killed

him. 7 And, behold, the whole family is risen against thine handmaid, and they said. Deliver him

that smote his brother, that we may kill him for the life of his brother whom he slew, and so de

stroy the heir also : thus shall they quench my coal which is left, and shall leave to my husband

neither name nor remainder upon the face of the earth. 8 And the king said unto the woman, Go

to thine house, and I will give charge concerning thee. 9 And the woman of Tekoa said unto the

king. My lord, O king, the iniquity be on me. and on my father's house : and the king and his

throne be guiltless. 10 And the king said. Whosoever saith aught unto thee, bring him to me,

and he shall not touch thee any more. 1 1 Then said she, I pray thee, let the king remember the

Lord thy God, that the avenger of blood destroy not any more, lest they destroy my son. And

he said, As the Lord liveth, there shall not one hair of thy son fall to the earth. 1 2 Then the

woman said, Let thine handmaid, I pray thee, speak a word unto my lord the king. And he said.

Say on. 13 And the woman said. Wherefore then hast thou devised such a thing against the

people of God ? for in speaking this word the king is as one which is guilty, in that the king doth

not fetch home again his banished one. 14 For we must needs die, and are as water spilt on the

ground, which cannot be gathered up again ; neither doth God take away life, but deviseth means,

that he that is banished be not an outcast from him. 15 Now therefore seeing that I am come to

speak this word unto my lord the king, it is because the people have made me afraid: and thy

handmaid said, I will now speak unto the king; it may be that the king will perform the request

of his servant. 16 For the king will hear, to deliver his servant out of the hand of the man that

would destroy me and my son together out of the inheritance of God. 17 Then thine handmaid

said, Let, I pray thee, the word ofmy lord the king be *comfortable : for as • an angel of God, so

is my lord the king *to discern good and bad : and the Lord thy God be with thee. 18 Then the

king answered and said unto the woman. Hide not from me, I pray thee, aught that I shall ask

thee. And the woman said, Let my lord the king now speak. 19 And the king said, Is the hand

of Joab with thee in all this ? And the woman answered and said. As thy soul liveth, my lord the

king, none can turn to the right hand or to the left from aught that my lord the king hath spoken :

for thy servant Joab, he bade me, and he put all these words in the mouth of thine handmaid :

20 to change the face of the matter hath thy servant Joab done this thing : and my lord is wise,

according to the wisdom of •an angel of God, to know all things that are in the earth.

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(2) Absalom's Return.

2 Samuel 14:21-24.

21 And the king said unto Joab, Behold now, • I have done this thing: go therefore, bring the

young man Absalom again. 22 And Joab fell to the ground on his face, and did obeisance, and

blessed the king : and Joab said, To-day thy servant knoweth that I have found grace in thy sight,

my lord, O king, in that the king hath performed the request of *his servant. 23 So Joab arose

and went to Geshur, and brought Absalom to Jerusalem. 24 And the king said, Let him turn to

his own house, but let him not see my face. So Absalom turned to his own house, and saw not the

king's face.

(3) Absalom and his Family.

2 Samuel 14 : 25-27.

25 Now in all Israel there was none to be so much praised as Absalom for his beauty : from

the sole of his foot even to the crown of his head there was no blemish in him. 26 And when he

polled his head, (now it was at every year's end that he polled it : because the hair was heavy on

him, therefore he polled it :) he weighed the hair of his head at two hundred shekels, after the

king's weight. 27 And unto Absalom there were born three sons, and one daughter, whose name

was Tamar : she was a woman of a fair countenance.

(4) Absalom's Waiting in Jerusalem.

2 Samuel 14: 28.

28 And Absalom dwelt two full years in Jerusalem ; and he saw not the king's face.

(5) Absalom's Readmission to Court.

2 Samuel 14 : 29-33.

29 Then Absalom sent for Joab, to send him to the king ; but he would not come to him :

and he sent again a second time, but he would not come. 30 Therefore he said unto his servants,

See, Joab's field is near mine, and he hath barley there: go and set it on fire. And Absalom's

servants set the field on fire. 31 Then Joab arose, and came to Absalom unto his house, and said

unto him, Wherefore have thy servants set my field on fire ? 32 And Absalom answered Joab,

Behold, I sent unto thee, saying, Come hither, that I may send thee to the king, to say, Where

fore am I come from Geshur ? it were better for me to be there still : now therefore let me see the

king's face ; and if there be iniquity in me, let him kill me. 33 So Joab came to the king, and told

him : and when he had called for Absalom, he came to the king, and bowed himself on his face to

the ground before the king : and the king kissed Absalom.

103. ABSALOM STEALING THE HEARTS OF THE MEN OF ISRAEL.

2 Samuel 15: 1-6.

I And it came to pass after this, that Absalom prepared him a chariot and horses, and fifty

men to run before him. 2 And Absalom rose up early, and stood beside the way of the gate : and

it was so, that when any man had a suit which should come to the king for judgement, then

Absalom called unto him, and said, Of what city art thou ? And he said, Thy servant is of one of

the tribes of Israel. 3 And Absalom said unto him. See, thy matters are good and right ; but

there is no man deputed of the king to hear thee. Absalom said moreover, 4 Oh that I were made

judge in the land, that every man which hath any suit or cause might come unto me, and I would

do him justice ! 5 And it was so, that when any man came nigh to do him obeisance, he put forth

his hand, and took hold of him, and kissed him. 6 And on this manner did Absalom to all Israel

that came to the king for judgement : so Absalom stole the hearts of the men of Israel.

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II. National Calamities.

104. THE THREE YEARS' FAMINE.•

(1) The Execution of Saul's Grandsons.

2 Samuel 21 : 1-10.

I And there was a famine in the days of David three years, year after year ; and David sought

the face of the Lord. And the Lord said, It is for Saul, and for his bloody house, because he

put to death the Gibeonites. 2 And the king called the Gibeonites, and said unto them ; (now the

Gibeonites were not of the children of Israel, but of the remnant of the Amorites ; and the children

of Israel had sworn unto them : and Saul sought to slay them in his zeal for the children of Israel

and Judah :) 3 and David said unto the Gibeonites, What shall I do for you ? and wherewith shall

I make atonement, that ye may bless the inheritance of the Lord ? 4 And the Gibeonites said unto

him, It is no matter of silver or gold between us and Saul, or his house ; *neither is it for us to put

any man to death in Israel. And he said, What ye shall say, that will I do for you. 5 And they

said unto the king. The man that consumed us, and that devised against us, •that we should be

destroyed from remaining in any of the borders of Israel, 6 let seven men of his sons be delivered

unto us, and we will hang them up unto the Lord in Gibeah of Saul, the chosen of the Lord.

And the king said, I will give them. 7 But the king spared Mephibosheth, the son of Jonathan

the son of Saul, because of the Lord'S oath that was between them, between David and Jonathan

the son of Saul. 8 But the king took the two sons of Rizpah the daughter of Aiah, whom she

bare unto Saul, Armoni and Mephibosheth; and the five sons of *Michal the daughter of Saul,

whom she bare to Adriel the son of Barzillai the Meholathite: 9 and he delivered them into the

hands of the Gibeonites, and they hanged them in the mountain before the Lord, and they fell all

seven together: and they were put to death in the days of harvest, in the first clays, at the begin

ning of barley harvest. 10 And Rizpah the daughter of Aiah took sackcloth, and spread it for her

upon the rock, from the beginning of harvest until water was poured upon them from heaven ; and

she suffered neither the birds of the air to rest on them by day, nor the beasts of the field by night.

(2) The Burial of Saul and his Sons.

2 Samuel 2\ '. 11-14.

I I And it was told David what Rizpah the daughter of Aiah, the concubine of Saul, had done.

12 And David went and took the bones of Saul and the bones of Jonathan his son from the men

of Jabesh-gilead, which had stolen them from the 'street of Beth-shan, where the Philistines had

hanged them, in the day that the Philistines slew Saul in Gilboa: 13 and he brought up from

thence the bones of Saul and the bones of Jonathan his son ; and they gathered the bones of them

that weie hanged. 14 And they buried the bones of Saul and Jonathan his son in the country of

Benjamin in Zela, in the sepulchre of Kish his father: and they performed all that the king com

manded.

7 And David said to Solomon •his son, As for me, it was in my heart to build an house

unto the name of the Lord my God. 8 But the word of the Lord came to me, saying, Thou

hast shed blood abundantly, and hast made great wars : thou shalt not build an house unto my

Zebadiah the third, Jathniel the fourth; 3 Elam the fifth, Jehohanan the sixth, Eliehoenai the

seventh. 4 And Obed-edom had sons; Shemaiah the firstborn, Jehozabad the second, Joah the

third, and Sacar the fourth, and Nethanel the fifth , 5 Ammiel the sixth, Issachar the seventh,

Peullethai the eighth: for God blessed him. 6 Also unto Shemaiah his son were sons born, that

ruled over the house of their father : for they were mighty men of valour. 7 The sons of Shemaiah ;

Othni, and Rephael, and Obed. Elzabacl, whose brethren were valiant men, Elihu, and Semachiah.

8 All these were of the sons of Obed-edom . they and their sons and their brethren, able men in

strength for the service; threescore and two of Obed-edom. 9 And Meshelemiah had sons and

brethren, valiant men, eighteen. 10 Also Hosah, of the children of Merari, had sons, Shimri the

a In ver.

Tebaliah the third, Zechariah the fourth : all the sons and brethren of Hosah were thirteen. 12 Of

these were the courses of the doorkeepers, even of the chief men, having • charges like as their

brethren, to minister in the house of the Lord. 13 And they cast lots, as well the small as the

great, according to their fathers' houses, for every gate. 14 And the lot eastward fell to Shelemiah.

Then for Zechariah his son, a discreet counsellor, they cast lots ; and his lot came out northward.

15 To Obed-edom southward ; and to his sons the storehouse. 16 To Shuppim and Hosah west

ward, by the gate of *Shallecheth, at the causeway that goeth up, ward against ward. 17 East

ward were six Levites, northward four a clay, southward four a day, and for the storehouse two

and two. 18 For •Parbar westward, four at the causeway, and two at • Parbar. 19 These were

the courses of the doorkeepers ; of the sons of the Korahites, and of the sons of Merari.

21 The sons of / Ladan ; the sons of the Gershonites belong

ing to Ladan, the heads of the fathers' houses belonging to Ladan the Gershonite ; > Jehieli. 22 The

sons of Jehieli ; Zetham, and Joel his brother, over the treasuries of the house of the Lord. 23 Of

the Amramites, of the Izharites, of the Hebronites, of the Uzzielites: 24 and Shebuel the son of

Gershom, the son of Moses, was ruler over the treasuries. 25 And his brethren ; of Eliezer came

Rehabiah his son, and Jeshaiah his son, and Joram his son, and Zichri his son, and Shelomoth his

son. 26 This Shelomoth and his brethren were over all the treasuries of the dedicated things,

which David the king, and the heads of the fathers' houses, the captains over thousands and hun

dreds, and the captains of the host, had dedicated. 27 *Out of the spoil won in battles did they

dedicate to repair the house of the Lord. 28 And all that Samuel the seer, and Saul the son of

Kish, and Abner the son of Ner, and Joab the son of Zeruiah, had dedicated ; whosoever had dedi

cated any thing.it was under the hand of ' Shelomoth, and of his brethren.

H. THE OFFICErS ANd JUdGES " FOr THE OUTWArd BUSINESS."

I Chronicles 26:29-32.

29 Of the Izharites, Chenaniah and his sons were for the outward business over Israel, for

officers and judges. 30 Of the Hebronites, Hashabiah and his brethren, men of valour, a thousand

and seven hundred, had the oversight of Israel beyond Jordan westward ; for all the business of

the Lord, and for the service of the king. 31 Of the Hebronites was Jerijah the chief, even of

the Hebronites, according to their generations by fathers' houses. In the fortieth year of the reign

of David they were sought for, and there were found among them mighty men of valour at Jazer

of Gilead. 32 And his brethren, men of valour, were two thousand and seven hundred, heads of

fathers' houses, whom king David made overseers over the Reubenites, and the Gadites, and the

half tribe of the Manassites, for every matter pertaining to God, and for the affairs of the king.

/. THE TWELVE CAPTAINS OF THE ArMY,

1 Now the children of Israel after their number, to wit, the heads of fathers' houses and the

captains of thousands and of hundreds, and their officers that served the king, in any matter of the

courses which came in and went out month by month throughout all the months of the year, of

every course were twenty and four thousand.

5 The third captain of the host for the third month

was Benaiah, the son of Jehoiada the • priest, chief : and in his course were twenty and four thou

sand. 6 This is that Benaiah, who was the mighty man of the thirty, and over the thirty : and of

his course was Ammizabad his son. 7 The fourth captain for the fourth month was Asahel the

brother of Joab, and Zebadiah his son after him : and in his course were twenty and four thousand.

16 Furthermore over the tribes of Israel : of the Reubenites was Eliezer the son of Zichri the

ruler: of the Simeonites, Shephatiah the son of Maacah : 17 of Levi, Hashabiah the son of

Kemuel : of Aaron, Zadok : 18 of Judah, • Elihu, one of the brethren of David : of Issachar, Omri

the son of Michael : 19 of Zebulun, Ishmaiah the son of Obadiah : of Naphtali, Jeremoth the son

of Azriel : 20 of the children of Ephraim, Hoshea the son of Azaziah : of the half tribe of Manas-

seh, Joel the son of Pedaiah : 21 of the half tribe of Manasseh in Gilead, Iddo the son of Zech-

ariah : of Benjamin, Jaasiel the son of Abner : 22 of Dan, Azarel the son of Jeroham.

27 and over the vineyards was Shimei the Ramathite : and over the increase of the vineyards for

the wine cellars was Zabdi the Shiphmite : 28 and over the olive trees and the sycomore trees that

were in the lowland was Baal-hanan the Gederite : and over the cellars of oil was Joash : 29 and

over the herds that fed in Sharon was Shitrai the Sharonite : and over the herds that were in the

valleys was Shaphat the son of Adlai : 30 and over the camels was Obil the Ishmaelite : and

over the asses was Jehdeiah the Meronothite : 31 and over the flocks was Jaziz the Hagrite. All

these were the rulers of the substance which was king David's.

son of Benaiah, and Abiathar : and the captain of the king's host was Joab.

2 Then David the king stood up upon his feet, and said, Hear me, my brethren, and my

people: as for me, it was in mine heart to build an house of rest for the ark of the covenant of

the Lord, and for the footstool of our God ; and I had made ready for the building. 3 But God

said unto me, Thou shalt not build an house for my name, because thou art a man of war, and

hast shed blood. 4 Howbeit the Lord, the God of Israel, chose me out of all the house of my

father to be kmg over Israel for ever: for he hath chosen Judah to be /prince; and in the house

of Judah, the house of my father ; and among the sons of my father he took pleasure in me to

make me king over all Israel : 5 and of all my sons, (for the Lord hath given me many sons,) he

hath chosen Solomon my son to sit upon the throne of the kingdom of the Lord over Israel.

of go\A, for all vessels of every kind of service ; of silver for all the vessels of silver by weight,

for all vessels of every kind of service : 1 5 by weight also for the candlesticks of gold, and

for the lamps thereof, of gold, by weight for every candlestick and for the lamps thereof : and for

the candlesticks of silver, silver by weight for every candlestick and for the lamps thereof, accord

ing to the use of every candlestick: 16and the gold by weight for the tables of shewbread, for

every table; and silver for the tables of silver: 17 and the fleshhooks, and the basons, and the

cups, of pure gold : and for the golden bowls by weight for every bowl ; and for the silver bowls

by weight for every bowl : 18 and for the altar of incense refined gold by weight : and gold for

the pattern of the chariot, even the cherubim, that spread out their wings, and covered the ark of

the covenant of the LOrd, 19 All this, said David, • have I been made to understand in writing

from the hand of the Lord, even all the works of this pattern. 20 And David said to Solomon

his son, Be strong and of good courage, and do it : fear not, nor be dismayed : for.the Lord God,

even my God, is with thee : he will not fail thee, nor forsake thee, until all the work for the service

of the house of the Lord be finished. 21 And, behold, there are the courses of the priests and

the Levites, for all the service of the house of God : and there shall be with thee in all manner

of work every willing man that hath skill, for any manner of service : also the captains and all the

people will be wholly at thy commandment.

d. CONTrIBUTIONS OF dAVId ANd THE OFFICIALS FOr THE BUILdING OF THE TEMPLE.

I And David the king said unto all the congregation, Solomon my son, whom alone God hath

chosen, is yet young and tender, and the work is great: for the palace is not for man, but for the

Lord God.

3 Moreover also, because I have set my affection to the house of my God, seeing

that I have a treasure of mine own of gold and silver, I give it unto the house of my God, over and

above all that I have prepared for the holy house ; 4 even three thousand talents of gold, of the

gold of Ophir, and seven thousand talents of refined silver, to overlay the walls of the houses

withal : 5 of gold for the things of gold, and of silver for the things of silver, and for all man

ner of work to be made by the hands of artificers. Who then offereth willingly • to consecrate

himself this day unto the Lord ? 6 Then the princes of the fathers' houses, and the princes of the

tribes of Israel, and the captains of thousands and of hundreds, with the rulers over the king's

work, offered willingly; 7 and they gave for the service of the house of God of gold five thousand

talents and ten thousand darks, and of silver ten thousand talents, and of brass eighteen thousand

talents, and of iron a hundred thousand talents. 8 And they with whom precious stones were

found gave them to the treasure of the house of the Lord, under the hand of Jehiel the Gershon-

ite. 9 Then the people rejoiced, for that they offered willingly, because with a perfect heart they

offered willingly to the Lord : and David the king also rejoiced with great joy.

E. dAVId'S THANKSGIVING ANd PrAYEr.

I Chronicles 29: 10-19.

10 Wherefore David blessed the Lord before all the congregation : and David said, Blessed

be thou, O Lord, the God of Israel our father, for ever and ever. 1 1 Thine, O Lord, is the great-

a Or, " the Lord made me understand in writing by his hand upon me, even," etc. i Or, " beryl." c Heb. " to fill his hand."

14 But who am I, and what is my people, that

we should • be able to offer so willingly after this sort ? for all things come of thee, and * of thine

own have we given thee. 15 For we are strangers before thee, and sojourners, as all our fathers

were : our days on the earth are as a shadow, and there is no • abiding. 16 O Lord our God. all

this store that we have prepared to build thee an house for thine holy name cometh of thine hand,

and is all thine own. 17 I know also, my God, that thou triest the heart, and hast pleasure in up

rightness. As for me, in the uprightness of mine heart I have willingly offered all these things :

and now have I seen with joy thy people, which are present here, to offer willingly unto thee.

18O Lord, the God of Abraham, of Isaac, and of Israel, our fathers, keep this forever in the imagi

nation of the thoughts of the heart of thy people, and *prepare their heart unto thee: 19 and give

unto Solomon my son a perfect heart, to keep thy commandments, thy testimonies, and thy

statutes, and to do all these things, and to build the palace, for the which I have made

provision.

IV. Absalom's Rebellion.

108. THE OUTBREAK OF THE REBELLION.

2 Samuel 15 : 7-12.

7 And it came to pass at the end of • forty years, that Absalom said unto the king, I pray thee,

let me go and pay my vow, which I have vowed unto the Lord, in Hebron. 8 For thy servant

vowed a vow while I abode at Geshur in / Syria, saying, If the Lord shall indeed bring me again

to Jerusalem, then I will ' serve the LOrd. 9 And the king said unto him, Go in peace. So he

arose, and went to Hebron. 10 But Absalom sent spies throughout all the tribes of Israel, saying,

As soon as ye hear the sound of the trumpet, then ye shall say, Absalom is king in Hebron. 1 1 And

with Absalom went two hundred men out of Jerusalem, that were invited, and went in their sim

plicity; and they knew not any thing. 12 And Absalom *sent for Ahithophel the Gilonite, David's

counsellor, from his city, even from Giloh, while he offered the sacrifices. And the conspiracy

was strong ; for the people increased continually with Absalom.

13 And there came a messenger to David, saying, The hearts of the men of Israel are after

Absalom. 14 And David said unto all his servants that were with him at Jerusalem, Arise, and

a Heb. "retain strength." £Heb. " of thine hand." c Heb. "hope." rfOr, " establish." e According to some

ancient authorities, " four ; " but without doubt the text is correct, for it is most natural to consider the meaning here to be,

"at the end of forty years of david's reign." /"Heb.

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let us flee ; for else none of us shall escape from Absalom : make speed to depart, lest he overtake

us quickly, and bring down evil upon us, and smite the city with the edge of the sword. 15 And

the king's servants said unto the king, Behold, thy servants are ready to do whatsoever my lord

the king shall choose. 16 And the king went forth, and all his household after him. And the

king left ten women, which were concubines, to keep the house. 17 And the king went forth, and

all the people after him ; and they tarried • in Beth-merhak. 18 And all his servants passed on

beside him ; and all the Cherethites, and all the Pelethites, and all the Gittites, six hundred men

which came after him from Gath, passed on before the king.

(2) Ittai's Fidelity.

19 Then said the king to Ittai the Gittite, Wherefore goest thou also with us ? return, and

abide with the king : for thou art a stranger, and also an exile ; return to thine own place.

20 Whereas thou camest but yesterday, should I this day make thee go up and down with us,

seeing I go whither I may? return thou, and take back thy brethren ; mercy and truth be with

thee. 21 And Ittai answered the king, and said, As the Lord liveth, and as my lord the king

liveth, surely in what place my lord the king shall be. whether for death or for life, even there also

will thy servant be. 22 And David said to Ittai, Go and pass over. And Ittai the Gittite passed

over, and all his men, and all the little ones that were with him. 23 And all the country wept with

a loud voice, and all the people passed over : the king also himself passed over the brook Kidron,

and all the people passed over, toward the way of the wilderness.

28 See, I will tarry •at the fords of the wilderness, until there come word from you

to certify me. 29 Zadok therefore and Abiathar carried the ark of God again to Jerusalem : and

they abode there.

30 And David went up by the ascent of the mount of Olives, and wept as he went up; and

he had his head covered, and went barefoot: and all the people that were with him covered every

man his head, and they went up, weeping as they went up. 31 And one told David, saying,

Ahithophel is among the conspirators with Absalom. And David said, O Lord, I pray thee, turn

the counsel of Ahithophel into foolishness. 32 And it came to pass, that when David was come

to the top of the ascent, *where God was worshipped, behold, Hushai the Archite came to meet

him with his coat rent, and earth upon his head : 33 and David said unto him, If thou passest on

with me, then thou shalt be a burden unto me: 34 but if thou return to the city, and say unto

Absalom, I will be thy servant, O king ; as I have been thy father's servant in time past, so will I

now he thy servant : then shalt thou defeat for me the counsel of Ahithophel. 35 And hast thou

not there with thee Zadok and Abiathar the priests? therefore it shall be, that what thing soever

a Or, " at the Far House."

4 Then said the king to Ziba,

Behold, thine is all that pertaineth unto Mephibosheth. And Ziba said, I do obeisance ; let me

find favour in thy sight, my lord, O king.

(6) The Cursing of Shimei.

2 Samuel 16: 5-14.

5 And when king David came to Bahurim, behold, there came out thence a man of the family of

the house of Saul, whose name was Shimei, the son of Gera: he came out, and cursed still as he

came. 6 And he cast stones at David, and at all the servants of king David: and all the people

and all the mighty men were on his right hand and on his left. 7 And thus said Shimei when he

cursed. Begone, begone, thou man of blood, and man of *Belial: 8 the Lord hath returned upon

thee all the blood of the house of Saul, in whose stead thou hast reigned ; and the Lord hath

delivered the kingdom into the hand of Absalom thy son: and, behold, thou art taken in thine

own mischief, because thou art a man of blood. 9 Then said Abishai the son of Zeruiah unto the

king. Why should this dead dog curse my lord the king? let me go over, I pray thee, and take

off his head. 10 And the king said. What have I to do with you, ye sons of Zeruiah ? • Because

he curseth, and because the Lord hath said unto him, Curse David ; who then shall say, Where

fore hast thou done so? 11 And David said to Abishai, and to all his servants, Behold, my son,

which came forth of my bowels, seeketh my life : how much more may this Benjamite now do it f

let him alone, and let him curse ; for the Lord hath bidden him. 12 It may be that the Lord

will look on * the wrong done unto me, and that the LOrd will requite me good for his cursing of

me this day. 13 So David and his men went by the way : and Shimei went along on the hill side

over against him, and cursed as he went, and threw stones •at him, and cast dust. 14 And the

king, and all the people that were with him, came /weary; and he refreshed himself there.

16 And it came to pass, when Hushai the Archite, David's friend, was come unto Absalom,

that Hushai said unto Absalom, • God save the king, God save the king. 17 And Absalom said

to Hushai, Is this thy kindness to thy friend ? why wentest thou not with thy friend? 18 And

Hushai said unto Absalom, Nay ; but whom the Lord, and this people, and all the men of Israel

have chosen, his will I be, and with him will I abide. 19 And again, whom should I serve?

should I not serve in the presence of his son ? as I have served in thy father's presence, so will I

be in thy presence.

(3) The Counsels of Ahithophel.

2 Samuel 16: 20-17:4.

20 Then said Absalom to Ahithophel, Give your counsel what we shall do. 21 And Ahitho

phel said unto Absalom, Go in unto thy father's concubines, which he hath lelt to keep the house;

and all Israel shall hear that thou art abhorred of thy father: then shall the hands of all that are

with thee be strong. 22 So they spread Absalom a tent upon the top of the house; and Absalom

went in unto his father's concubines in the sight of all Israel. 23 And the counsel of Ahithophel,

which he counselled in those days, was as if a man inquired at the b oracle of God : so was all the

counsel of Ahithophel both with David and with Absalom.

1 Moreover Ahithophel said unto Absalom, Let me now choose out twelve thousand men,

and I will arise and pursue after David this night : 2 and I will come upon him while he is weary

and weak handed, and will make him afraid : and all the people that are with him shall flee ; and

I will smite the king only: 3 and I will bring back all the people unto thee: the man whom thou

seekest is as if all returned : so all the people shall be in peace. 4 And the saying pleased Absa

lom well, and all the elders of Israel.

(4) Ahithophel's Counsel is thwarted by Hushai.

2 Samuel 17 : 5-14.

5 Then said Absalom, Call now Hushai the Archite also, and let us hear likewise what he

saith. 6 And when Hushai was come to Absalom, Absalom spake unto him, saying, Ahithophel

hath spoken after this manner : shall we do after his saying ? if not, speak thou. 7 And Hushai

said unto Absalom, The counsel that Ahithophel hath given this time is not good. 8 Hushai said

moreover, Thou knowest thy father and his men, that they be mighty men, and they be •chafed in

their minds, as a bear robbed of her whelps in the field : and thy father is a man of war, and will

not lodge with the people. 9 Behold, he is hid now in some pit, or in some other place: and it

will come to pass, •when some of them be fallen at the first, that whosoever heareth it will say,

There is a slaughter among the people that follow Absalom. 10 And even he that is valiant,

whose heart is as the heart of a lion, shall utterly melt: for all Israel knoweth that thy father is a

mighty man, and they which be with him are valiant men. 1 1 But I counsel that all Israel be

gathered together unto thee, from Dan even to Beer-sheba, as the sand that is by the sea for mul

titude; and •that thou go to battle in thine own person. 1 2 So shall we come upon him in some place

where he shall be found, and we will light upon him as tile dew falleth on the ground : and of him

and of all the men that are with him we will not leave so much as one. 13 Moreover, if he / be gotten

into a city, then shall all Israel bring ropes to that city, and we will draw it into the river, until

there be not one small stone found there. 14 And Absalom and all the men of Israel said, The

counsel of Hushai the Archite is better than the counsel of Ahithophel. For the Lord had or

dained to defeat the good counsel of Ahithophel, to the intent that the Lord might bring evil upon

Absalom.

16 Now therefore

send quickly, and tell David, saying, Lodge not this night • at the fords of the wilderness, but

in any wise pass over ; lest the king be swallowed up, and all the people that are with him. 17*Now

Jonathan and Ahimaaz stayed by En-rogel ; and a maidservant used to go and tell them ; and they

went and told king David : for they might not be seen to come into the city. 18 But a lad saw

them, and told Absalom : and they went both of them away quickly, and came to the house of a

man in Bahurim, who had a well in his court ; and they went down thither. 19 And the woman

took and spread the covering over the well's mouth, and strewed bruised corn thereon ; and noth

ing was known. 20 And Absalom's servants came to the woman to the house ; and they said,

Where are Ahimaaz and Jonathan? And the woman said unto them, They be gone over the

brook of water. And when they had sought and could not find them, they returned to Jerusalem.

21 And it came to pass, after they were departed, that they came up out of the well, and went and

told king David ; and they said unto David, Arise ye, and pass quickly over the water: for thus

hath Ahithophel counselled against you. 22 Then David arose, and all the people that were with

him, and they passed over Jordan: by the morning light there lacked not one of them that was

not gone over Jordan.

butter, and sheep, and cheese of kine, for David, and for the people that were with him, to eat :

for they said, The people is hungry, and weary, and thirsty, in the wilderness.

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of Joab, and a third part under the hand of Abishai the son of Zeruiah, Joab's brother, and a third

part under the hand of Ittai the Giitite. And the king said unto the people, I will surely go forth

with you myself also. 3 But the people said, Thou shalt not go forth: lor if we flee away, they

will not care lor us ; neither if half of us die, will they care for us: • but thou art worth ten thou

sand of us : therefore now it is better that thou be ready to succour us out of the city. 4 And the

king said unto them, What seemeth you best I will do. And the king stood by the gate side, and

all the people went out by hundreds and by thousands. 5 And the king commanded Joab and

Abishai and Ittai, saying. Deal gently for my sake with the young man, even with Absalom. And

all the people heard when the kmg gave all the captains charge concerning Absalom. 6 So the

people went out into the field against Israel: and the battle was in the forest: of Ephraim. 7 And

the people of Israel were smitten there before the servants of David, and there was a great

slaughter there that day of twenty thousand men. 8 For the battle was there spread over the face

of afl the country : and the forest devoured more people that day than the sword devoured.

(4) Absalom is murdered by Joab.

2 Samuel 18 : 9-18.

9 And Absalom chanced to meet the servants of David. And Absalom rode upon his mule,

and the mule went under the thick boughs of a great *oak, and his head caught hold of the oak,

and he was taken up between the heaven and the earth ; and the mule that was under him went

on. 10 And a certain man saw it, and told Joab, and said. Behold, I saw Absalom hanging in an

oak. 1 1 And Joab said unto the man that told him, And, behold, thou savvest it, and why didst

thou not smite him there to the ground? and I would have given thee ten pieces of silver, and a

girdle. 12 And the man said unto Joab, Though I should receive a thousand pieces of silver in

mine hand, yet would I not put forth mine hand against the king's son : for in our hearing the

king charged thee and Abishai and Ittai, saying, • Beware that none touch the young man Absa

lom. 13 Otherwise if I had dealt falsely against *his life, (and there is no matter hid from the

king,) then thou thyself • wouldest have stood aloof. 14 Then said Joab, I may not tarry thus with

thee. And he took three /darts in his hand, and thrust them through the heart of Absalom, while

he was yet alive in the midst of the oak. 1 5 And ten young men that bare Joab's armour com

passed about and smote Absalom, and slew him. 16 And Joab blew the trumpet, and the people

returned from pursuing after Israel : for Joab > held back the people. 17 And they took Absalom,

and cast him into the great pit in the forest, and raised over him a very great heap of stones: and

all Israel fled every one to his tent. 18 Now Absalom in his life time had taken and reared up for

himself the pillar, which is in the king's dale : for he said, I have no son to keep my name in remem

brance : and he called the pillar after his own name : and it is called Absalom's monument, unto

this day.

(5) The Tidings brought to David: his Grief for Absalom.

2 Samuel 18 : 19-33.

19 Then said Ahimaaz the son of Zadok, Let me now run, and bear the king tidings, how that

the Lord hath * avenged him of his enemies. 20 And Joab said unto him, Thou shalt not be the

bearer of tidings this day, but thou shalt bear tidings another day : but this day thou shalt bear no

tidings, because the king's son is dead. 21 Then said Joab to the Cushite, Go tell the king what

thou hast seen. And the Cushite bowed himself unto Joab, and ran. 22 Then said Ahimaaz the

son of Zadok yet again to Joab, But come what may, let me, I pray thee, also run after the Cushite.

And Joab said, Wherefore wilt thou run, my son. seeing that thou 'wilt have no reward for the

tidings? 23 But come what may, said he, I will run. And he said unto him. Run. Then Ahimaaz

ran by the way of the Plain, and overran the Cushite.

And the Cushite answered, The enemies of my lord the king, and all that rise up against thee to

do thee hurt, be as that young man is. 33* And the king was much moved, and went up to the

chamber over the gate, and wept : and as he went, thus he said, O my son Absalom, my son, my

son Absalom ! would God I had died for thee, O Absalom, my son, my son 1

2 Samuel 19: 1 -8a.

1 And it was told Joab, Behold, the king weepeth and mourneth for Absalom. 2 And the

•victory that day was turned into mourning unto all the people : for the people heard say that day.

The king grieveth for his son. 3 And the people gat them by stealth that day into the city, as

people that are ashamed steal away when they flee in battle. 4 And the king covered his face,

and the king cried with a loud voice, O my son Absalom, O Absalom, my son, my son .' 5 And

Joab came into the house to the king, and said, Thou hast shamed this day the faces of all thy

servants, which this day have saved thy life, and the lives of thy sons and of thy daughters, and

the lives of thy wives, and the lives of thy concubines; 6 in that thou lovest them that hate thee,

and hatest them that love thee. For thou hast declared this day, that princes and servants are

nought unto thee : for this day I perceive, that if Absalom had lived, and all we had died this day,

then it had pleased thee well. 7 Now therefore arise, go forth, and speak comfortably unto thy

servants: for I swear by the Lord, if thou go not forth, there will not tarry a man with thee this

night: and that will be worse unto thee than all the evil that hath befallen thee from thy youth

until now. 8a Then the king arose, and sat in the gate. And they told unto all the people, saying,

Behold, the king doth sit in the gate : and all the people came before the king.

113. NEGOTIATIONS FOR DAVID'S RECALL.

16 And Shimei the son of Gera, the Benjamite, which was of Bahurim, hasted and came down

with the men of Judah to meet king David. 17 And there were a thousand men of Benjamin with

him, and Ziba the servant of the house of Saul, and his fifteen sons and his twenty servants with

him; and. they went through Jordan in the presence of the king. 18 And there went over •a ferry

boat to bring over the king's household, and to do what he thought good. And Shimei the son

of Gera fell down before the king, when he * was come over Jordan. 19 And he said unto the king.

Let not my lord impute iniquity unto me, neither do thou remember that which thy servant did

perversely the day that my lord the king went out of Jerusalem, that the king should take it to his

heart. 20 For thy servant doth know that I have sinned : therefore, behold, I am come this day

the first of all the house of Joseph to go down to meet my lord the king. 21 But Abishai the son

of Zeruiah answered and said, Shall not Shimei be put to death for this, because he cursed the

Lord's anointed ? 22 And David said, What have I to do with you, ye sons of Zeruiah, that ye

should this day be adversaries unto me? shall there any man be put to death this day in Israel?

for do not I know that I am this day king over Israel ? 23 And the king said unto Shimei, Thou

shalt not die. And the king sware unto him.

(3) The Meeting with Mephibosheth.

2 Samuel 19: 24-30.

24 And Mephibosheth the son of Saul came down to meet the king ; and he had neither

dressed his feet, nor trimmed his beard, nor washed his clothes, from the day the king departed

until the day he came home in peace. 25 And it came to pass, • when he was come to Jerusalem

to meet the king, that the king said unto him, Wherefore wentest not thou with me, Mephibo

sheth? 26 And he answered, My lord, O king, my servant deceived me: for thy servant said. I

will saddle me an ass, that I may ride thereon, and go * with the king ; because thy servant is

lame. 27 And he hath slandered thy servant unto my lord the king; but my lord the king is as

' an angel of God : do therefore what is good in thine eyes. 28 For all my father's house were

but / dead men before my lord the king : yet didst thou set thy servant among them that did eat

at thine own table. What right therefore have I yet that I should cry any more unto the king?

29 And the king said unto him, Why speakest thou any more of thy matters ? I say, Thou and

Ziba divide the land. 30 And Mephibosheth said unto the king. Yea, let him take all, forasmuch

as my lord the king is come in peace unto his own house.

32 Now Barzillai was a very aged man, even fourscore years

old : and he had provided the king with sustenance while he lay at Mahanaim ; for he was a very

great man. 33 And the king said unto Barzillai, Come thou over with me, and I will sustain thee

with me in Jerusalem. 34 And Barzillai said unto the king, How many are the days of the years

of my life, that I should go up with the king unto Jerusalem ? 35 I am this day fourscore years

old : can I discern between good and bad ? can thy servant taste what I eat or what I drink ?

can I hear any more the voice of singing men and singing women ? wherefore then should thy

servant be yet a burden unto my lord the king? 36 Thy servant would but just go over Jordan

with the king ; and why should the king recompense it me with such a reward ? 37 Let thy

servant, I pray thee, turn back again, that I may die in mine own city, by the grave of my father

and my mother. But behold, thy servant Chimham ; let him go over with my lord the king ; and

do to him what shall seem good unto thee. 38 And the king answered, Chimham shall go over

with me, and I will do to him that which shall seem good unto thee : and whatsoever thou shalt

-require of me, that will I do for thee. 39 And all the people went over Jordan, and the king

went over: and the king kissed Barzillai, and blessed him; and he returned unto his own place.

40a So the king went over to Gilgal, and Chimham went over with him.

(5) The Strife between Judah and Israel.

2 Samuel 19:40*-43.

. 40* And all the people of Judah brought the king over, and also half the people of Israel.

41 And, behold, all the men of Israel came to the king, and said unto the king, Why have our

brethren the men of Judah stolen thee away, and brought the king, and his household, over Jor

dan, and all David's men with him ? 42 And all the men of Judah answered the men of Israel,

Because the king is near of kin to us : wherefore then be ye angry for this matter? have we eaten

at all of the king's cost ? or hath he given us any gift ? 43 And the men of Israel answered the

men of Judah, and said, We have ten parts in the king, and we have also more right in David

than ye: why then did ye despise us, *that our advice should not be first had in bringing back

our king? And the words of the men of Judah were fiercer than the words of the men of Israel.

115. SHEBA'S INSURRECTION.

(1) The Outbreak of the Revolt.

2 Samuel 20: 1, 2.

I And there happened to be there a man of • Belial, whose name was Sheba, the son of

Bichri, a Benjamite : and he blew the trumpet, and said, We have no portion in David, neither

have we inheritance in the son of Jesse : every man to his tents, O Israel. 2 So all the men of

Israel went up from following David, and followed Sheba the son of Bichri : but the men of

Judah clave unto their king, from Jordan even to Jerusalem.

(2) David re-enters Jerusalem.

2 Samuel 20 : 3.

3 And David came to his house at Jerusalem ; and the king took the ten women his concu

bines, whom he had left to keep the house, and put them in ward, and provided them with sus

tenance, but went not in unto them. So they were shut up unto the day of their death, *living in

widowhood.

4 Then said the king to Amasa, Call me the men of Judah together within three days, and

be thou here present. 5 So Amasa went to call the men of Judah together: but he tarried longer

than the set time which he had appointed him. 6 And David said to Abishai, Now shall Sheba

the son of Bichri do us more harm than did Absalom : take thou thy lord's servants, and pursue

after him, lest he get him fenced cities, and escape out of our sight. 7 And there went out after

him Joab's men, and the Cherethites and the Pelethites, and all the mighty men : and they went

out of Jerusalem, to pursue after Sheba the son of Bichri. 8 When they were at the great stone

which is in Gibeon, Amasa came to meet them. And Joab was girded with his apparel of war

that he had put on, and thereon was a girdle with a sword fastened upon his loins in the sheath

thereof; and as he went forth it fell out. 9 And Joab said to Amasa, Is it well with thee, my

brother? And Joab took Amasa by the beard with his right hand to kiss him. 10 But Amasa

took no heed to the sword that was in Joab's hand : so he smote him therewith in the belly, and

shed out his bowels to the ground, and struck him not again ; and he died. And Joab and

Abishai his brother pursued after Sheba the son of Bichri. 11 And there stood by him one of

Joab's young men, and said, He that favoureth Joab, and he that is for David, lei him follow

Joab. 12 And Amasa lay wallowing in his blood in the midst of the high way. And when the

man saw that all the people stood still, he carried Amasa out of the high way into the field, and

cast a garment over him, when he saw that every one that came by him stood still. 1 3 When he

was removed out of the high way, all the people went on after Joab, to pursue after Sheba the

son of Bichri. 14 And he went through all the tribes of Israel unto Abel, and to Beth-maacah,

and all the Berites : and they were gathered together, and went also after him.

19 1 am of them that are peaceable and faithful in Israel: thou seekest to

destroy a city and a mother in Israel : why wilt thou swallow up the inheritance of the Lord ?

20 And Joab answered and said, Far be it, far be it from me, that I should swallow up or destroy.

21 The matter is not so: but a man of the hill country of Ephraim, Sheba the son of Bichri by

name, hath lifted up his hand against the king, even against David . deliver him only, and I will

depart from the city. And the woman said unto Joab, Behold, his head shall be thrown to thee

over the wall. 22 Then the woman went unto all the people in her wisdom. And they cut off

the head of Sheba the son of Bichri, and threw it out to joab. And he blew the trumpet, and

they were dispersed from the city, every man to his tent. And Joab returned to Jerusalem unto the

king.

I Now king David was old and stricken in years ; and they covered him with clothes, but he

gat no heat. 2 Wherefore his servants said unto him, Let there be sought for my lord the king

;i young virgin : and let her stand before the king, and cherish him ; and let her lie in thy bosom,

that my lord the king may get heat. 3 So they sought for a fair damsel throughout all the coasts

of Israel, and found Abishag the Shunammite, and brought her to the king. 4 And the damsel

was very fair; and she cherished the king, and ministeredto him ; but the Ring knew her not.

118. SOLOMON IS MADE KING "THE SECOND TIME."

(1) Adonijah attempts to seize the Kingdom.

1 Kings 1 : 5-10.

5 Then Adonijah the son of Haggith exalted himself, saying, I will be king : and he prepared

him chariots and horsemen, and fifty men to run before him. 6 And his father had not displeased

him • at any time in saying, Why hast thou done so ? and he was also a very goodly man ; and he

was born after Absalom. 7 And he conferred with Joab the son of Zeruiah, and with Abiathar

the priest : and they following Adonijah helped him. 8 But Zadok the priest, and Benaiah the son

of Jehoiada, and Nathan the prophet, and Shimei, and Rei, and the mighty men which belonged

to David, were not with Adonijah. 9 And Adonijah * slew sheep and oxen and fatlings by the

stone of Zoheleth, which is beside En-rogel ; and he called all his brethren the king's sons, and

all the men of Judah the king's servants : 10 but Nathan the prophet, and Benaiah, and the mighty

men, and Solomon his brother, he called not.

(2) Nathan and Bath-sheba's counter Coop d'etat.

1 Kings 1 : 1 1-37.

I I Then Nathan spake unto Bath-sheba the mother of Solomon, saying. Hast thou not heard

that Adonijah the son of Haggith doth reign, and David our lord knoweth it not ? 12 Now there

fore come, let me, I pray thee, give thee counsel, that thou mayest save thine own life, and the

life of thy son Solomon. 13 Go and get thee in unto king David, and say unto him, Didst not

thou, my lord, O king, swear unto thine handmaid, saying, Assuredly Solomon thy son shall reign

after me, and he shall sit upon my throne? why then doth Adonijah reign? 14 Behold, while

thou yet talkest there with the king, I also will come in after thee, and confirm thy words.

1 5 And Bath-sheba went in unto the king into the chamber : and the king was very old ; and Abishag

the Shunammite ministered unto the king. 16 And Bath-sheba bowed, and did obeisance unto the

king. And the king said, What wouldest thou ? 17 And she said unto him. My lord, thou swarest

by the Lord thy God unto thine handmaid, saying. Assuredly Solomon thy son shall reign after

me, and he shall sit upon my throne. 18 And now, behold, Adonijah reigneth ; •and thou, my

lord the king, knovvest it not: 19 and he hnth *slain oxen and fatlings and sheep in abundance,

and hath called all the sons of the king, and Abiathar the priest, and Joab the captain of the host :

but Solomon thy servant hath he not called. 20 And *thou, my lord the king, the eyes of all Israel

are upon thee, that thou shouldest tell them who shall sit on the throne of my lord the king after

him. 21 Otherwise it shall come to pass, when my lord the king shall sleep with his fathers, that

I and my son Solomon shall be counted • offenders. 22 And, lo, while she yet talked with the

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king, Nathan the prophet came in. 23 And they told the king, saying, Behold, Nathan the prophet.

And when he was come in before the king, he bowed himself before the king wiih his face to the

ground. 24 And Nathan said, My lord, O king, hast thou said, Adonijah shall reign after me, and

he shall sit upon my throne? 25 For he is gone down this day, and hath • slain oxen and fathngs

and sheep in abundance, and hath called all the king's sons, and the captains of the host, and

Abiathar the priest ; and, behold, they eat and drink before him, and say, God save king Adonijah.

26 But me, even me thy servant, and Zadok the priest, and Benaiah the son of Jehoiada, and thy

servant Solomon, hath he not called. 27 Is this thing done by my lord the king, and thou hast

not shewed unto thy *servants who should sit on the throne of my lord the king after him?

28 Then king David answered and said, Call me Bath-sheba. And shecame into the king's presence,

and stood before the king. 29 And the king svvare, and said, As the Lord liveth, who hath

redeemed my soul out of all adversity, 30 verily as I sware unto thee by the Lord, the God of

Israel, saying, Assuredly Solomon thy son shall reign after me, and he shall sit upon my throne in

my stead ; verily so will I do this day. 31 Then Bath-sheba bowed with her face to the earth, and

did obeisance to the king, and said, Let my lord king David live for ever. 32 And king David

said. Call me Zadok the priest, and Nathan the prophet, and Benaiah the son of Jehoiada. And

they came before the king. 33 And the king said unto them, Take with you the servants of your

lord, and cause Solomon my son to ride upon mine own mule, and bring him down to Gihon :

34 and let Zadok the priest and Nathan the prophet anoint him there king over Israel: and blow ye

with the trumpet, and say, God save king Solomon. 35 Then ye shall come up after him, and he

shall come and sit upon my throne; for he shall be king in my stead : and I have appointed him

to be ' prince over Israel and over Judah. 36 And Benaiah the son of Jehoiada answered the king,

and said, Amen : the Lord, the God of my lord the king, say so too. 37 As the Lord hath been

with my lord the king, even so be he with Solomon, and make his throne greater than the throne

of my lord king David.

(3) Solomon's second Anointing.

1 Chronicles 29: 223.

22* And they made Solomon the son of David

king the second time, and anointed him unto the

Lord to be • prince, and Zadok to be priest.

1 Kings 1 : 38-40.

38 So Zadok the priest, and Nathan the prophet,

and Benaiah the son of Jehoiada, and the Cher-

ethites and the Pelethites, went down, and caused

Solomon to ride upon king David's mule, and

brought him to Gihon. 39 And Zadok the priest

took the horn of oil out of the Tent, and anointed

Solomon. And they blew the trumpet ; and all

the people said, God save king Solomon. 40 And

all the people came up after him, and the people

piped with pipes, and rejoiced with great joy, so

that the earth rent with the sound o? them.

(4) Adonijah's Alarm and Submission.

1 Kings 1:41-53.

41 And Adonijah and all the guests that were with him heard it as they had made an end of

eating. And when Joab heard the sound of the trumpet, he said, Wherefore is this noise of the

city being in an uproar? 42 While he yet spake, behold, Jonathan the son of Abiathar the priest

came : and Adonijah said, Come in ; for thou art a worthy man, and bringest good tidings.

43 And Jonathan answered and said to Adonijah, Verily our lord king David hath made Solomon

king: 44 and the king hath sent with him Zadok the priest, and Nathan the prophet, and Benaiah

the son of Jehoiada, and the Cherethites and the Pelethites, and they have caused him to ride upon

the king's mule : 45 and Zadok the priest and Nathan the prophet have anointed him king in

THE BEGINNING OF SOLOMON'S REIGN.

122. SOLOMON'S ACCESSION TO THE THRONE.•

1 Kings 2:12.

12 And Solomon sat upon the

throne of David his father ; and

his kingdom was established

greatly.

1 Chronicles 29: 23-25.

23 Then Solomon sat on the

throne of the Lord as king in

stead of David his father, and

prospered ; and all Israel obeyed

him. 24 And all the princes,

and the mighty men, and all the

sons likewise of king David/sub

mitted themselves unto Solomon

the king. 25 And the Lord

magnified Solomon exceedingly

in the sight of all Israel, and

bestowed upon him such royal

majesty as had not been on any

king before him in Israel.

2 Chronicles I : I.

1 And Solomon the son of

David was strengthened in his

kingdom, and the Lord his God

was with him, and magnified

him exceedingly.

123. SOLOMON'S REMOVAL OF HIS ADVERSARIES.

(1) Adonijah, asking Abishag to Wife, is put to Death.

1 Kings 2 : 13-25.

13 Then Adonijah the son of Haggith came to Bath-sheba the mother of Solomon. And she

said, Comest thou peaceably? And he said, Peaceably. 14 He said moreover, I have somewhat

to say unto thee. And she said, Say on. 15 And he said, Thou knowest that the kingdom was

mine, and that all Israel set their faces on me, that I should reign: howbeit the kingdom is turned

about, and is become my brother's : for it was his from the Lord. 16 And now I ask one petition

of thee, * deny me not. And she said unto him, Say on. 17 And he said, Speak, I pray thee, unto

Solomon the king, (for he will not say thee nay,) that he give me Abishag the Shunammite to

wife. 18 And Bath-sheba said. Well ; I will speak for thee unto the king. 19 Bath-sheba there

fore went unto king Solomon, to speak unto him for Adonijah. And the king rose up to meet her,

and bowed himself unto her, and sat down on his throne, and caused a throne to be set for the

king's mother ; and she sat on his right hand. 20 Then she said, I ask one small petition of thee ;

deny me not. And the king said unto her, Ask on, my mother: for I will not deny thee. 21 And

she said, Let Abishag the Shunammite be given to Adonijah thy brother to wife. 22 And king

aCf. $$107, (4), A, and 118.

23 Then king Solomon sware by the Lord,

saying, God do so to me, and more also, if Adonijah have not spoken this word against his own

life. 24 Now therefore as the Lord liveth, who hath established me, and set me on the throne of

David my father, and who hath made me an house, as he promised, surely Adonijah shall be put

to death this day. 25 And king Solomon sent by the hand of Benaiah the son of Jehoiada ; and

he fell upon him, that he died.

(2) Abiathar is degraded from the Priesthood.

1 Kings 2 : 26, 27.

26 And unto Abiathar the priest said the king, Get thee to Anathoth, unto thine own fields ;

for thou •art worthy of death : but I will not at this time put thee to death, because thou barest

the ark of the Lord God before David my father, and because thou wast afflicted in all wherein

my father was afflicted. 27 So Solomon thrust out Abiathar from being priest unto the Lord;

that he might fulfil *the word of the Lord, which he spake concerning the house of Eli in Shiloh.

(3) Joab's Flight and Death.

1 Kings 2 : 28-34.

28 And the tidings came to Joab : for Joab had turned after Adonijah, though he turned not

after Absalom. And Joab fled unto the Tent of the Lord, and caught hold on the horns of the

altar. 29 And it was told king Solomon, Joab is fled unto the Tent of the Lord, and, behold, he

is by the altar. Then Solomon sent Benaiah the son of Jehoiada, saying, Go, fall upon him.

30 And Benaiah came to the Tent of the Lord, and said unto him, Thus saith the king,.Come

forth. And he said, Nay ; but I will die here. And Benaiah brought the king word again, say

ing, Thus said Joab, and thus he answered me. 31 And the king said unto him, Do as he hath

said, and fall upon Mm, and bury him ; that thou mayest take away the blood, which Joab shed

without cause, from me and from my father's house. 32 And the Lord shall return his blood

upon his own head, because he fell upon two men more righteous and better than he, and slew

them with the sword, and my father David knew it not, to wit, Abner the son of Ner, captain of

the host of Israel, and Amasa the son of Jether, captain of the host of Judah. 33 So shall their

blood return upon the head of Joab, and upon the head of his seed for ever : but unto David,

and unto his seed, and unto his house, and unto his throne, shall there be peace for ever from the

Lord. 34 Then Benaiah the son of Jehoiada went up, and fell upon him, and slew him ; and he

was buried in his own house in the wilderness.

(4) The Elevation of Benaiah and Zadok.•

1 Kings 2 : 35.

35 And the king put Benaiah the son of Jehoiada in his room over the host : and Zadok the

priest did the king put in the room of Abiathar.

(5) Shimei meets with his Deserts.

1 Kings 2 : 36-46.

36 And the king sent and called for Shimei, and said unto him, Build thee an house in Jeru

salem, and dwell there, and go not forth thence any whither. 37 For on the day thou goest out,

and passest over the brook Kidron, know thou for certain that thou shalt surely die : thy blood

shall be upon thine own head. 38 And Shimei said unto the king. The saying is good : as my lord

the king hath said, so will thy servant do. And Shimei dwelt in Jerusalem many days. 39 And it

a Heb. " a man of." bC(.

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came to pass at the end of three years, that two of the servants of Shiniei ran away unto Achish,

son of Maacah, king of Gath. And they told Shimei, saying. Behold, thy servants be in Gath.

40 And Shimei arose, and saddled his ass, and went to Gath to Achish, to seek his servants : and

Shimei went, and brought his servants from Gath. 41 And it was told Solomon that Shimei had

gone from Jerusalem to Gath, and was come again. 42 And the king sent and called for Shimei,

and said unto him, Did I not make thee to swear by the Lord, and protested unto thee, saying.

Know for certain, that on the day thou goest out, and walkest abroad any whither, thou shalt

surely die? and thou saidst unto me, The saying that I have heard is good. 43 Why then hast

thou not kept the oath of the Lord, and the commandment that I have charged thee with ?

44 The king said moreover to Shimei, Thou knowest all the wickedness which thine heart is privy

to, that thou didst to David my father: therefore the Lord shall return thy wickedness upon thine

own head. 45 But king Solomon shall be blessed, and the throne of David shall be established

before the Lord for ever. 46 So the king commanded Benaiah the son of Jehoiada ; and he went

out, and fell upon him, that he died. And the kingdom was established in the hand of Solomon.

124. SOLOMON MARRIES PHARAOH'S DAUGHTER.

1 Kings 3:1.

1 And Solomon made affinity with Pharaoh king of Egypt, and took Pharaoh's daughter, and

brought her into the city of David, until he had made an end of building his own house, and the

house of the Lord, and the wall of Jerusalem round about.

125. SPIRITUAL CONDITION OF SOLOMON AND HIS KINGDOM.

1 Kings 3 : 2, 3.

2 Only the people sacrificed in the high places, because there was no house built for the name

of the Lord until those days. 3 And Solomon loved the Lord, walking in the statutes of David

his father : only he sacrificed and burnt incense in the high places.

126. SOLOMON'S SACRIFICE AT GIBEON.

1 Kings 3 : 4.

4 And the king went to Gibeon to sacrifice

there ; for that was the great high place : a

thousand burnt offerings did Solomon offer upon

that altar.

2 Chronicles 1 : 2-6.

2 And Solomon spake unto all Israel, to the

captains of thousands and of hundreds, and to

the judges, and to every prince in all Israel, the

heads of the fathers' houses. 3 So Solomon, and

all the congregation with him, went to the high

place that was at Gibeon ; for there was the tent

of meeting of God, which Moses the servant of

the Lord had made in the wilderness. 4 But

the ark of God had David brought up from

Kiriath-jearim to the place that David had pre-

fared for it : for he had pitched a tent for it at

erusalem. 5 Moreover the brasen altar, that

Bezalel the son of Uri, the son of Hur, had made,

•was there before the tabernacle of the Lord:

and Solomon and the congregation sought unto

it. 6 And Solomon *went up thither to the

brasen altar before the Lord, which was at the

tent of meeting, and offered a thousand burnt

offerings upon it.

6 And Solomon said, Thou hast

shewed unto thy servant David my father great

kindness, according as he walked before thee

in truth, and in righteousness, and in upright

ness of heart with thee; and thou hast kept for

him this great kindness, that thou hast given

him a son to sit on his throne, as it is this day.

7 And now, O Lord my God, thou hast made

thy servant king instead of David my father :

and I am but a little child ; I know not how to

go out or come in. 8 And thy servant is in the

midst of thy people which thou hast chosen, a

great people, that cannot be numbered nor count

ed for multitude. 9 Give thy servant therefore

an • understanding heart to judge thy people, that

I may discern between good and evil ; for who

is able to judge this thy *great people? 10And

the speech pleased the Lord, that Solomon had

asked this thing, 11 And God said unto him,

3 *And Solomon sent to Huram the

king of Tyre, saying, As thou didst deal with

David my father, and didst send him cedars to

build him an house to dwell therein, even so deal

with me. 4 Behold, I build an house for the

name of the Lord my God, to dedicate it to

him, and to burn before him incense of sweet

spices, and for the continual shewbread, and for

the burnt offerings morning and evening, on the

sabbaths, and on the new moons, and on the set

feasts of the Lord our God. This is an or

dinance for ever to Israel. 5 And the house

17 There

were nets of checker work, and wreaths of chain

work, for the chapiters which were upon the top of

the pillars ; seven for the one chapiter, and seven

for the other chapiter.

31 And the

mouth of it within the chapiter and above was a cubit : and the mouth thereof was round after

the work of a pedestal, a cubit and a half: and also upon the mouth of it were gravings, and their

borders were foursquare, not round. 32 And the four wheels were underneath the borders ; and

the axletrees of the wheels were in the base : and the height of a wheel was a cubit and half a

cubit. 33 And the work of the wheels was like the work of a chariot wheel : their axletrees, and

their felloes, and their spokes, and their naves, were all molten. 34 And there were four under

setters at the four corners of each base : the undersetters thereof were of the base itself. 35 And

in the top of the base was there a round compass of half a cubit high : and on the top of the base

the 'stays thereof and the borders thereof were of the same.

4 And

they brought up the ark of the Lord, and the

tent of meeting, and all the holy vessels that

were in the Tent ; even these did the priests and

the Levites bring up. 5 And king Solomon and

all the congregation of Israel, that were assem

bled unto him, were with him before the ark,

sacrificing sheep and oxen, that could not be

told nor numbered for multitude. 6 And the

priests brought in the ark of the covenant of the

LOrd unto its place, into the oracle of the house,

to the most holy place, even under the wings of

the cherubim. 7 For the cherubim spread forth

their wings over the place of the ark, and the

cherubim covered the ark and the staves thereof

above.

1 1 And it came to pass, when the priests

were come out of the holy place, (for all the

priests that were present had sanctified them

selves, and did not keep their courses; 12 also

the Levites which were the singers, all of them,

even Asaph, Heman, Jeduthun, and their sons

and their brethren, arrayed in fine linen, with

trumpets and cymbals and instruments •of

music, and praised the Lord, saying, For he is

good ; for his mercy endureth for ever : that

then the house was filled with a cloud, even the

house of the Lord, 14 so that the priests could

not stand to minister, by reason of the cloud :

Sehoshaphat the son of Ahilud, the • recorder ; 4 and Benaiah the son of Jehoiada was over the

ost ; and Zadok and Abiathar were priests; 5 and Azariah the son of Nathan was over *the

officers ; and Zabud the son of Nathan was * priest, and the king's friend ; 6 and Ahishar was

over the household ; and Adoniram the son of Abda was over the levy.

9 And she wrote in the letters, saying,

Proclaim a fast, and set Naboth * on high among

the people : 10 and set two men, sons of • Belial,

before him, and let them bear witness against

him, saying, Thou didst * curse God and the

king. And then carry him out, and stone him,

that he die. 1 1 And the men of his city, even

the elders and the nobles who dwelt in his city,

did as Jezebel had sent unto them, according as

it was written in the letters which she had sent

unto them. 12 They proclaimed a fast, and set

Naboth *on high among the people. 13 And

the two men, sons of Belial, came in and sat be

fore him : and the men of Belial bare witness

against him, even against Naboth, in the presence

of the people, saying, Naboth did * curse God

and the king. Then they carried him forth out

of the city, and stoned him with stones, that he

died. 14 Then they sent to Jezebel, saying, Na

both is stoned, and is dead.

28 So one of the priests

whom they had carried away from Samaria came

and dwelt in Beth-el, and taught them how they

should fear the Lord. 29 Howbeit every nation

made gods of their own, and put them in the

houses of the high places which the Samaritans

had made, every nation in their cities wherein

they dwelt. 30 And the men of Babylon made

Succoth-benoth, and the men of Cuth made

Nergal, and the men of Hamath made Ashima,

31 and the Avvites made Nibhaz and Tartak,

and the Sepharvites burnt their children in the

fire to Adrammelech and Anammelech, the

•gods of Sepharvaim. 32 So they feared the

Lord, and made unto them from among them

selves priests of the high places, which sacrificed

for them in the houses of the high places.

33 They feared the Lord, and served their own

gods, after the manner of the nations from

among whom they had been carried away.

34 Unto this day they do after the former man

ners : they fear not the Lord, neither do they

after their statutes, or after their ordinances, or

after the law or after the commandment which

the Lord commanded the children of Jacob,

whom he named Israel ; 35 with whom the Lord

had made a covenant, and charged them, saying.

and he shall deliver you out of the hand of all

your enemies.

41 So

these nations feared the Lord, and served their

graven images ; their children likewise, and their

children's children, as did their fathers, so do

they unto this day.

1 3 Now in the fourteenth year of king Hezekiah did •Sennacherib king of Assyria come up

agamst all the fenced cities of Judah, and took them. 14 And Hezekiah king of Judah sent to the

king of Assyria to Lachish, saying, I have offended ; return from me : that which thou puttest on

me will I bear. And the king of Assyria appointed unto Hezekiah king of Judah three hundred

talents of silver and thirty talents of gold. 1 5 And Hezekiah gave him all the silver that was found

in the house of the Lord, and in the treasures of the king's house. 16 At that time did Hezekiah

cut off the goldfrom the doors of the temple of the Lord, andfrom the * pillars which Hezekiah

king of Judah had overlaid, and gave it to the king of Assyria.

2 Then he turned his face to the wall,

and prayed unto the Lord, saying, 3 Remember

now, O Lord, I beseech thee, now I have walked

before thee in truth and with a perfect heart,

and have done that which is good in thy sight.

them not. 14 Then came Isaiah the prophet unto

king Hezekiah, and said unto him, What said

these men ? and from whence came they unto

thee ? And Hezekiah said. They are come from

a far country, even from Babylon. 1 5 And he

said, What have they seen in thine house ? And

Hezekiah answered, All that is in mine house

have they seen : there is nothing among my

treasures that I have not shewed them. 16 And

Isaiah said unto Hezekiah, Hear the word of the

Lord. 17 Behold, the days come, that all that

is in thine house, and that which thy fathers

have laid up in store unto this day, shall be car

ried to Babylon : nothing shall be left, saith the

Lord.

5 And he

took courage, and built up all the wall that was broken down, and • raised it up to the towers,

and ' the other wall without, and strengthened Millo in the city of David, and made weapons and

shields in abundance. 6 And he set captains of war over the people, and gathered them together

to him in the broad place at the gate of the city, and spake comfortably to them, saying, 7 Be

strong and of a good courage, be not afraid nor dismayed for the king of Assyria, nor for all the

multitude that is with him : for • there is a greater with us than with him : 8 with him is an

arm of flesh ; but with us is the Lord our God to help us, and to fight our battles. And the

people rested themselves upon the words of Hezekiah king of Judah.

C. THE AdVANCE AGAINST JErUSALEM : rABSHAKEH'S MESSAGE.

2 Kings 18 : 17-25.

17 And the king of Assyria sent * Tartan and

*Rabsaris and *Rabshakeh from Lachish to king

Hezekiah with a great army unto Jerusalem. And

they went up and came to Jerusalem. And when

they were come up, they came and stood by

the conduit of the upper pool, which is in the

high way of the fuller's field.

25 Am I now come up without the Lord

against this place to destroy it ? The Lord said

unto me. Go up against this land, and destroy it.

that ye abide ' the siege in Jerusalem ? 1 1 Doth

not Hezekiah persuade you, to give you over to

die by famine and by thirst, saying, The Lord our

God shall deliver us out of the hand of the king

of Assyria? 12 Hath not the same Hezekiah

taken away his high places and his altars, and

commanded Judah and Jerusalem, saying. Ye

shall worship before one altar, and upon it shall

ye burn incense? 13 Know ye not what I and

my fathers have done unto all the peoples of the

lands ? Were the gods of the nations of the

lands any ways able to deliver their land out of

mine hand ? 14 Who was there among all the

gods of those nations which my fathers * utterly

destroyed, that could deliver his people out of

mine hand, that your God should be able to de

liver you out of mine hand? 15 Now therefore

let not Hezekiah deceive you, nor persuade you

on this manner, neither believe ye him : for no

god of any nation or kingdom was able to deliver

his people out of mine hand, and out of the hand

of my fathers : how much less shall your ' God

deliver you out of mine hand ?

26 Then said Eliakim the son of Hilkiah, and Shebnah, and Joah, unto Rabshakeh, Speak,

I pray thee, to thy servants in the • Syrian language ; for we understand it : and speak not with

us in the Jews' language, in the ears of the people that are on the wall.

B. THE FUrTHEr INSOLENCE OF rABSHAKEH.

2 Chronicles 32: 16, 18, 19.

16 And his servants spake yet more against

the Lord God, and against his servant Hezekiah.

18 And they cried with a loud voice in the Jews'

language unto the people of Jerusalem that were

on the wall, to affright them, and to trouble

them ; that they might take the city. 19 And

they spake of the God of Jerusalem, as of the

gods of the peoples of the earth, which are the

work of men's hands.

35 Who

are they among all the gods of the countries, that

have delivered their country out of my hand, that

the Lord should deliver Jerusalem out of my

hand ?

20 Then Isaiah the son of Amoz sent to Hezekiah, saying, Thus saith the Lord, the God of

Israel, Whereas thou hast prayed to me against Sennacherib king of Assyria, I have heard thee.
